Our Minor hurlers regained the provincial title with a terrific display in
the Leinster Final. However, the much sought after All-Ireland success
eluded them when somewhat unluckily defeated in the dying moments
of their semi-final.

After putting themselves in a very strong position at half time in their
Leinster Final. our U21 team were unable to capitalise in the second
half and so suffered Provincial final defeat for the second year in a
row.

Kilkenny Handballers again scored many impressive victories.
Highlight of the year was the success of the irrepressible Michael
"Duxie" Walsh who won his 16th Al lIreland Senior Singles title.
Congratulations to Brian Manogue on his success in the All- Ireland U-
21 final.

Kilkenny camogie too enjoyed many successes both at school and at
inter county level team. The Senior team who reached the All-Ireland
final showed that the material is there in what is essentially a very
young team, to mount a serious challenge for top honours in the years
ahead.

It was a year of firsts in our Local Championship with pride of place
going to city side O'Loughlin Gaels who realised their lifetime ambition

by capturing their first
ever Senior Hurling title.
In the Final itself they pro-
duced a tremendous dis-
play particularly in the
second half to dethrone
champions Graigue-
Ballycallan. In the Intermediate Championship Final, between
Mullinavat and Clara, power-packed opening half by the Southerners
the second day set them on the road to ultimate success and a return
to Senior ranks. The Emeralds from Urlingford captured their first ever
Junior Hurling championship when in one of the most exciting finals of
recent years they overcame a gallant Windgap team. Famous
Tullaroan won their first U-21 title by defeating Carrickshock after a
replay while Carrickshock themselves made history by defeating
Ballyhale Shamrocks to record their first ever Minor A success. In
Football, Muckalee regained Senior honours with Piltown and
Mooncoin successful in the Intermediate and Junior finals respectively.

No county could have reached Kilkenny's stature in Hurling without
the collective commitment and selfless dedication of very many people
at all levels but particularly at club and underage level. This year we
added a further dimension to the operation of our county underage
teams with the introduction of a new style development squad system
designed to ensure that young players in every club are offered the
best possible opportunity to represent our County. I am delighted with
the response of so many former players who are giving of their time
coaching these young players on a totally voluntary basis and I record
my gratitude to each of them. While accepting that one swallow never
made a summer, the fact that we enjoyed our first success in nine
years in the Nenagh Co-op U16 competition is most encouraging, but
perhaps even more significant is the fact that 16 clubs were represent-
ed on the victorious panel. With the support of every club in the
County I believe that this investment of time and energy in the youth
of our County will prove most rewarding.

One of the great achievements of our Yearbook Committee is the fact
that each year they give such tremendous prominence to the day-to-
day activities of our clubs along with recording the notable successes
by teams from the county who captured National headlines. In this
way, each publication serves as a vital statistical record for future gen-
erations and is greatly appreciated by Kilkenny people at home and
abroad. I extend my sincere thanks to Chairman, Pat Henderson,
Editor, Barry Henriques, Gerry O'Neill and all contributors for not only
maintaining but surpassing the high standards that they have set for
themselves.

Finally I extend sincere thanks to all who contributed to the promotion
of Gaelic games in Kilkenny throughout the year and to all who sup-
ported our county teams.

Foreword

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Caustically the morning newspaper reported:
"An icy wind that swept down the pitch yester-
day chilled spectators to the bone and nothing

they saw in the National Hurling League game
between Kilkenny and Antrim helped lessen their dis-
comfort." Not the most auspicious circumstances for
a senior inter-county debut! Yet it was in such condi-
tions that a 19-year-old got his introduction to the
Kilkenny team, hundreds of miles from his native
Bennettsbridge under the shadow of a bleak Antrim
mountain on a frigid November Sunday.
It was November 8, 1959, at the far northern ground of

Loughgiel Shamrocks and after a thoroughly one-sided match
Kilkenny, beaten in an All-Ireland final replay two months previ-
ously, went home with a 20-point victory(6-5 to 0-3). "All I can
remember about it," admits Seamus Cleere, "was that it was a
bitterly cold day with sleet and rain and we were entertained in
an old schoolhouse afterwards. But I must have established my
place that day at right half-back."
Indeed. Soon he would develop into one of hurling's all-time

great wing backs so highly-regarded that, four decades later, he
would be one of the four nominees for right half-back on the
national Hurling Team of the Millennium. After a distinguished
career he wound-up with two All-Ireland medals as Kilkenny's
right half-back(1963 and '67) and another as a 1969 sub,
National League medals in 1962 and '66 and three successes on
the Leinster Railway Cup team(1964, '65 and '67) from a six-
year stay during which the inter-provincial championship were
still of sufficient consequence to attract 20-30,000 crowds on
St.Patrick's Day. And in 1963, the year he captained the county
to their All-Ireland triumph over neighbours Waterford, he was
chosen as the Caltex(now Texaco) Hurler of the Year.
He comments: "For the ten short years I was in the game at

the highest level I'm delighted with my achievements and
delighted with the honour they brought to Bennettsbridge. I have
lots of memories: having the honour of captaining the county
team, winning the All-Ireland medals, which was great for the
club and the parish, being Hurler of the Year and I felt very hon-
oured and proud with the Millennium nomination coming 40
years later."
Being a stronghold of hurling such as Bennettsbridge

Seamus could hardly have escaped the sport, but there was no
school team to play on. He says: "We hadn't the numbers to
have a team in my time and my first recollection is playing for the
under-16. I played with those for a couple of years and then
played with the minors." The call-up to the county minor panel
came in 1958, but despite getting a Leinster medal his only

appearance was in the All-Ireland semi-final against Galway. In
goal! "I was on the panel," he recalls, "and I played in goal for
the last quarter of an hour." However, it was a Galway victory
despite a contribution of 2-1 from a youngster named Eddie
Keher. The following year Seamus was promoted to the
Bennettsbridge senior team, would win his first county champi-
onship when the club beat Erin's Own, Castlecomer, in the final
and the same year he played junior, as a forward, but Kilkenny
were beaten by Wexford in the replayed provincial semi-final.
Kilkenny's championship campaign of '59 ended with defeat

by Waterford in the replay of the All-Ireland final, but they got
some small consolation when they won the Oireachtas Cup in
October. Then into the National League and the third match of
the new campaign was that November trip to Antrim where
Seamus made his debut. "They were short a few including
Paddy Buggy, the right half-back. So Paddy Grace sent out
word with the players to collect whoever they could to go to the
north." By this stage he was doing well as the regular centre
half-back for his club and it was inevitable that the
Bennettsbridge contingent would bring him along. The following
March Paddy Buggy announced his retirement and the No.5 jer-
sey became Cleere's permanently - with a noticeable, but tem-
porary, exception when he was moved to right half-forward for
the 1964 All-Ireland final against Tipperary in which he was the
first scorer with a tenth second point.
However, it was playing at wing back that gave him "the most

enjoyment." Inevitably in Kilkenny the ambition was to earn a
place on the county team but he declares: "To represent the club
here for starters that was the hope. It was a big honour when I
did represent the club because it was very, very hard to make
our club senior team. We were very strong in the Fifties and the
Sixties. There were Dan Kennedy and the Galways, Mickey
Kelly and Johnny McGovern in the Fifties, later on then Paddy
Moran, Martin and Jim Treacy, Pat Lawlor, Noel Skehan and
John Kinsella. We had celebrations last year to celebrate 20
glorious years from 1952 to '71. In the space of 20 years we
appeared in 16 senior county finals and won 11 of them.
McGovern has won all of the 11 senior medals and he was a
great help to me when I came on the team in the early years with
his advice, both on and off the field."

A profile of Seamie Cleere

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Sadly now Bennettsbridge have
declined as a force in the county and
operate at intermediate level since 1981.
Seamus says: "We have a few leagues to
our credit in recent years but nothing of
any note. The population hasn't grown,
that's our biggest problem for the last
dozen years. We have had no base, we
can't develop because the numbers were
so low in the school, the male numbers.
So we actually had to join with Danesfort,
our neighbouring parish, over the last four
years to make up a minor team, but
Danesfort went it on their own this year.
But there is hope. We've had some new
houses in recent times and new families
have been coming in to live in the Bridge
in the last couple of years. They have
children going to the school, so we can
look forward to a fairly good youth team in
about three or four years time. We will be
strong again in numbers in the near
future, in the very near future."
A serious knee injury eventually

forced Seamus to retire from the sport.
"I got injured in a tournament against
Comer. At the time I was hobbling
around and by the end of '68 I gave it up
with Kilkenny. I went to a few quacks
around the country, but couldn't establish
that it was a cruciate ligament in the
knee. I didn't establish that until I broke
it two years later playing full-back for the
Bridge and had to have an operation. It
was when the surgeon opened up the knee that he discovered
the cruciate was gone. At that particular time I suppose med-
ical knowledge or technology wouldn't have been as good as it
is today. Afterwards I was playing centre half for the Bridge
and hadn't to do much twisting or turning or anything like that,
but it was a big step up to come back for the county which I did
in '69. I was a sub for the Leinster final and played left half-
back against London in the All-Ireland semi-final, but in hind-
sight I know that was wrong. London weren't great and I hadn't
much running to do, but Mick Lanigan gave me a try-out before
the All-Ireland final and the knee wouldn't stand up to it, so I
was a sub for the All-Ireland."
There was a time when Seamus didn't confine his sporting

activities to hurling and, in fact, at football played for three
clubs. "It was never very serious," he confesses, but I must
have been fairly handy as I was approached by the St.John's
team in the city to kick minor with them. Fan Larkin was
involved with the Johns at the time they came looking for me. I
won a county minor medal with them and senior medals in '63
and '64 with Clan na Gael. Clan was practically a city team as
well. The famous Donie Murphy [Kerry corner back in the '53
All-Ireland final] was in the agricultural business in Kilkenny at
the time and he trained us. He was one of the founders of
Clan na Gael. They were established for about eight or ten
years, I think, but the broke up sometime after that. I have a
junior football medal with Bennettsbridge for 1969, but there
wasn't any significance to my football."
One of the clichÈ questions we journalists inevitably pose

when talking to former great players concerns changes in their
sport. Has it changed for the better? Seamus Cleere declares
unhesitatingly: "It has, it's a better game, today's game is bet-

ter. I think it's faster, more skilful and it's a better game to
watch. The introduction of the rule protecting the goalmen and
the other rules they brought in in recent times improved the
game." Better game to watch, but what about playing? "I
would love to be playing it now," Seamus says. But at 61
years of age this Royal Liver Insurance employee devotes any
time he has for sport to playing golf - and he has done so suc-
cessfully at Kilkenny Golf Club where he was once a 9-handi-
capper but has now gone out to 11. Over the years has won
three captains' prizes.
Also cherished among his trophies from sport is a cup won

at Gaelic Park, New York, in 1964 when Kilkenny beat
Tipperary on a field day for the Cardinal Cushing Fund. As
captain he brought home the trophy, which had been present-
ed by the sponsors, Rupert Breweries. Some years later when
he asked Kilkenny's celebrated coach, Father Tommy Maher,
what he should do with the cup and the answer he got was:
"When they come looking for it, give it to them." Cleere
reveals: "They never came for it."
Seamus and his wife, the former Joan O'Neill from nearby

Thomastown, have reared five children two of whom figured at
hurling. Tony, the eldest, won a Leinster under-14 medal with
Kilkenny, and played for a year with the University of Limerick,
but involvement in studies soon diverted him from the sport
and Jonathan, the youngest, is now playing intermediate with
Bennettsbridge. A third, Brendan, plays soccer with the local
East End team. The others, Raymond lives in Dublin and
Catriona in Germany.

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THE naked enthusiasm at the end of
the triumphant march opened up a
window through which we could all
peer into the soul.
For the victory was more than a victo-
ry, more than the making of history. It
was a consummation, the fitting of the
last piece in the jigsaw for a club that
has seen everything else, done virtu-
ally everything else.
“It was the one big piece we were miss-
ing, the one thing that left us apart from
the major clubs, the big winners”,
explained OʼLoughlin/Gaels chairman,
John Skehan, when he attempted to
paint the picture.
Winning their first St. Caniceʼs Credit
Union senior hurling championship was
wonderful in itself for OʼLoughlin/Gaels.
For any club it would be a mighty
achievement in one of the hurling strong-
holds of the nation.
Ah, but in OʼLoughlinʼs case it completed
the circle. They won the premier GAA
club of the year award for Ireland in
1980. They won Kilkenny hurling titles at
intermediate (2), junior (2), under-21 (2)
and at virtually every under-age level,

and they own more real estate than just
about any outfit in the country.
Big! On or off the field, GAA clubs donʼt
come much bigger than
OʼLoughlin/Gaels! Yet, the clubʼs name
didnʼt appear on the distinguished list of
winners of the top title in sport in
Kilkenny.
Put right
Now that has been put to right. Hence,
the wild scenes of excitement when
defending Kilkenny champions, and
reigning Leinster kings, Graigue-
Ballycallan were put the sword in the
county final.
“What winning the senior hurling title
meant, and the prestige that goes with it,
didnʼt really dawn on us for weeks”, Mr.
Skehan admitted. “We chased it hard,
and the excitement when we won was
great. But the feel good factor about
what we had done got better the further
we moved away from the final”.
Team skipper and current Kilkenny cap-
tain, Andy Comerford knows a thing or
two about winning. He has won senior
and minor All-Irelands, and All-Star hon-
ours too.

Yet, after OʼLoughlinʼs win, he was
moved to suggest :”Winning with your
own club people is very, very special. It
compares easily with winning an All-
Ireland”.
The OʼLoughlin/Gaels club was founded
in 1969. They have slipped up and down
through the grades during the past
decade – they were a junior club in 1995
– and it was only over the past 24
months that they found themselves with
a team genuinely capable of striking out
for the summit. Sure, they had good
teams in the past. But none were as bal-
anced, as top heavy with individual tal-
ent, or as driven as this yearʼs outfit.
Suffered
You see, the current OʼLoughlinʼs crew
suffered, and was inspired by pain. They
lived the old ideology that ʻyou must lose
one to win wonʼ. Losing the county final
to Graigue-Ballycallan in 2001 made the
team this season.
“You never forget the pain of defeat”,
assured selector, Michael Nolan, who
pulled the team strings along with former
Offaly star, Aidan Fogarty and Seanie
Tyrrell. “We werenʼt going to fail in a sec-

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ond final, and in successive years and
against the same opposition”.
And so OʼLoughlin/Gaels arrived for the
county final at Nowlan Park on Sunday,
October 14 in mean, mean mood. By the
time they left with the Walsh Cup, they
left fair devastation behind them.
Graigue, who went within an ace of win-
ning the All-Ireland club title the previous
march and were hot favourites to retain
the crown, were well beaten, by 1-17 to
1-6. Not only, that were held scoreless
from play.
Hard to believe, especially from a team
that boasted county men like All-Star,
Denis Byrne, John Hoyne, Eddie
Brennan and Micheál Hoyne in attack,
not to mentor former county hero, Adrian
Ronan.

There was little sorted during the open-
ing half, at the end of which Graigue
trailed by 1-2 to 0-7. Their goal was a
steal, a cheeky effort from a 21 yards
free by Adrian Ronan.
The gloves came off during the third
quarter. OʼLoughlinʼs looked meaner than
ever did in their lives, as man stood up
to man, as the battle for supremacy
reached white hot intensity.
Within a minute of the restart young
Nigel Skehan, a prolific scorer all through
the campaign, posted a point from a
free. A Graigue point from an Adrian
Ronan free followed, as did a penalty
save.
Escape
OʼLoughlinʼs made the best of that
escape. Minor scores from Brian Dowling

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Delighted
“I was delighted we won the league”,
OʼConnor insisted. “Every honour is an
honour, and it has to be won. You are
not handed them. “We played a lot of
hurling during the season, and a league
winners medal at the end of it wasnʼt
bad, although we didnʼt set out to try and
win it”.

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Much as Kilkenny camogie folk
might wish to draw a veil over
the outcome of the 2001 All

Ireland senior decider at Croke Park on
September 16th, justice demands that a
full and frank account of the occasion
be given ˆ for two reasons. The first is to
pay due tribute to a splendid Tipperary
team, who were absolutely superb. The
second is to make the important point
that although Kilkenny suffered a heavy

defeat on the day, there was plenty in
the way of consolation to be taken from
the disappointment, not least the
extreme youth of the beaten finalists,
half of them teenagers, who were mak-
ing their big-day debut. Only time will
tell, but this may well prove to be the
dark hour before a new dawn for camo-
gie in the county.
The main details of the game itself

are quickly told. Tipperary - the white-
hot favourites were seeking their third
OʼDuffy Cup in a row - looked danger-
ous from the off and Claire Grogan
altered any images of a possible upset
when goaling after nine minutes.
Deirdre Hughes found the Noresidersʼ
net two minutes later, handpassing the
sliotar in from Ciara Gaynorʼs long deliv-
ery. Tipp nine points ahead (2-4 to 0-1)
after only 12 minutes: this was already
taking on the proportions of a rout.
Credit to them, Kilkenny steadied up

considerably during the second quarter
and closed the gap via points by Sinéad
Millea and Brigid Mullally. Had the half-
time whistle sounded there and then,
they might have been able to appear for
the resumption with new fire in their bel-
lies. Unfortunately, however, disaster
struck deep in injury time when Emer
McDonnell bagged Tipperaryʼs third
goal. There and then the final expired
as a contest.
Eleven points ahead at the break, 3-6

to 0-4, the holders understandably took
their foot off the pedal somewhat in the
second half. Yet, despite the fact that
Sinead Millea found the net from a
close-range free late on to provide a

small drop of consolation, the chal-
lengers were still miles off the admitted-
ly scorching pace set by their oppo-
nents. The final score told its own story:
Tipperary 4-13 Kilkenny 1-6.
But fair is fair. It would be both wrong

and foolish to be even in the slightest bit
critical of the Cats. They were young.
They were inexperienced. Some of
them never got to grips with the occa-
sion. But you have to lose before you
can win, as the saying goes, and losing
to the reigning champions, one of the
finest camogie teams of the past 20
years, was no shame. Letʼs face it, in
the form Tipperary were in, thereʼs not a
side in the land that wouldnʼt have
caught a hiding from them. Ciara
Gaynor, Una OʼDwyer, the six-gun full-
forward line of McDonnell, Hughes and
Grogan (the trio accounted for 4-6
between them) - thereʼs many an inter-
county hurling team these ladies would
give a run to.
Before Kilkenny can return to the win-

nersʼ podium, considerable work will
have to be carried out. Fortunately a
start has been made. Plans are in the
pipeline to institute under-age camogie
development squads in the county
along similar lines to the under-age hurl-
ing squads. Former stars such as Bridie
McGarry and the Downey twins will be
helping out. All hands are needed on
deck if the Black and Amber are to flour-
ish again, long-time local and national
administrator Mary Fennelly argues.
“We have great natural resources

here in Kilkenny and we must use them
fully.

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Itʼs fifty years since Kilkenny won their third All-Ireland
Junior Hurling title, and the occasion was commendably,
and suitably commemorated in Nowlan Park on County

final day. There were still ten members of the panel present
as the Chairman of the County Board, Ned Quinn greeted
them in front of a very appreciative
crowd.
Kilkenny beat Carlow by 6-7 to 0-3 in
their first round match in
Thomastown, and easily downed the
Wicklow effort in the next round, win-
ning by 6-5 to 1-1. The feature of this
game was the magnificent contribu-
tion of Kevin Fennelly, who slammed
home 5-1 of his sides total. He was
ably assisted by Paddy Johnston,
Kilkennyʼs star minor of twelve
months previously. Another star on
the day was Johnstonʼs minor col-
league, Johnny McGovern at left half
back. Match reports say that Dick
Rockett from Slieverue had a great
game in the goal, while the full back
line of Jack Lynch, Paddy Ryan and
Johnny Hockey were unbeatable.
Kilkenny had a far from convincing
win over Meath in the Leinster semi-
final, winning by 7-9 to 5-6. The out-
standing player on the field was the
young Johnny McGovern at half
back. The Leinster Final against
Dublin was a tight affair, with the out-
standing Paul Fitzgerald making a
match-winning contribution from the
centre back position. At half time, Dublin
led by a single point- 2-4 to Kilkennyʼs 2-3. The Noresiders
goals came from a Tom Ryan rasper in the 14th minute, and a
Paddy Johnston 21 yard free in the 21st minute. This Leinster
Final was as good a Junior final as Croke had ever seen.
Kilkenny next faced Tipperary in the All-Ireland home semi-final

in Carrick-on-Suir, the venue where Kilkenny had won their first
Senior Final almost 50 years previously.
Kilkenny were masters of the Tipp men during a first half of
exceptional hurling skill. John Sutton and Paddy Henneberry
lorded matters at mid-field, and with Paul Fitzgerald again

dominating at centre back, and Tom
Walsh, Jack Lynch, Johnny Hockey
and Willie Bolger making life extreme-
ly difficult for the Tipp forwards,
Kilkenny found themselves in a very
commanding situation at half time,
leading by 2-4 to 1-2. However, a spir-
ited Tipperary onslaught early in the
second half, saw them reduce the
Kilkenny lead to a single goal. The
most important score of this half fell to
John Barron in the 16th minute, when
he netted Kilkennyʼs third goal.
Despite the severe pummelling the
Kilkenny defence were subjected to in
a storming last ten minutes, they held
out for a famous victory. Paddy
Stapleton was the most consistant of
the Kilkenny forwards, with Tom Ryan,
Barron, and Rick Burke getting
through an amount of hard work.
On September 9th, in Nenagh,
Kilkenny faced Galway in the All-
Ireland Final (Home). In horrid condi-
tions, Galway tore into a 3-1 to 0-1
lead by the 15th minute. At half time,
Kilkenny were still in arrears by 3-1 to
0-3, and looked finished.But the re-
sighting of Paddy Stapleton at mid-

field, and Paddy Henneberry onto the half
forward line for the start of the second half were major contri-
butions to the eventual Kilkenny win - their only National title
that year. Stapleton and John Sutton served up a power-
packed thirty minutes of hurling that wrested the midfield
supremacy away from a rampant Galway side. Sutton fired

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home an early goal, John Barron shot a point, and Dick
Rockett made two tremenduous saves from Galway forwards,
all inside the first ten minutes of the new half. McGovern and
Tom Walsh were superb on the half back line, and slowly
Kilkenny chiselled away at the Galway lead. A long delivery by
McGovern was flashed to the net by Barron, and suddenly
there was but a point between the sides. A goal by Walsh, late
in the game, followed by another goal from a McGovern side-
line cut, had Kilkenny in front by five points.Galway stormed
back with a Paddy Manton goal, and now Kilkenny were hang-
ing onto a two point lead. But points by Barron, Johnston and
Tom Ryan saw the black and amber emerge victorious by six
points. The final score read Kilkenny 4-9, Galway 4-3.
Kilkenny defeated London in the All-Ireland Final in Nowlan
Park by 3-9 to 3-5. It was played on Sunday October 14th,
1951. Kilkenny established a very impressive lead by half time,
when, assisted by the strong breeze, they led by 2-3 to
Londonʼs 0-3. London were very poor in that first half, but they
were a different team in the second, and they very nearly stole
the game with a power-packed exhibition of hurling. The
Kilkenny goals in the first half were scored by John Barron and

Tom Ryan. A goal by London sub, Tommy McDonagh in the
50th minute had the exiles in front for the first time. But a shot
by Mickie Gardiner from out on the sideline restored the
Kilkenny lead. Further points by Paddy Stapleton and Paddy
Johnston inside the last two frantic minutes had the home team
in front, as referee, J Lawton, from Waterford blew the final
whistle.

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Kilkenny returned from a memorable
trip to Thailand in February, and
headed into the first round of the

Allianz National League, starting in
Nowlan Park against Laois. In truth, it
was just a littlebetter than a training spin
for the cats, as they totally demoralised
an inept Laois outfit by 3-16 to 0-11.
Kilkenny had eight of their All-Ireland
starting lineout on view. Kilkenny's scor-
ers were, Henry Shefflin 1-5, Tom
Drennan 2-1, Jimmy Coogan 0-4, John
Hoyne, DJ Carey 0-2 each, JP Corcoran
and Steven Grehan 0-1 each. The game
was all but over by half time, where
Kilkenny were in front by 14 points.
Kilkenny's next outing was against
Waterford in Walsh Park on the third
Sunday in February. Kilkenny led by 2-7

to 0-3 at half time. The game
was well contested with some
terrific bouts of individual play,
particularly a magnificent goal by
DJ Carey which had the large
crowd in stunned admiration.
It was on to Cork, and Páirc Uí
Chaoimh seven days later.
Steven Grehan and Henry
Shefflin were the men here, as
Kilkenny went down to the
Leesiders by the slenderest of
margins, 1-10 to 0-12.
Enter the foot and mouth preven-
tative measures, with a halt being
applied to all games.
Action resumed on the second
Sunday in April, against
Tipperary in Nowlan Park. Some
of the Kilkenny big guns started
to re-appear, notably John Power
and Charlie Carter. Two late -
very late indeed - points by
Henry Shefflin and Aidan
Cummins insured that Kilkenny
drew with the visitors, thus
enabling both sides to stay on
track for the semi-finals. The final
score read, Tipperary 0-15,
Kilkenny 1-12. Henry Shefflin
was the real Kilkenny star in this
game. Kilkenny's last trip was to
Ballinaskryne in Derry, where a winning
margin of 1-13 didn't flatter the visitors.
Kilkenny qualified for the semi-finals with
a clever 0-19 to 0-16 win over Wexford
in Nowlan Park, which was a personal
triumph for Jimmy Coogan who shot 10
of Kilkenny's points, eight from placed
balls.
The train came off the tracks against
Clare in the semi-final in Thurles, a
week later. Kilkenny lost by 2-21 to 3-8,
but nobody seemed to care. The minds

and eyes were firmly focussed on the
first round of the Championship against
Offaly, just 5 weeks away.
Dreaded Offaly posed the first threat to
Kilkenny's aspirations of holding onto
their All-Ireland crown. A bout of shadow
boxing, and a little tomfoolery by the
Offalt mentors in the initial stages of the
game didn't impress, or distract any-
body, not the Kilkenny players at any
rate. Kilkenny led at the break by 2-11 to
Offaly's 0-5. Henry Shefflin's first goal in
the 34th minute, in which Canice

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Brennan, Charlie Carter, and Eddie Brennan figured promi-
nently, was utter perfection, in it's execution.Eddie Brennan
got the second goal in the 37th minute, and the Offaly support
was starting to exit Croke Park. A third goal by John Hoyne
late in the second half was academic in the overall context,
but it afforded Kilkenny the chance of going on to the Leinster
Final against Wexford, winning by 3-21 to 0-18. For Offaly, a
disastrous early exit from the main stage.
Kilkenny collected their 58th Leinster Championship by demor-
alising Wexford, despite the non-availability of the injured John
Power, having a player sidelined, and very few of the players,
with the exception of Michael Kavanagh and Philly Larkin,
approaching anything like their "Offaly" form. The "scribbling
gurus" opined that it would take Wexford hurling a long day to
recover from the mauling of 2-19 to 0-12. How wrong they
were subsequently.
It was back to local championship fare for the customary
weeks prior to All-Ireland training-camp time. Wexford - the
same written off, buried, never to be seen Wexford - came
storming back into the big picture script. In their first game
against Tipperary, they nearly pulled off a famous victory. A
drawn match had the protagonists going to Croke Park on
Saturday, August 18th to try once more. In God-awful condi-
tions, and on a deplorable surface, 14-man Wexford capitulat-
ed against a rampant Tipperary.
Twenty-four hours later, the All-Ireland champions faced
Galway for the righ to face Tipp in the All-Ireland final. From a
Kilkenny perspective, the prospect of winning the All-Ireland
was overshadowed by the probability of "taking" Tipp in a final.
John Knox the Kilkenny People columist, probably summed up
the game with "Galway chased and harried with near fanati-
cism.In the end their hunger for work, and their slavish com-
mitment to a tight game plan of closing down the
opposition,helped them turn an 8-point defeat of last season
into a thrilling five point win this time".
Knox was right. The word that stands out is "HUNGER".

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reinvent themselves to floor Limerick in the All Ireland quarter-
final at the end of the month. Wexfordʼs Lazarus act doesnʼt
alter the fact that the Leinster championship has, yet again,
been a fiasco. Leinster hurling me arse, as the shirt doesnʼ t
say.
August: After ten minutes of the second All Ireland semi-

final itʼs clear that Kilkenny are, like Bart Simpson, in deep
deep trouble. Four points down, a tight game, a bog of a pitch ˆ
this is not a day to be trying to haul back a deficit, even at such
an early stage. The favouritesʼ plight worsens when Galway are
reduced to 14 men, as Gregory Kennedyʼs departure cramps
space still further. Kevin Broderick looks sharper than he has
for four years. Eugene Cloonan, though he misses almost as
much as he scores, rifles a string of big scores. In the end the
only surprise is that Noel Laneʼs men donʼt win by more.
Veterans of the trip to Thailand are desolate: what will they do
next January? “A week in the Rising Sun in Mullinavat,” is Ned
Doyleʼs cheery prescription.
Back in Kilkenny that night the atmosphere is uncharacteris-

tically mellow. No managerial lynch mobs, no civic tribunals of
enquiry. There are one or two small questions to be asked and
answered (why, on a day made for heavy digging, was Canice
Brennan not brought at half-time? Why was DJ, starved of pos-
session inside, not switched out the field in the second half, as
had occurred against Wexford?), and as the week goes on a
number of lurid rumours begin to do the rounds, but overall the
public on Noreside accept the reverse phlegmatically and fall
over one another to assert that, given the enjoyment theyʼd
provided over the past four seasons, the players owed them
nothing. This, remember, was the countyʼs fifth All Ireland semi-
final in succession. While the hunger remained, the legs - and
the edge - were gone. And yeah, Kilkenny are still not produc-
ing point-scoring wing-forwards.
September: Tipperaryʼs day, Tipperaryʼs year. In truth it had

always looked that way, right from early in the season. The law
of averages suggested as much, moreover, for ten years was
too long for Tipp to go without All Ireland silverware considering
that theyʼd never been very far off the pace at any stage in the
period. It was a thoroughly deserved victory for a team whose
greatest virtue was that they did the simple things, and did
them well, from pillar to post in 2001. Good to see the likes of
Brendan Cummins and Thomas Dunne achieving their heartʼs
desire at last. (Memo to certain Kilkenny players: Messrs
Cummins and Dunne appeared to speak to every newspaper
who wanted to speak to them during the year. Didnʼt seem to
affect their performances, did it?)
October: Glory for OʼLoughlins, and richly merited it is too.

Recalling their lowly status in the mid-1990s, when they spent
one season in the purgatory of the junior grade, no team in
Kilkenny has travelled farther, or with more purpose, in such a
short space of time. Incidentally, whatever Brian Codyʼs men
do or donʼt accomplish in 2002, itʼs unlikely to be for want of an
inspirational captain. Andy Comerford already gives the impres-
sion of being born to the job.
Right, time for this columnʼs awards for 2001. Glasses of

mineral water in Mick Dempseyʼs of John Street for the win-
ners.
Match: Limerick v Cork, Pairc Uí Chaoimh, May 27th. Next

best: Wexford v Limerick, Croke Park, July 29th. Next best
after that: Carrickshock v Shamrocks in the Kilkenny minor
championship final.
Worst match: Anything from the Leinster SHC.
Occasion of the year: The Leinster under-21 final, with the

home crowd in the splendid new Wexford Park willing the
locals on to victory.

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AWonderful Game
Sitting on the side-line and scattered through the crowds on
the stands were many old All-Ireland hurlers from many
counties. Among the spectators were lovers of the game
who have seen every big match since the early days. They
all have memories of titanic struggles, of games lost and
won on the final whistle, of famous figures, of fighting men
and furious finishes but none of them ever sat or stood
through a greater game than Sunday's final. The conditions
under which it was played would alone have made it
unique. The fact that it reached a climax in a thunderstorm
and was decided in a cloudburst places those who took part
in it among the greatest to have trod the Gaelic sod. With
an electric start it was under way and to the interval the
hurling sparkled as the Noresiders beat speed with greater
speed and added their traditional skill to run up a good lead.
Excitement was intense, Kilkenny supporters were over-
joyed, those from Cork rather subdued. Munster dash had
met Kilkenny dash; Kilkenny dash had won so far, and
against wind and sun. The interval came and went and they
were at it again. Kilkenny, winning all the way, saw the
glittering crown before their eyes. But Cork were far from
defeat. The rain came. Using their weight the Corkmen
dashed through to draw level. Theirs was a wonderful
effort. But Kilkenny had tasted of victory and were not to
be denied. A wonderful point in a whirlwind finish ended a
game that will light with brilliance the annals of the G.A.A.

That Point
It came from nowhere. Few knew who had scored it. From
the Cusack stand we vainly tried to stare through the wall of
water that fell from the heavens. We could not see the ball.

We had not seen it except for an occasional flashing
glimpse, for the last fifteen minutes. Ter Leahy's hurley
swept round in an arc. The white flag was raised and the
crowd went mad. We thought it was he who had scored, but
other members of the team and officials told us afterwards
that it was Jimmy Kelly who had nipped in to drop shot the
greasy leather over the bar for Kilkenny's glorious victory.

The Men
A tribute to the men - the thirty men - who battled magnif-
icently through that thrilling hour. But such rousing tributes
have already been paid that one in print is but cold. The
spontaneous outburst that woke deafening echoes in
Drumcondra was the greatest that could be paid them. It
was the acclamation of gallant men by men. And again, for
the Kilkenny team at any rate, the reception given them by
their fellow county men was a tribute that could not be out-
done. The warm admiration of all the classes of the com-
munity for the gallant fifteen who had carried the colours to
victory was reflected on the faces that were lit up by the
ruddy glow of the bonfires. They deserved it all. For sixty
hectic minutes they upheld the honour of their native coun-
ty with grim determination and spectacular fashion. They
spent themselves fully in a final effort for victory and they
did not spend themselves in vain. From Jimmy O'Connell in
goal to Sean O'Brien, full-forward, they put all they knew
into the struggle. Backs, centre-field men and forwards
played better than they had played in any of the preliminary
rounds. Their own supporters had faith in them when all
Ireland favoured Cork and that faith was amply justified.

They Come
In the early hours of Sunday morning thousands of
Kilkenny people went to early Mass and caught one or
other of the special trains. Hundreds more left by road and
there was a constant procession of cars from the Marble
City in the direction of Dublin which increased in density as
it was joined by other travelling along the way. The trains
and road vehicles disgorged their passengers on to streets,
which were being washed by a steady downpour, but the
faint rumbling of thunder gave hope of a break. With water
spattering about their heels and dripping from their coats
and hats the thousands of enthusiasts joined the trek to
Croke Park. Those who had made the journey the evening
before arrived at the gates a little drier, perhaps, but not a bit
more enthusiastic. It would take more than rain to damp the
ardour of the crowd. The red-and-white and black-and-
amber favours were very much in evidence on coat lapels.
A Corkman who arrived early said that about 14,000 people
had left Cork in the morning. Most of them seemed to
reach the Park early, they could be seen drinking tea out of
flasks and munching sandwiches. There was a fairly good
crowd in at the start of the minor match and all through it
they continued to pour past the barriers in a steady stream.

Other Finals Recalled
The game itself was strangely reminiscent of 1931. There
was the same speed and skill that characterised those three
memorable games, fewer personalities, perhaps, but better
teamwork all round. In defeating Cork, Kilkenny joined
Tipperary in the lead in All Ireland hurling honours, leaving
Cork runners-up with eleven finals to their credit. Kilkenny
and Cork have now contested nine finals and Kilkenny have
won five - four of them by a single point.

The Line-Out
As anticipated, the Kilkenny team lined out as in the second
half of the Leinster Final. James Phelan filled the left full-
forward berth and Gargan moved out in room of Brannigan
at left-half. The remainder of the team was as it fielded in
the Leinster Final and at Roscrea. Gargan sustained a bro-
ken thumb just on half-time and was replaced by R.
Brannigan (Dicksboro).

Generally speaking all the Kilkenny players struck their
best form, a fact which reflects to the credit of their manag-
er, Mr. Dan O'Connell and their trainers, Messrs. M. Dalton
and M. Oakes.

Some Records
On Sunday, Jimmy Walsh, captained his second victorious
All Ireland team, the first occasion on which he gained that
distinction being in 1932 against Clare. With Paddy Larkin
and Paddy Phelan, he has helped to win four All Ireland
championships for Kilkenny. Jimmy O'Connell, who
replaced Jim Dermody when he was injured in the 1933
final against Limerick, has helped to win three titles for the
county and this is Blanchfield's second success, his first
being against Limerick in 1935. Terry Leahy now has the
distinction of holdingAll Ireland medals in the three grades,
minor and senior with Kilkenny, and junior with Dublin.
Ten of the side have won their first All Ireland senior cham-
pionship but Grace, Hinks, Mulcahy, Langton, O'Brien and
Brannigan figured on successful minor combinations.

Croke Park
The arrangements at Croke Park were excellent. The erec-
tion of the Cusack stand added considerably to the covered
accommodation and, from the top part, a great view of the
whole pitch can be had. Were it not for the war and the
weather the attendance would in all probability have
touched record figures.

Points of Play
Cork had the breeze in their favour but Kilkenny were
quicker away and from a centre by Paddy Phelan, J. Phelan
eluded his man to flash a ground ball to the net. Kilkenny

TIME

Terrific Finish To Memorable Game

Winning Point Scored in Torrential Rain

Kilkenny, 2-7. Cork, 3-3

A glorious last minute point scored by Jimmy Kelly of Carrickshock gave Kilkenny the All Ireland hurling crown of 1939.
The deafening roar of joyful applause that lifted to the heavens from thousands of Kilkenny throats at Croke Park outdid the
thunder that rattled threateningly across the sky and proclaimed to all of the world that was listening that the county of black-
and-amber had made history. It was a magnificent victory. Its twelfth All-Ireland title had been gained, Tipperary's record
equalled.

Under a solid wall of water from a cloudburst Kilkenny and Cork supporters stuck it out grimly through the last pulsating
minutes of the greatest final ever played. They wanted to go but could not. Those thirty gallant lads fighting the battle of
their lives down below held them as if hypnotised. They could not tear themselves away while the game hung in the balance
even though their shirts were stuck to their backs and miniature streams cascaded from the legs of their trousers.

Cork as well as Kilkenny men joined in the wild cheering that heralded the sounding of the final whistle. It was a unanimous
tribute from Irishmen to fellow Irishmen who had given a classic exhibition of the greatest game on earth under most
appalling conditions.

That last quarter will never be forgotten by those who saw it. Sobbing with the intensity of the excitement which gripped
them, men stood on tiptoe, eyes wide, lips parted, fists clenched as the ball flew from goalmouth to goalmouth and Cork drew
level. The climax was reached as the point of Jimmy Kelly's, scarcely seen in the downpour, sailed over the bar. It was one
of the greatest winning scores ever recorded in any game under any code. Thunder, lightning, rain were forgotten. Hats,
caps, umbrellas, anything went up in the air. The game was Kilkenny's. Cork had bowed to defeat after a fight of which any
team might be proud. The Rebel County, like the Marble County, has reason to be proud of its hurlers.

Under A.R.P. darkness Kilkenny to a man, a woman and a child turned out on Monday night to welcome home the con-
querors. Not organised, it was the most spontaneous and enthusiastic 'welcome hour' ever accorded a Kilkenny team. The
streets were packed, bonfires blazed and the swaying crowds cheered themselves hoarse. It was a wonderful tribute to won-
derful hurlers.
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came back again and O'Brien had a point, but Cork replied
smartly when Lynch sent over from the right wing.
Thornhill cleared for Cork but Langton flashed over a grand
point. Walsh sent Kilkenny attacking and O'Brien gathered
and shot for goal but Buttimer saved his net brilliantly.
Paddy Larkin defended strongly and Cork were side.
Brennan gathered from Lynch but was deprived of posses-
sion by Grace when well placed. A strong Cork attack
reached the last line and O'Sullivan eluded Larkin to shake
the net.

Kilkenny Pull Away
The Cork forwards were unable to make much impression
on the opposing defence and many of their efforts went
wide. Walsh and Kelly kept their attackers well supplied.
Langton received from a cut-in by Hinks and made no mis-
take in shooting a great point. Leahy tried a break through
but Young cleared. A free to Kilkenny was taken by
Langton who added a point, O'Connell saved well and
cleared in his old style from a strong Cork attack. Cork and
Kilkenny had wides in turn and Walsh missed narrowly
when shooting for a point. Grace was prominent in the
Kilkenny defence when Cork launched a hot attack from a
'70'. The Kilkenny forwards went away in a grand move-
ment, but a centre by Mulcahy went too far and wide at the
corner flag.

Half Time Lead
The Cork backs were severely tested in a series of Kilkenny
raids. A free relieved pressure but Kilkenny were soon
again peppering their posts. Dineen was wide for Cork and
the puck-out reached the half-forwards. A cut-in by Hinks
reached Leahy and from him to Langton and then Mulcahy.
The latter sent a high ball across the square. O'Brien
jumped to it and with an overhead, back-hand flick of his
hurley landed it in the net. It was a grand score, Buttimer
saved well from O'Brien and Gargan retired with a broken
thumb being replaced by Brannigan. Cork were wide just
on half-time when the scores were:

KILKENNY 2 - 4 (10) ; CORK 1-1 (4)

Second Half
W. Burke went down injured immediately on resumption
but he resumed. Kilkenny pressed and Langton was wide.
P. Phelan was seen to advantage and the Kilkenny forwards
moved in to force two '70's' in rapid succession, which were
taken by Paddy Phelan, but without result. The hurling
around midfield was fast and furious and there was an
angry scuffle. From a free by P. Phelan, Kilkenny attacked
and Ter Leahy scored a grand point with a drop-shot. Cork
had a free by Barrett but the forwards were well held. In a
lightning raid Cork had a surprise goal by Dineen from
Lynch which put new heart into them. Kilkenny, however,
were away to attack again, but a free relieved. Walsh put
Kilkenny attacking again and Buttimer brought off a bril-
liant save from O'Brien.

Came The Rain
A big black cloud, which the crowd had under anxious
observation from some time, seemed to split as a flash of
lightening forked across it. Thunder rumbled heavily and
rain descended in torrents. There was a rush from the side-
line and exposed vantage points for shelter while the game
continued with increased vigour. O'Sullivan had a point for
Cork. The wind swung round a point and those in the lower
seats on the Cusack stand, including the Press representa-
tives, were forced to vacate them in a hurry. The game lost
nothing in the storm. It was played with even greater speed
but hurleys flew as well as the ball. Excitement mounted to
fever pitch and the cheering became one prolonged roar. A
point by J. Phelan and J. Kelly again gave Kilkenny the lead
of 4 points.

Level Scoring
Kilkenny backs were on their mettie against fierce Cork
attacks. The Corkmen seemed to revel in the conditions
now obtaining and pressed with all their might for the
scores that would put them on level terms. The Kilkenny
lead was again reduced to 3 points when Lynch pointed
from a free by Murphy. Play around the Kilkenny posts
became fierce but the Kilkenny defence was rock-like.
Jimmy O'Connell danced around in the square clearing with
great accuracy. The climax of the game was reached when
Campbell took a free at midfield and the ball slipped down
through a cluster of backs and forwards into the Kilkenny
net. The scoring was level at: Kilkenny 2-6 (12); Cork 3-
3 (12).

The End
The crowd were wild with excitement and the rain, still
falling in a torrent, failed to drive people from the field.
Only a few minutes remained. Anything could happen.
Kilkenny went away in a fierce wild finish and the forwards
dashed to the Cork posts. A '70' resulted and, as Paddy
Phelan stooped to lift the ball, a hush descended on the
arena. The heavy leather soared into the air but fell far short
of the post. Kilkenny hearts sank into Kilkenny boots.
Then, from nowhere dashed a figure with hurley sweeping
round and the Kilkenny forwards jumped into the air. The
white flat went up. It was a point, scored by Jimmy Kelly.
The Kilkenny crowd went mad with excitement. Out came
the ball and Kilkenny were on it again at midfield. The ref-
eree looked at his watch. The whistle sounded and brought
a memorable final to an end.

Afterwards
As the game ended there was a rush of Kilkenny supporters
through the rain on to the pitch. Players were carried shoul-
der high to the dressing rooms. The rain eased as the crowd
poured out through the gates to the flooded streets. Outside
a car sank to the lamps in water. In another street, a fire
engine was pumping water from flooded houses. The crowd
descended on the city and scattered. Hoarse cheers here
and there told the uninterested Dubliner that something had
happened. Wildly waving scraps of black-and-amber told
him that Kilkenny had won its twelfth All Ireland.

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DUXIE - LEGEND!DUXIE - LEGEND!

THE high achiever whose exciting exploits prompted the
debate in the first place wonʼt fan the flames of the argu-
ment, nor will he offer much encouragement to those who
would like to discuss the matter.
Yet, one thought the question was a reasonable one,

worth asking, no matter what the response. At least as rea-
sonable and worthy as when a respected journalist once
asked Kerry manager, Páidi Ó Sé did he have thoughts in
English or Irish.
Okay, one probed, where do you see yourself in the

annals of the game?
We were sitting in his 3-Series BMW outside the

OʼLoughlin/Gaels complex. For once, the words didnʼt
flow. The head arched. The response imparted by the body
language shouted shock.
A sort of ʻCrikey, where did this come fromʼ, without

uttering the words. But surely he must have anticipated
the question being asked at some time?
“What people want to make of it all is their business”,

was the most meaty part of the response. “I donʼt mind.
How it all shapes up in history doesnʼt bother me. I just
looked at things as games to be won, and I liked winning
them”.
Legend
Michael ʻDucksieʼWalsh on Michael ʻDucksieʼWalsh, the

handball legend. A long pause.
A stocktake shows he has won 16 senior singles and 10

doubles All-Ireland titles in the 60 x 30 alley. In the smaller
40 x 20 alley he won seven singles and five doubles title. A
whopping 38 All-Ireland medals in all.
He is the only person ever to have won under-15, 17, 19

and 23 World titles. The World senior eluded him, despite
appearing in two finals and a semi-final.
“It would be nice to be regarded as one of the best”, he

added, reluctantly. “What order people class players in
doesnʼt bother me”.
Michael Walsh, hereafter to be known as Ducksie, his

accepted surname in sport, has long since been regarded
among the greats.
The dream match for handball purists would probably

be a softball clash between another legend, Pat Kirby and
Ducksie. Two deadly players in an alley together at their
prime. Wow! The wonders that prompts.
Ducksie against John Joe Gilmartin, who won 24 senior

titles, would be another blockbuster.
Was Ali the best? Was George Best? Was Sean Kelly?

Kilkenny people can, and do, proudly ask, is Ducksie?
This year, at the age of 35, he won his 16th senior single

title in seventeen consecutive appearances.
He loved it. Ducksie bounced back after losing the

opening game 21-2 to win 21-19, 21-14 against Eoin
Kennedy. The Dubliner was thirteen years his junior.
Stronger
“Eoin is a good player, but the longer the match went

on, the more it suited me”, Ducksie explained. “I was get-
ting stronger. For me to lose, I would have to be well beat-
en.
“In the cloe games, my experience had to be an advan-

tage”, he added.
There was disappointment to follow, however. Ducksie

and his long time partner, Eugene Downey failed, for the
second year running, in the senior double all-Ireland final.
Ten times, a record, the pair have been All-Ireland champi-

ons.
“This could be the end of our partnership”, Ducksie

revealed. “I am 35. Eugene is over 40. It would be hard to
come back after losing the two finals”.
Still, he didnʼt close the door. If Eugene wants to carry

on, then Ducksie will be his delighted partner. If not,
Ducksie will team up with someone else.
Retiring? He tried to before.He found out quickly that he

couldnʼt walk away from the game. He wonʼt walk now
either.
The last time he thought about going was in 1999. That

was the year he thanked his great friend, and mentor,
Tommy OʼBrien for all his help and encourgement over a
long number of years. Mr. OʼBrien was asked to accept the
medal at the presentation. It was his to keep.
“I wanted to win that final badly”, Ducksie recalled. “I

wanted to win it for Tommy. I had been thinking of retiring
for a few years, and how I could thank Tommy for his help.
Letting him receive, and keep the medal was the way I did
it”.
Easy going
These times he satisfies himself with three or four easy

going games against friends. Come next Spring the pace
will be stepped up. Ducksie will be ready for the defence
of a title that well knows its way to Kilkenny.
“I still have the will, the eagerness for the game”, he

assured. “It is not all about honours, medals, although I
value very one of them. I just like winning, putting myself
up against a good opponent in an alley.
“I was going to go. I had enough of it a few years ago. I

am glad now that I didnʼt”.
At that time, the burden of expectations was all but suf-

focating. These times, because he is older and people
donʼt expect him to be winning, winning, winning, handball
life is more enjoyable.
“The same pressure is not there now because of my

age. I am enjoying the game more. I train as hard. The feel-
ing is that if I lose, I lose.
“I canʼt complain. The game has been good to me. I

have been lucky”.
Regrets? There have been a few.
“I am sorry that I didnʼt win a senior singles World

championship”, the self employed cabin maker admitted.
“It wonʼt happen now. My age would be against me”.
Ducksie, who learned the game in the open alley at the

Waterbarracks, and later at Talbotʼs Inch, won his first All-
Ireland as partner with Joe Walsh of Mulllinavat in the
under-12 doubles championship.
Some combination
They were some combination. They won under-12, 14

and 16 doubles championships together, plus three at
minor level.
The trail was upwards all the way from there for one

Michael ʻDucksieʼWalsh. It was never easy. Getting to, and
then staying at the top meant sacrifices had to be made.
Training, endless hours of long, lonely car trips to get
quality challenge matches filled his life.
And you now what, he would do it all again.
“The game has been great to me”, he conceded. “I

enjoyed every minute of it. I would love to be starting all
over again”.
His dream! A nightmare for those who yearn to be king

of the alley!
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After a poor start to the Handball year Kilkenny players
turned things around in the second half by winning
six 60 x 30 All Irelands. On the juvenile front it was up

to the Clogh players to lead the way as they won two titles
while our U12/13 team brought home the 40x 20 crown.

40 X 20
As usual, when the 40 x 20 season commences, there are high
hopes that Kilkenny can get among the honours, but this year
there was very little success. The only Leinster title won by a
local player was in U21 Singles where Brian Manogue (Kells)
was the winner. This win set up a semi-final meeting with
Roscommon which was put off until the end of the year due to
the Foot and Mouth crisis. Brian had a comfortable win over
his Connaught opponent but in the final he found Patrick
Finnegan too hot to handle, going down in two games.
In the juvenile championships, Kilkenny reached two All Ireland
finals with mixed fortunes. Ann Marie Hawe (Windgap) qualified
for the U14 Singles decider where she played Antrim. A close
first game went to the Northerner 15-14 and this seemed to
take its toll on the young South Kilkenny player as she was
beaten 15-8 in the second.
In the Boysʼ U17 Championship, Sean Maher (Clogh)
advanced to the All Ireland final where Cavan opposition stood
between him and victory. A slow start by the Clogh lad saw him
lose the first game 21-8. However, this seemed to be the spur
he needed as he levelled the match by winning the second 21-
6, and then in the tie breaker he easily won 11-2 to bring home
a badly needed All Ireland title.

60 x 30
Senior
After the poor showing in the 40 x 20 championships things
could only get better in the bigger 60 x 30 court.
In Senior Singles, Duxie Walsh once again proved the master
as he saw off all opposition to retain the All Ireland crown. He
started his campaign with easy provincial wins over Wexford
and Meath, and then took the honours in the Leinster final by
beating Eoin Kennedy (Dublin) 2-1. This win automatically
qualified him for the All Ireland final where he once again came
up against Kennedy who was given a second chance courtesy
of the “Back door” system.
The new kid on the block‚ was hoping to dethrone the veteran
champion and what a final it turned out to be. The young

Dubliner started at a ferocious pace and put on a brilliant dis-
play in the first game which he won 21-2.
To many in the packed gallery, the veteran Duxie looked to be
in trouble but, as on many occasions before, Duxie is at his
most dangerous when his back is to the wall.
The second game was a close affair with neither player gaining
the upper hand. Scores were level a number of times and the
game was in the balance right up to the finish. It was the
Kilkenny star who got the required aces to level the match at
one game all, winning 21-19, with all to play for in the decider.
As it turned out, Duxie controlled this deciding set and never
looked in danger of losing. He dominated all aspects of the
play and ran out a 21-14 winner.
This latest victory gave him his 16th Senior Singles title in sev-
enteen years. He has contested every final since 1985, the
only blemish on his record was when he lost in 1998, and it
also gave him his 38th Senior title overall -
surely a record that will never be beaten.
Duxie and Eugene Downey were once again finalists in the
Doubles championship and here they played Meathʼs Tom
Sheridan and Walter OʼConnor. These two pairs had met in the
Leinster decider with the honours going to the Royal pair by
two sets to nil. Despite the best efforts of the record-winning
Kilkenny pair Sheridan and OʼConnor won 21-19, 21-11 thus
confirming their superiority , and regaining a title they last held
in 1999.

Junior
In the Junior grade there was double joy for Kilkenny as they
won both All Ireland titles.
In the Singles competition, Eddie Burke (OʼLoughlinʼs) played
some great handball to add the Junior title to his ever-growing
list of achievements. Having won the Leinster crown, he dis-
posed of Roscommon in the semi-final and then travelled to
Kerry to beat the home player, Brendan OʼBrien, 21-16, 21-10
in the final.
In the Doubles championship, Eddie teamed up with Martin
Lalor (T/Inch) for the first time this year. Winning the provincial
earned them a semi-final tie with Mayo. This they won 2-0 and
so qualified to meet Kerry in the decider which resulted in a 21-
13, 21-8 victory for the Kilkenny duo.

Paddy Reilly (OʼLoughlinʼs) and Seamus
Reade (T/Inch) reached the final of the
Golden Master A competition two years
ago but lost to Tipperary. This year, they
again reached the decider and came up
against their victors on that occasion. The
first game was won handily, 21-6, by the
Munster champions and they seemed
assured of victory as they led 18-3 in the
second. But, as has happened to many
handballers before them, they lost concen-
tration allowing the Kilkenny pair to claw
their way back to win 21-19.
The third set saw Reilly and Reade well
ahead at first - 11-3, and then trailing 18-
15 but, not ones to give up easily they
somehow managed to get their game
together enough to snatch a victory on a
21-19 scoreline.

In the B championship Pat Savage and
Jimmy Neary (T/Inch) had a very success-
ful year as they won the Doubles crown.
Having cruised through Leinster, they easi-
ly saw off the challenge of Sligo in the
semi-final, thus setting up a final meeting
with Donegal. A tight first set saw the initia-
tive swing Kilkennyʼs way as they won 21-
17 and looked to be cruising. They had a
big lead in the second but allowed
Donegal back to level the tie. However the

On the Juvenile front, Kilkenny captured
four Leinster titles but, as in the smaller
court, it was up to Clogh to bring home
the lone All Ireland title.
In Girls U12 and U13 Singles, Leinster
success was enjoyed by Marie T OʼNeill
and Sarah Butler. Both these champi-
onships are played only to provincial
finals. In Girls U17 Singles, Mary Murphy
(Goresbridge) won Leinster honours but
unfortunately had to concede a walkover
in her All Ireland semi-final.
Thomas Hughes and Paul Byrne, both
Clogh, beat all before them in the
Leinster U16 Doubles grade and
reached the All Ireland decider after a
comprehensive 21-5, 21-5, win over
Roscommon.
In the final, they played Clare and what
an exhibition they put on! They powered
their way to a 21-1, 21-2 victory, both
playing superbly.

Talbots Inch - A Glorious History

When Duxie Walsh won this yearʼs Softball Singles, his personal tally of Senior titles
reached a whopping thirty eight. A record unlikely to be ever beaten, but wasnʼt that
said about JJ Gilmartin when he retired with twenty four titles?
What is guaranteed is that if either of these records is ever beaten it will be by some
player with a special talent, and what are the chances that he wonʼt be a club mate of
theirs?
One thing that these two famous handballers have in common is that they both came
from the famed Talbotʼs Inch club, and, along with this combined tally of sixty two
crowns, this famous handball nursery has also contributed another forty one Senior
titles to make an amazing total of one hundred and three All Ireland Senior wins.
Not all these titles were won by players actually playing with the club at the time of
success, but these players learned their handball skills within the walls of the famous
court on previous occasions when they were members.

Built in 1928 by a local land owner, Lady Desart, the “Inch” was soon producing All
Ireland champions. Dan Brennan and Jim Lucas captured Hardball and Softball titles
in 1929, with the latter achieving more success in 1932 and 1934.
Tom Cherry partnered Lucas in 1934 when they won the Senior Hardball Doubles
crown, and he was successful again in 1938 in the same competition.
In 1935 a young Kilkenny player made the breakthrough to the Senior ranks when he
won the Junior Hardball championship and in the following
year he added the Senior title to his achievements. John Joe Gilmartin was this play-
erʼs name and for the next eleven years he was the dominant force in Handball in
Ireland.
During that time he won a phenomenal twenty four Senior medals in Singles and
Doubles in both Softball and Hardball codes. What was interesting about his Hardball
Doubles career was that he seldom played with the same player two years running.
An example - between 1937 and 1941 he won the All Ireland each year but with a dif-
ferent partner on each occasion. In 1937 Alfie Cullen was his partner, Tommy Cherry
in 1938, Tommy Jordan in 1939, Paddy Dalton in 1940 and Jasper Dunne in 1941.
The reason for this, it seems, is that Gilmartin was an automatic choice when it came
to selecting players and the rest had to play off to see who his partner would be. His
tally of All Ireland titles would probably be higher only for injury and the interruption
caused by the Second World War which restricted the Softball championships.
Two players won three in a row with Gilmartin, Jasper Dunne recorded three Softball
Doubles in 1939/40/41 while Paddy Dalton achieved three Hardball Doubles in
1945/46/47.
After this very golden era, Talbots Inch had to wait until 1954 when Christy Delaney
brought home the Softball Doubles and then in 1961 he partnered his brother, Joe, to
the Hardball crown. Joe went on to win a Softball Singles medal in 1962 and rounded
off his Senior career with a Softball Doubles title in 1965.
Since the founding of the “Inch”‚ the Seventies remains the only decade when they
won no Senior All Ireland title.
After the Softball Doubles win in 1965, there was a fifteen year gap until Paddy Reilly
and Ollie Harold brought home the same crown in 1980. The following year, 1981,
saw Reilly win the Softball Singles for Kilkenny for the first time since 1962, and, in
Senior Doubles, Anthony Greene won his one and only title.
The following year, 1982, Ollie Harold, more renowned for his doubles exploits, kept
the Singles championship in Kilkenny.
After a wait of almost forty years, Kilkenny regained the Senior Hardball Singles
crown in 1986 when Billy Bourke, then a member of Talbots Inch, won his first Senior
crown.
In 1983 a new kid on the block arrived on the scene and reached Senior status by
winning the Junior Doubles All Ireland, partnered by Eugene Downey. His name was
Michael “Duxie” Walsh and since then he has dominated Handball, winning a remark-
able thirty eight Senior crowns - sixteen Softball Singles, ten Softball Doubles, seven
40 X 20 Singles and five 40 x 20 Doubles.
His has contested every Singles final since 1985, the only blemish when he lost in
1998. His first Doubles title was won in 1985 and between then and 1997 himself and
Eugene Downey won a record ten crowns. (Eugene plays his club Handball in Dublin
but of all the players who may have been ʻInch men over the years he would be one
of the truest as he grew up within a stoneʼs throw of the alley)
Duxie won his first 40 x 20 Singles in 1985 and his seventh and final in 1998 and in
between captured five 40 x 20 Doubles crowns. His first two Doubles wins in 1986
and 1989 were with Michael Reade.

So, overall, one could say that Talbotʼs Inchʼs history makes interesting reading and it
is definitely the place for producing All Ireland winners. Who knows what will happen
in the future but if the ʻInch continues to produce players half as good as those
above, then its list of Senior medals is sure to grow.

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Tom
Ryall:
1933-
2000.

It is a rare phemenon indeed for an individual to transcend his
status from mere mortal to legend in his own lifetime. But Tom
Ryall did, without ever contemplating an ambition to do so. But
that was Tom Ryall. A man of simple needs, simple ambition,
simple argument. He was devoted to two things in his entire life
- his family and the GAA, and talking to Beenie, his wife of thir-
ty two years, she would state that the priority list was a little dif-
ferent to the last statement. But that was Tom too. If. as Beenie
would say, he put GAA affairs first in the natural order of things,
he most certainly put the needs of Tom Ryall very much on row
ZZ of the new Cusack Stand. He was the personification of
everything that was honest, decent, and ideologically correct
about the GAA. He was most peopleʼs personal encyclaepedia
on matters GAA, even before he wrote his mammoth History of
Kilkenny GAA, completed for the Centenary Year of the GAA in
1984.

He got his first love of the games from his schoolmaster,
Mr Davy Maher, in Kilmanagh National School. It was at
Kilmanagh that Tom struck up a life-long friendship with
Nicholas Teehan, Francie McCluskey (RIP) and Johnny (Red)
Marnell. As young boys, their heroes were GAA players, and
particularly players wearing their beloved black and amber.
Coming from Kilkenny, the commonly held perception that foot-
ball would not figure too highly in the pecking order of sporting
knowledge, was given the lie in the person of Tom Ryall. His
knowledge, embracig all facets of GAA lore, fact, and statistic
was immense. I have known him to furnish the result of a
Couny Junior football final in some Ulster County, the venue,
the half time score, probably the referee, and the climatic con-
ditions prevailing.

He was in awe, as a young man, of the great players of his
youth. His local hero, Bill Cahill, was an icon of the game, play-
ing, as he did for Kilkenny in the 1947 All-Ireland final, living
near Tom, and playing for Tomʼs club, Graigue. Tom couldnʼt
wait to play for Graigue. As Johnny (Red) Marnell, a neighbour
of Tomʼs up in Kilbrahan, told me, “ We would cycle down to
Shipton, before the big lads would arrive to train. We would
puck around before they arrived, and then we would be in posi-
tion behind the goals to puck back the ball, whenever it came
out to us, and if any of the “big lads” called us by our first
name, we would be on air for the rest of the week”.

Tom was all things to all men in the Parish, and
further.“We joined the Legion of Mary together”, said Johnny.
“We joined the dramatic society together. Whenever there was
a requirement for fund-raising in the Parish, Tom led the way.
He had marvellous leadership qualities. You could not refuse to

do anything for him. He eventually managed the finances of the
Parish, and as with all his work with Avonmore, and earlier with
Cormackʼs bakery in Coalbrook,Tomʼs integrity shone out, with
neʼer a discrepancy”, said “Red” Johnny.I asked Johnny to ear-
mark a single development that would have given Tom unbri-
dled joy and happiness.“Two things I suppose”, said
Johnny.“Winning the County junior title, which opened up the
floodgates for our club, and getting to the senior ranks so
quickly afterwards”.“Thatʼs only one example”, I rebuked my
informant.“The other thing that gave him a great sense of
achievement was getting Jim Neary to become a teacher in
Kilmanagh”, he remarked. The entire county will see the impli-
cation of that statement.

I met with the Kilmanagh múinteóir. Jim Neary will give
second to nobody in his unbridled admiration of Tom Ryall. It
took him a non-stop thirty minutes to tell me. If I were to synop-
sise the Neary eulogy into a sentence, Jim Neary would have
said, ” I will never know another human being so humble, so
committed, so involved, so unasuming, so proud of his own,
and so concerned just for others. He wanted to see the little
ladʼs name in sixth class in print just as he gloried in every
word, award, and photograph of Denis Byrne, Graigue
Ballycallanʼs first All-Star. I remember when he was up in
Dublin in Hospital, and he sent for me. When I got there, he
just said to me, ʻyouʼll have to cut down the panel, because
they wonʼt let that number into the dugout for the All-Ireland.ʼ
So you see, he was always thinking of his own place, his own
people, his own club,” said Jim.

In his youth too, Tom befriended Nicholas Teehan from
Shipton. They went to St Kierans College together. Nickeyʼs
father was provider of the hurling field that served the Parish -
and continues to do so for years.

Tom always acknowledged the part played in his GAA edu-
cation by theTeehan family, particularly by Nickeyʼs father. His
only medal was a county junior football medal won by Graigue
who beat Lamogue in 1960.

Scheduled to go to the 1956 All-Ireland football final
(Galway V Cork) with the Teehanʼs, a family bereavement
forced the Teehans to pull out of the arrangement, which left
Tom without transport. But Nickeyʼs mother, a sister of the leg-
endary Dr.Pierce Grace, who won three hurling medals with
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Kilkenny and two football medals with Dublin, asked him to
take Tom to the match. Tom never tired of talking about the
occasion where a legend in his own time took him to the game.

Nickey said that in his opinion Tomʼs greatest personal
sporting memory was scoring the goal that knocked the great
Bennettsbridge out of the senior championship in 1957. He
was a fearless player. Playing with Graigue at the start of the
sixties, against Ballyraggett in the northern final, a colleague in
Avonmore laid a bet that Tom Ryall wouldnʼt get a goal off the
Ballyraggett corner back. Tom got a goal- the Graigue lads col-
lected.“Did you know”, said Nickey, that Tomʼs mother was a
Miss Fahy before she married, but the more interesting fact
about that was, that she was a niece of Dr.Harty”. You live and
learn.

As a husband and a father to Beenie, Catherine, Mary,
Orla and Ann-Marie, his absence will be sorely felt. I asked
Beenie recently how Tom collected, and filed all the written
GAA knowledge, and how it impinged on family life.“There was
stuff everywhere”, said Beenie. “ʻTwas in cabinets, presses, on
beds, under the beds, on tables”.“Did you ever get vexed”, I
asked.“Only when it came to dinner time, and the dinner plates
had to compete for room on the table with letters, papers, and
fixture lists”, she answered.“Was the telephone ever silent”, I
asked.With a glint in her eye she answered, “Only when it was
out of order”. But she wouldnʼt have it any other way. She
knew what she was getting into when first she met Tom. “ I did-
nʼt think it would be so bad, but sure at the end of the day, we
were happy to see him happy, and isnʼt that all that matters in
the end”, she injected.

If Tom had done no more in his lifetime than act, as he did,
for almost twenty years as Secretary of Bord na nÓg, scrupu-
lously threading his way through forests of fixtures, he would
have done more than most GAA men. If his sole contribution
had been his service on the County Board and Central Council,
his efforts would have set him apart. His commitment to his

club, his parish, his community, his workplace and especially to
his family were similarly of a magnitude beyond most mortals.

But, when we consider his monumental service as an
archivist for the association, the enormous body of historical
and statistical material he painstakingly assembled through a
lifetime of meticulous research and compilation, we can only
marvel at how much a man can achieve in one short lifetime.
His “Kilkenny A GAA History 1884-1984” has, from its publica-
tion become the standard refernce on all GAA matter in our
county. Hundreds of publications, programmes, periodicals and
their contributors - not least this Yearbook - have, and will con-
tinue to be, indebted to Tom Ryallʼs records, scrapbooks and
his astonishingly detailed notebooks. It is a little known fact
that, in his final year, Tom, at the behest of the Leinster Council
produced the excellent “1900-2000 Comhairle Laighean - Céad
Bliain de Chluichí Gaelacha”, a most comprehensive millenni-
um history of Gaelic Games in Leinster. Needless to say, Tom,
though in failing health, and working to an extremely difficult
timescale, brought to this book all his characteristic fastidious
attention to detail and his unwavering enthusiasm. It is a most
excellent reference book and the pity is that it received so little
publicity or circulation. It should be in every bookshop.

Tom Ryallʼs prodigious archival legacy to the GAA can not
be quantified. It is simply priceless.

They came from near and far to pay homage to one of the
great charismatics of the GAA, one of its great icons from a
small country parish. There were Presidents past, present and
future. There were friends, and more friends, because I donʼt
think Tom Ryall had a single enemy.

His likes will never pass this way again.
Solas na bhflaitheas air.

They spoke of his brilliant catching,

His long striking, his devastating side-step,
To us he was Ollie – Prince of Goalkeepers

These are the words I penned when the Ollie Walsh Memorial

Committee asked me to sum up Ollie, the man, as I remembered
him. Naturally I was very pleased when the committee found fit
to have this "picture" of Ollie written in
stone and unveiled with the other
plaque recalling his achievements
on the field of play together with the
wonderful bronze statue of
Thomastownʼs greatest son.
What a wonderful occasion it

was on that early August evening
when thousands gathered in Mill
Street for the unveiling of this
excellent memorial to Ollie. The
crowds who thronged into one of
Thomastownʼs oldest streets bore
testimony to the esteem in which
this man was held. Many many
schoolmates, team-mates both at
club and county level, friends,
neighbours and people from all
walks of life, all ends of the country
gathered for the occasion.
Collectively we would all comfort-
ably fit under the heading "Ollie
Walsh Fan Club".
There to honour the memory of

Ollie we also had Uachtarán
Cumann Luthchleas Gael, Mr Sean
McCague, Cathaoirleach
Comhairle Laighean, Mr Seamus
Aldridge and Cathaoirleach Coiste
Contae Cill Chainnigh, Mr Ned
Quinn. Bishop of Ossory, Most Rev
Laurence Forristal and Parish
Priest, Msgr Paul Fitzgerald were
also among the invited guests.
Pride of place, of course, went to

Ollieʼs family – his wife Olive with
her sons Michael, Billy and Ollie
and daughter Ann together with his
brother Joe and sister Ann
(McConnell). Ollieʼs other sister,
Frances, who was ill in England
was unable to attend and best wish-
es were sent to her on the occa-
sion. Ten of Ollieʼs grand-children
as well as the extended Walsh and
Murphy families were also wel-
comed.
The organising Committee gave

me the honour of acting as M.C. for
the evening. It was indeed a great
privilege to remember and recount our younger days in the Mill
St area. Many people have spoken to me since about the occa-
sion and I have said to them with real sincerity that it was easy
to recall our great friend Ollie and how he enriched all of our
lives.
It gave me enormous pleasure to take my audience down a

memorable memory lane.
I remembered Peadar Laffin our teacher, the Creamery gates,

the mill lorries, the handball alley on the Quay, Grennan, Mill
Street, the families, the people, the characters. I remembered
Ollie the child hurler,the boy wonder, the youthful hurling star, the
legend. Ollie the Thomastown clubman, Ollie the Kilkenny star,
Ollie the trainer, coach, the handballer, the footballer, the golfer,
the cricketer, the soccer player.
I made the statement that “Ollie Walsh, more than anybody

put Thomastown on the map", would not be contradicted on the
night or ever.

Ollieʼs great pal and club
and county team-mate Tom
Walsh also spoke. He recalled
Ollieʼs inter-county days and
of the great regard Ollieʼs
peers had for him. Other
speakers were Bishop
Laurence Forristal who is also
a native of Thomastown, Mr
Ned Quinn, chairman of
Kilkenny County Board and Mr
Sean McCague, President of
the GAA. Mr Tadhg Feeney
spoke on behalf of the memo-
rial Committee as did Mr Ben
Walsh on behalf of
Thomastown GAA Club.
Ollieʼs son Michael who like his
famous father was an All Ireland
winning county goalkeeper,
replied on behalf of the family.
Music for the occasion was sup-
plied by the Graignamanagh
Brass band and Ben Walsh

brought proceedings to a close
when he led the huge crowd in a
rousing rendition of "The Rose
of Mooncoin".
The Ollie Walsh Memorial

Committee comprised of Tadhg
Feeney, Ted Hoyne, Alan
Hoyne, Seamus Reade, Christy
Doyle, Tom Treacy, Paddy
Dempsey and John Brennan.
Much credit most go to Seamus
Reade for his stage manage-
ment of the opening and sincere
thanks also to the members of
the Gardai and Civil Defence.
Molloys of Callan were

responsible for the Marble slabs
and pedestal holding the statue.
Local artisans, brothers Pat and
Michael Barron of Jerpoint
made a marvellous job of the
stonework on the site. The
magnificent bronze sculpture
was designed and crafted by

Jerry McKenna of San Antonio,Texas. Mr McKenna and his wife
Gail were among the guests for the occasion and received a
great ovation. But perhaps the greatest tribute to Mr McKennaʼs
work can be seen in the numbers of people who now stop in Mill
Street to view this beautiful memorial. It is indeed a great cred-
it to him and to the far-sighted hard-working people who brought
it to fruition. Mar focal scoir, it can surely be said that
Thomastownʼs most famous son has returned home and Ollie
continues to stop them in Mill Street!

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As with the 2000 Championship, many
hurling experts would have considered
that this championship would again be

an open affair, with a large number of teams
having the potential to seize the honours.
Finalists from last year, St. Martinʼs would cer-
tainly offer a stiff challenge, while the respec-
tive abilities of teams such as St. Lachtainʼs,
Clara (relegated from senior grade), Mooncoin,
Mullinavat and Carrickshock could not be
ignored.

In the end, it was the Southern side
Mullinavat who
answered all the
questions put before
them and made the
well-earned return to
the senior grade.
They displayed enor-
mous composure and
surety after being
brought to a replay by
Clara in the County
Final, and with a
select mix of youth
and experience
should encourage the
Intermediate champi-
ons in the coming 12
months.

The League sec-
tion of the champi-
onship proved this
year to be a true
reflection of teams
and their form for the
championship. After
the five initial round

games, the semi-finalists proved to be the
same that contested the semi-finals of the
championship. They were St. Lachtainʼs, Clara,
Mullinavat and Mooncoin. St. Lachtainʼs and
Mullinavat won through to the final. Mullinavat
were unable to make it an eventual double as
the Freshford men claimed victory on a 1-14 to
1-11 scoreline.

The race for the championship began on
Sunday, July 29th with the first round games.
St. Martinʼs, who showed flashes of good form
in the league, showed their intent to atone for

last yearʼs final defeat to Dunnamaggin by
accounting for Graignamanagh, albeit by one
point (2-10 to 0-15), in St. Johnʼs Park. Second
half goals from Dermot Lawlor and John
Dooley and a brilliant last minute save from
Stephen Murphy secured a narrow victory
against an unfortunate Graignamanagh side.

Despite being five points behind at half-
time, Bennettsbridge crawled their way back
into contention and secured a 2-11 to 1-10 win
over the Rower-Inistioge in Thomastown.

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two goals from John Lennon gave the ʻBridge
the victory that their second-half performance
merited. The major surprise of the first round
was the two point victory of James Stephens
over the Blacks and Whites in Gowran. A goal
from a free from Brendan Doyle was the major
difference between the sides and this secured
the city sideʼs status for another year. A club
who were on the verge of a highly successful
year, Carrickshock, began the intermediate
campaign with a victory over Thomastown in
Ballyhale. Despite only four points of a differ-
ence in the end, it was a convincing win over a
side who under-performed this season.

The quarter-final stages signalled the intro-
duction of the big guns to the championship,
namely the league semi-finalists, Mullinavat,
Mooncoin, St. Lachtainʼs and Clara. Indeed,
each of the matches went true to form with
each of the major teams above secured pas-
sage to the championship semi-finals.
Mullinavat eased past Bennettsbridge with 8
points to spare in Thomastown. An inspired
scoring performance from Michael Dunphy and
Seamus Holden, who between them account-
ed for 1-14 of their sideʼs total of 1-19, to which
the ʻBridge men had no answer. Mooncoin
needed a second opportunity to dismiss
Carrickshock after a truly absorbing first
encounter in Mullinavat. Carrickshock were
grateful of two late points from Paul Kearney to
force a replay, but both sides had missed
opportunities from frees in injury time to snatch
victory. In the replay a week later, it was clear
that Mooncoin learned more than their south-
ern rivals from their previous encounter and
were deserved winners. The league champi-
ons, St. Lachtainʼs, faced the immense task of
overcoming St. Martinʼs in St. Johnʼs Park.
Both sides were equally keen for victory – the
Freshford men hoping to avenge lastʼs year
defeat to the same opposition and the
Muckalee men seeking to go one step further
this year. After a typically intense battle that
saw a nail-biting finish, it was St. Lachtainʼs
who progressed to the semi-finals. However,
the winners made life difficult for themselves by
almost surrendering a seven point lead midway
through the second half, but St. Martinʼs were
unable to muster enough scores by the end,
and St. Lachtainʼs had two points to spare, 0-
15 to 1-10.

The greater experience was the vital factor
in the final quarter-final as Clara were too
strong for James Stephens in Bennettsbridge.
Despite the comfortable winning margin in the
end (4-8 to 0-9), Clara had to work hard over
the initial stages of the match but, as the score-
line suggests, it was goals that proved the
telling difference. Two in each half left the city
side facing an uphill struggle from then on and
Clara showed their intent to claim another inter-
mediate crown.

The semi-final draw pitted Mullinavat
against Mooncoin and St. Lachtainʼs against
Clara. The matches were in Nowlan Park on
September 15th. The first match was an
extremely tight and tense affair between the
great southern rivals. What set the teams apart
was the expert free-taking of Michael Dunphy
and a last gasp point from Michael Murphy for

Mullinavat. Despite Mooncoinʼs good start and
having a number of opportunities to secure a
strong footing in the game, they could not
stretch Mullinavat sufficiently. Indeed, on occa-
sion, they had to be grateful to goalkeeper
Mark Tyler for a number of crucial saves.
Heading to the finish, it looked like that a draw
would be the most likely outcome. However,
Mullinavat seized a last-minute opportunity to
snatch victory. Following good work by Michael
Dunphy and Willie OʼDwyer, Michael Murphy
shot an excellent point under pressure to grab
the spoils at the death and sent his team
toward the county final for the second time in
three years.

The second semi-final proved to be an

equally tight encounter with two teams who
have a similar healthy rivalry, St. Lachtainʼs
and Clara. Each side matched each other
score for score throughout in the second half,
yet it was Clara who had the brighter start to
the first half. However, one cannot deny the
quality of the St. Lachtainʼs side and after set-
tling, they found their scoring touch and a goal
from Damien Anderson cancelled out Conor

Phelanʼs earlier effort to level the sides at half-
time. Thus the trend continued through the sec-
ond period as both sides continued to negate
each other. All the action occurred in the last 10
minutes, when Noel Maher scored a goal but
was called back for an earlier infringement.
Clara tried desperately for an equaliser in the
final five minutes and had a number of oppor-
tunities. It looked like time was running out, but
Rory Moore won a free and courageously
stepped out and coolly slotted over the ball and
secured a replay.

The replay on the following Saturday looked
in the early stages as if the two teams would
continue in the same vein as before and
swapped points as regular intervals. Freshford

fought back late in the first half to trail by only
one point at the break, 0-8 to 0-7, despite Neil
OʼConnor missing a great chance to score a
goal. However, the third quarter proved to be
the deciding period of the game when Clara
knocked two goals past Joe Dermody through
Conor Phelan and Robert Shortall to destroy
St. Lachtainʼs confidence and thus secure vic-
tory. The Freshford men tried to turn the tide, in

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particular through the heroics of Michael
Kavanagh, but Clara now were secure with
their lead and were able to find an extra gear
and a fine point from Brian Phelan secured a 2-
15 to 0-16 victory.

Considering the large amount of replays
that were in the Intermediate Championship,
there was a certain inevitability that this yearʼs
final would end in a draw. And given the fare
that Clara and Mullinavat produced and the
atrocious conditions that the teams were forced
to play in, each side deserved another oppor-
tunity to play to their full potential. The Nowlan
Park sod had already taken a battering in the
junior final prior to this match, and this was evi-
dent right from the off as both teams struggled
to move the ball with any pace. Clara had a one
point lead at the break, 1-4 to 1-3. John
Fitzgerald scrambled the ball to the net early
on for Clara while Willie OʼDwyer found the net
for Mullinavat midway through the half. The

second half proved to be a frustrating yet tense
experience for all as only three points were
registered throughout the whole half. But, it
was not without incident with frequent goal-
mouth scrambles and near misses. In the end,
both teams were applauded off the field, due
reward for their efforts.

The initial desire of both teams for the
replay must have been for far more suitable
conditions and fortunately, that was the case.
In these circumstances, a good start was
always going to be vital and on the day, it was
Mullinavat who settled the better and managed
to muster 1-2 in the opening five minutes. The
goal came from a move instigated by Michael
Dunphy , Willie OʼDwyer and Maurice Murphy
and was finished to the net by Michael Murphy.
It was a bad blow for Clara, who found the now
confident Southerners hard to cope with. This
was made significantly worse midway through
the half when a long ball deceived the Clara
defence and was chased down by Maurice
Murphy and flicked to the net. Despite this fur-
ther setback, Clara battled back in typical fash-
ion with two points, yet before the interval
Mullinavat had rectified that situation and held
for themselves a seemingly comfortable 2-6 to
0-3 lead at the break. It was now a situation
whereby Clara had to throw literally everything
into attack. The second half started slowly for
them and they still had a nine point deficit to
contain midway through the half. But suddenly,
just as Mullinavat saw victory in clear view,
Clara found a potential opening. It arose from a
Gerry Byrne free that the substitute blasted to
the back of the net. This was followed by a
pointed free from the same player and another
blot from the blue, a goal from Robert Shortall.

From nowhere, life was breathed into this
game. Rather than build on this pressure, Clara
were again forced onto the back foot by two
vital points for Mullinavat. From there until the
finish, each team had to endure varied degrees
of rearguard action and also some vital missed
opportunities that, in Claraʼs case, could have
meant so much if converted. Yet, it was
Mullinavat who had the precious lead all
through and could not be caught and so held
on for a 2-10 to 2-7 win, and a place in next
yearʼs senior championship.

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For Joe Walsh, playing with his club
means everything and his love for hurling
really shines through in this interview.
“Everyone pulls together, thereʼs a great
camaraderie.”

The Mullinavat manʼs best memories
come from winning with the club and he
gives particular mention to winning a
Minor ʻBʼ county medal in 1981, “It was
the first decent thing in hurling that I
won.” “In fact, 1981 was probably my
best yearʼs hurling. I really enjoyed play-
ing in the half-back line that year with
Dan Power and Sean Murray - we had a
great partnership together.” Joe also
won an Under-21 county medal that
year.

There were scenes of great jubilation
in the parish in 1984 when Mullinavat
won the Junior Hurling Championship,
their first adult title in over forty years.
“The whole parish went crazy, bonfires
were lit, there was great excitement.”
The junior team that year were trained
by Monsignor Tommy Maher, who Joe
thinks has been one of the best trainers
heʼs ever come across, “He made hurling
such a simple game, and revolutionised
the way it was played.”

In 1989, the club won its first
Intermediate title beating a star-studded
Young Irelands outfit in the final. Then,
this year, after a series of near misses
over the last couple of years, the ʻVat
won the Intermediate Championship for
a second time beating Clara in the Final,
after a replay. “A lot of the players really
matured this year. When we were last in
the final two years ago against John
Lockes, we had a lot of young players in
the team and they were lacking a bit of
experience. They really came of age this

year. When you get there often enough,
you get to hate losing and donʼt want to
have that feeling again the following
year. I hate losing and wouldnʼt even
feel like having a drink after losing a
game.” I asked Joe, what were the
clubʼs ambitions for next year. “We want
to be competitive in the senior ranks and
try and avoid relegation at all costs.”

Interestingly, Joe has played most of
his club hurling out the field, only revert-
ing to the full-back line in the last four or
five years. I asked him what he felt was
his best position, “I definitely prefer play-
ing in the backs. I had a bad experience
playing at full-forward for the Kilkenny
Under-21ʼs in an All-Ireland Final against
Tipperary when I missed a goal chance
in the last minute - we lost by a point!
After that, Iʼve always preferred to play in
the backs.”

Despite winning a Junior All-Ireland in
1988 at centre-forward, Joe was only
ever considered for a place in the full-
back line when playing with the county
senior team from 1992 to 1996, and he
had no qualms about that. He made his
debut for the seniors in ʻ92 when he
came on in the second-half to mark Tony
OʼSullivan of Cork in a match to mark the
pitch opening of the new field in
Ballyhale, and went on to win two All-
Irelands and one National League.

I asked Joe what were the main rea-
sons behind Kilkennyʼs success in ʻ92-
ʼ93. “In ʻ92, Kilkenny hadnʼt won an All-
Ireland in nine years and there was a
fierce hunger in the team. In ʻ93, we had
much the same team and I suppose the
momentum carried us through. Wexford
gave us our biggest fright that year - they
should have won the first day.” In that
Leinster Final, Kilkenny came from four
points down in the last few minutes to
earn a draw before going on to win the
replay by seven points.

Joe played a prominent role in the ʻ93
victory, playing in all the games up to the
Final. “Making my senior championship
debut against Offaly that year was my
most memorable county experience.” He
admitted that not being brought on at
any stage during the All-Ireland final ran-
kled. “Not getting a run in the final having
played in all the games up to the final
was disappointing.”

I asked the popular Mullinavat man for
his views on Kilkennyʼs ultimately disap-
pointing championship run this year.
“Nobody expected them to be beaten by
Galway, they got off to a bad start - it just
didnʼt happen for them on the day.” I
then asked him, did he think Kilkenny
were good enough to come back and
regain the All-Ireland title next year. “Yes,
they have plenty of good hurlers and I

donʼt think this particular bunch of play-
ers will be satisfied with winning just the
one All-Ireland. I think Andy Comerford
will make a great captain - heʼs a real
leader. I heard that, before the County
Final this year, he went around to each
playerʼs house and told them what would
be required from each of them to win the
title. Itʼs a great help to have leaders in
the dressing-room. I remember Liam
Fennelly, Richie Power and Christy
Heffernan played a huge part in our All-
Ireland win of ʻ92, both on and off the
field.

I asked Joe, what he felt about the
new Championship system for next year.
“I think itʼs an improvement on the last
system anyway. Why was it just teams
who got to their Provincial Final getting a
second chance? Hurling needs more
games and good players need to be
seen on television regularly during the
summer. I still think though, that it will
suit the stronger teams. I feel the League
should play some role in the
Championship, as, at the moment, it
doesnʼt really have any relevance.”

How long more does Joe see himself
donning the black and white of
Mullinavat? “I love the game and will
keep playing for a few more years, any-
way. Thankfully, Iʼve been lucky enough
with injuries during my career, apart from
the cruciate ligament injury I picked up
last year which was mainly caused by
wear and tear.”

Joe is a lover of all sports, particularly
horse-racing and golf and has also won
four handball All-Irelands with the leg-
endary “Ducksie” Walsh. However, hurl-
ing is his abiding passion. It was a plea-
sure to interview such an enthusiast for
our national game and if ever the GAA
needed to market our games, it is now
with all the competition from rugby and
soccer. They could do a lot worse than
enlist the help of people like Joe Walsh,
DJ and Jamesie OʼConnor to promote
the real beautiful game.

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Kilkenny were going for their fifth Leinster Intermediate
title on the trot when they faced Laois in Portlaoiseʼs
OʼMoore Park on Wednesday July 4th. Kilkenny lined

out with a near new team from that beaten by Galway the
year before in the All-Ireland semi-final in Birr. Only Joe
Dermody, Ger Walsh, and John Barron remained. Lady Luck
as no friend of Paddy Neary and his charges, as she com-
pletely ignored them on at least two occasions, when goal-
bound chances were obstructed by the woodwork, and
even the re-bounds were clattered into side netting. On
another night, in a different arena, the scenario would prob-
ably have been more concilliatory from that demon of a
lady.
To the OʼMoore menʼs credit, they never gave up the chase,
and even though Kilkenny had the assistance of players of
senior inter-county experience like Ken OʼShea, Aidan Lawlor,
Joe Dermody and Tom Hickey, nevertheless the Laois men
showed great courage, commitment and a huge willingness to
work for each other.
Early points by Joe Conroy, Tony Doran, Enda Meagher, and
Jack OʼShea had the wind-assisted Laoismen in front early on.
A defensive slip-up, which allowed a long delivery from Vinny
Palmer to end up in the Kilkenny net, rattled Kilkenny. They
were on the point of pulling out their hair, when a goal-bound
shot by Tullogherʼs John Barron thundered back off Kevin
Galvinʼs goal, and the rebound was hammered into the side
netting by Ken OʼShea, when on another occasion it would
have been nestling in the corner of the net.
At half time, Laois led by 1-6 to 0-6, but Kilkenny were to have
the assistance of the freshening breeze in the second half. But
it was the OʼMoore men who re-started in a livelier mode. Enda

Meagher pointed, and
after Joe Dermody had
made a cracking stop
from a Vinny Palmer
shot, the in-rushing
Dessie Conroy fired
home the rebound with
a vengeance.
The Kilkenny lads
redoubled their efforts.
Ollie OʼConnor was
sprung from the bench.
He signalled his arrival
with two good points.
Ramie Cahill fired over
a couple of more
points, but try as they
could, the Kilkenny for-
wards could not pierce
a very resolute Laois
back division for the
all-important goal. Players like goalkeeper, Galvin, and defend-
ers, Brennan, Cuddy, Lowry, Doran, Mahon and McEvoy were
very resolute and forceful, and with sharpshooters of the cali-
bre of Enda Meagher, Vinny Palmer, and Dessie Conroy on
board, it was always going to be a difficult task for Kilkenny to
come away from OʼMoore Park with a win. As it was, Kilkenny
very nearly shared the spoils. Kenny OʼShea had the winning
of the game in the dying seconds, but his goalbound shot was
brilliantly halted by Galvin,who could have stopped the prover-
bial hayseed on the night. As the draw beckoned, Dessie
Conroy had a last ditch long-range effort at a winning point,
and as it sailed over Joe Dermodyʼs crossbar, the euphoria
was palpable for all Laois supporters.

Both teams must be given great credit for serving up a whole-
hearted display of all that is best in hurling.

For the first time, clubs taking part in
the Barlo-Nissan Northern junior hurl-
ing championship were given a

chance to make amends for any slip up in
the opening round thanks to the introduc-
tion of the back door system. A lively
debate at a Northern Board meeting
ended with delegates giving the board the
go-ahead for a new system that gave one
of the first round losers a second chance.
When the draws were made, Emeralds
(Urlingford) were installed favourites for
the title. They had been paired with
Dicksboro, and, on the previous years
form, few would have bet against the
Urlingford side. Other fancied sides were
Conahy Shamrocks, Galmoy and
Danesfort, while St Patrickʼs (Ballyragget)
were being mentioned as the dark horses
of the competition. The first major shock
came on the very first day when a resolute
Dicksboro condemned Emeralds to the
losersʼ group with a thrilling one point vic-
tory 2-11 to 1-13. That result ensured
there would be keen competition to stay
out of the losersʼ group as it was felt that
the Urlingford side were still the side to
avoid despite that first round loss. Other
surprises were to follow. Lisdowney beat
Danesfort 1-12 to 1-10, while St Patricks
were first held to a draw before being
beaten in the replay by a strong Fenians
side on a 2-14 to 1-14 scoreline. In the
other games played, Graigue/Ballycallan
beat Barrow Rangers 2-7 to 1-6. Conahy
Shamrocks saw off the challenge of
Cloneen while Galmoy just got the better
of Erinʼs Own 3-12 to 4-8. Those results
ensured that the losersʼ group would be
just as interesting as the winnersʼ section
with some of the so called “big guns” left
to battle it out for just one place in the
semi finals. The first round of the winnersʼ
section saw Dicksboro continue their good
form with a seven point victory over
Graigue/Ballycallan. Conahy Shamrocks
easily beat Clara and followed that up with
a 3-8 to 2-10 win over Lisdowney to qual-
ify for the semi finals while Galmoy com-
pletely outclassed a Fenians side that had
lost several of its panel to their senior
squad.
In the losersʼ group, Danesfort were

well beaten by a very focussed St
Patrickʼs while Emeralds had little trouble
overcoming Cloneen. Barrow Rangers
ended Erinʼs Own ambitions after a replay
with an eight point win 3-7 to 0-8 to set up
a deciding game with Emeralds, the pre-
championship favourites, who had seen
off a very disappointing St Patrickʼs 1-15
to 0-8. With Galmoy, Conahy Shamrocks
and Dicksboro safely through to the semi-
finals from the winnersʼ group, this left
Barrow Rangers and Emeralds to fight it
out for the one remaining spot. The
Urlingford men made no mistake winning
on a 1-19 to 1-4 scoreline.

In the semi-finals, Emeralds got sweet
revenge for their earlier defeat by
Dicksboro, finishing strongly to win 1-15 to
2-5. The other semi-final was not so clear-
cut. Galmoy needing a second bite of the
cherry before recording a four point victo-
ry over Conahy Shamrocks, 2-12 to 2-8,
and so set up a repeat of the 1999 final
which Emeralds won after a replay.
In the Northern final, Galmoy got off to

the better start going into a 0-5 to 0-2 lead
after only eleven minutes.

They brought a huge
groundswell of support with them. The
Ballyhale youngsters too, did likewise.
Carrickshock carried the favourites tag,
having already beaten their opponents in
the League Final.

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over sixty games were played in this
Division before the winners were known.

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BUILDING FOR
KILKENNY’S FUTURE
by Enda McEvoy (Sunday Tribune)
Serious hurling man that he is, Jim Fitzgerald from Gowran doubtless
has the match programme squirrelled safely away in a cupboard at
home in Ballyquirke. Any other readers who attended the drawn 1996
Munster hurling final between Limerick and Tipperary at the Gaelic
Grounds may have hung on to the programme as well. Five years on,
itʼs worth another look.
There it is on page 52, the acorn whence an oak has sprung. A

notice from the Limerick GAA supportersʼ club announcing the launch
of a “wide-ranging programme including youth development”, specifi-
cally the development of players between the ages of 13 and 16 by
way of weekly
coaching sessions
at UL under the
guidance of luminar-
ies such as Pat and
Noel Hartigan, Pat
Fleury, Shane
Fitzgibbon and Phil
Bennis. Among the
aims of the initiative
were the provision
of an overall plan
for hurling within
Limerick, the sup-
plying of skilful play-
ers to clubs and the
winning of All
Ireland titles within
the next five years
from under-14 level up to minor.
Being pedantic about it, the scheme fell down in the last-named

department; Limerick havenʼt actually brought home national silverware
in any of those grades in the seasons since 1996. Being practical
about it, the scheme succeeded wildly, given that the Shannonsiders
captured the All Ireland under-21 title in millennium year and retained it
in 2001. And even one All Ireland under-21 crown contains substantial-
ly greater long-term significance than any number of baubles in the
lower age brackets.
“Remember,” as the mission statement of 1996 advised, “under-age

hurling is the base. If that is not right, then all sectors up to senior can-
not succeed. Winners are workers, losers make excuses. The start has
been made. With patience and dedication, rewards will come.”
At the time, few counties were in more acute need of an action plan

for youth. Limerick hadnʼt - still havenʼt - won an All Ireland minor title
since 1984. Much worse, they werenʼt merely losing games in the mid-
1990s; they were, the then county Bord na nOg secretary John
Landers recalls, “being absolutely destroyed” at under-14 and under-16
level. A particularly ignominious beating at the hands of the Galway
under-16s in Ballinasloe was the critical spur. “We had to at least give
ourselves a fair chance of competing. That was the important thing.
Thatʼs what we hadnʼt been doing.”
Limerickʼs youth development programme began in October 1996

and comprised 90-minute skills-based coaching sessions on Friday
nights through to March. Two primary ground rules were laid down at
the start: no parents would be involved and the coaches were to be
paid £25 a session. “Money wasn ʻt really the issue, but we took a
strategic decision to put the scheme on a professional footing by pay-
ing the coaches,” the planʼs coordinator Brother Philip Ryan explains.
“Goodwill was no longer an option. If you need a job done today, you
have to pay for it. And the money [in the region of £12,000 to £15,000
per annum] turned out to be very well spent.”
Two promising youngsters Brother Ryan remembers from the early

days are Mark Keane and Maurice OʼBrien, stars of Limerickʼs victori-
ous 2001 under-21 side. All but one member of that panel were alumni
of the five-year programme, the late-developing Mark OʼRiordan from
Croom being the odd man out. Another visible spinoff from the scheme,
according to Landers, has been the increase in the confidence levels of
the youngsters. “When youʼre knocking at the door, winning tight
games is terribly difficult. But once youʼre used to success, youʼre not
afraid of close finishes any more.” This is no empty rhetoric: on the

way to retaining their All Ireland under-21 crown, Limerick won no
fewer than three of their four outings by a single point.
Where Limerick have gone, Kilkenny have finally got around to fol-

lowing. Ned Quinn is a brisk, enterprising and efficient county chairman
of a type distressingly rare in the GAA (attribute it to his business back-
ground), yet time may well indicate his vision in initiating the under-age
development squad concept on Noreside as the Mooncoin manʼs last-
ing legacy to his county. Seeing that the task of bridging the gap
between provincial success and All Ireland success in the grade had
proved beyond Kilkennyʼs capabilities since 1993, those ten consecu-
tive Leinster minor titles during the 1990s were clearly worth more in
theory than they were in practice, a veneer that masked a lack of sub-
stance beneath. Other counties in addition to Limerick were ploughing
time and money into under-age development. In short, Ned Quinn
smelled the coffee. Kilkenny could simply not afford to stand still.
“We canʼt expect success to just happen,” Brendan OʼSullivan, chair-

man of under-age hurling development in the county, points out. “Not
any more. These days young hurlers have to practise the skills that
came naturally to them before. They donʼt go to the field like they used

to. Everything has to be
organised. That means we
have to work as hard as
any other county - or even
harder because weʼre a
smaller county than most
and have a smaller number
of players.”
Kilkennyʼs under-age

plan differs from the
Limerick blueprint in that All
Ireland success is not the
be-all and end-all. Instead
the primary objective is the
provision of talented young
hurlers who will return to
and strengthen their clubs,
which is why the numbers -
100 or more boys in each
of the four age groups from

under-14 to under-17 - are hefty. Kilkenny have opted for quantity
rather than quality. But quality should be a byproduct of the scheme
nonetheless.
“This is not about creating an elite group,” Brendan OʼSullivan stress-

es. “We want guys who will make the best clubmen, and guys who
donʼt give everything for their clubs wonʼt be selected. If they go on to
reach intercounty standard, thatʼs a bonus. Itʼs all about long-term
development, about getting to know the players over a number of
years. So by the time they get to minor and under-21 level, the county
teamsʼ managers will know all about them.”
The first fruits of the scheme were pleasing. The under-14 crop of

2001 did well in the Tony Forristal tournament in Waterford, losing out
by two points to the eventual winners Tipperary. The under-16s
excelled, bringing Nenagh Co-op honours to Kilkenny for the first time
ever. A direct result of the introduction of under-age squads or merely a
happy coincidence, Brendan?
“Maybe a bit of both, and itʼs important not to get too worked up

about winning tournaments in such young age groups. But youʼd have
to say that more work went into Kilkennyʼs preparations this season, as
a consequence of the existence of the squads, than was the case in
the past. The support from the parents has been the most gratifying
part of it. And then weʼre terribly lucky with our coaches. The calibre of
people we have coaching has made a ferocious difference.”
Incidentally, more coaches will be required in 2002 because of the size
of the squads. They neednʼt expect £25 an hour, mind you. Job satis-
faction and a thank-you is about the extent of it.
For Liam Fennelly, who teamed up with Paddy Prendergast to man-

age Kilkennyʼs successful Nenagh Co-op side, Galway stand as the
“supreme example” of a county that recognises the importance of
youth development. Such development, he adds, can never begin too
early. “Honing the skills at under-12, under-14 - thatʼs where it has to
be done. You canʼt do it when youʼre 16. And the amount of hurling that
players do at home is really the most important thing. We tried to ham-
mer that home to the lads during the summer. That there was little
point in them practising the skills during sessions with the county if
they werenʼt practising them at home as well.”
Such are the realities of under-age hurling in the 21st century.

Kilkenny are recognising them at last.

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eventually won by 0-8 to 0-6 in a very unin-
spirational game. 
Only two points seperated the reigning
Champions, James Stephens from chal-
lengers, Emeralds in their game in Feshford.
The papers said that the Village showed great
heart in winning this one.They had fourteen of
last yearʼs winning panel on view.Emeralds
had all of the previous yearʼs winning minor
team playing.Emeralds led at half time by 0-
10 to 1-2,aided by the breeze, They still held
the five point lead after 42 minutes.

The excitement was no less enthralling down south where
Carrickshock, Shamrocks, Mullinavat, Graignamanagh, Kilmacow
and Dunnamaggin faced up to each other in search of the south
title, and the “admission” to the much coveted County Final place.
Shamrocks had three goals to spare over Graignamanagh in their
first round game, winning by 2-12 to 0-9. Mullinavat- we were to see
a lot of Mullinavat later in the season- comfortably addressed the
Kilmacow challenge, winning their first round game in July by 2-14
to 1-8.

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involving Tommy Walsh, Shane Hennessy,

The second half was a facsimile of the first,
except that it was Tullaroan who hit the pur-
ple patch as the last fifteen minutes
approached.

In the first round of the Northern
Championship, the Blacks & Whites had
five points to spare over Bennettsbridge,
winning by 2-11 to 1-9.

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After a number of years of writing the "Píosa as Gaelige" as
Irish Officer of the Kilkenny County GAA Board, I have decided
to take drastic action! Believe it or not I have decided to write
the "PÌosa as Gaeilge" - as Béarla. Why? I'll tell you why!
Because it is obvious that nobody, well practically nobody, was
interested in reading or attempting to read anything that was
written through the medium of Irish. Oh yes - it's very true.
You see, in 1999, I wrote a fairly controversial article and

invited comment - favourable or otherwise. I heard nothing, not
a word. So last year I deliberately wrote no article. No one
obviously noticed. I got no complaint, no reprimand. Why?
Obviously, no one reads it anyway!
So I decided on "An rud is annamh is iontach" - "What's sel-

dom is wonderful" for those who have no Cúpla Focal. I'd write
the Irish article in English, and for a simple reason. I want to
make a point!
You see some years ago, The GAA (there's no point in call-

ing it Cumann Luthchleas Gael) decided that each club should
have an Oifigeach Gaeilge (Irish Officer) as should each
County Board (Coiste Contae) also. For the history books,
there have been only two Irish Officers of the Kilkenny County
Board to date - the late Tomás de Bhaldraithe (Tom Waldron)
and myself. So why, you may ask, did the GAA decide to have
Irish Officers? It was, I believe, because the GAA has a policy
of promoting the Irish Language.
Sadly, the policy is not very successful. I say sadly, because

I see our organization that sticks out its chest and proclaims to
the world that it is promoting Gaelic games. Gaelic ? What
does that mean. It means Irish - promoting Irish Games, the
native Irish games - hurling, Gaelic Football and Handball. But
how will anybody know that we are Irish or that our games are
Irish? When we play them we shout our encouragements or
our insults in English. Irish as a language rarely appears at
Irish games!

When I was in America earlier this year, I hailed a cab in
Washington. We piled in and immediately were recognised by
our driver - "Ah, mon you are English - yes?" We hastened to
tell him "No mon!" - we were not, we were Irish! We could not
be affronted. After all we were speaking (of necessity) the
Queen's English. So our friend asked me a very fair question -
"How would I know you were Irish?" The only answer to that
was "Only if I spoke the Irish language." In fairness, we could
not expect an American taxi driver to recognise an Irish accent,
be it Cork, Kerry, Dublin or Donegal from a Cockney or Welsh
accent. In all possibility the Welshman would be speaking
Welsh anyway and of course, a Frenchman, Spaniard or who-
ever will be speaking his native language. But here, we, mem-
bers of Cumann Luthchleas Gael, reject even the "Cúpla
Focal".
Don't get me wrong. While I admit to a great love for the

Irish language and would in all honesty prefer to converse in
Irish than in English, I would never shove it down anyone's
throat. I would never support fanatics. I do, however, honestly
and genuinely believe that if we are irish and proud of it (and
why shouldn't we be), we should at least have a "Cúpla Focal".
Fanatics who force their views on anything will never succeed.
If we have enough people happy to have the "Cúpla Focal" and
proud to use it, our language will live and be recognised as
Irish through those "Cúpla Focal".
Look at the present situation. All National and County

Official notepaper is headed in Irish. All speeches begin with "A
Chairde Gaeil" That's about it! In Croke Park and indeed in
Nowlan Park, we have to be led in Amhrán na bhFiann. When
this happens, less and less people sing the National Anthem.
How lovely it was to hear the swell of the lines of Amhrán na
bhFiann from the gathered throngs as they were led only by
the Artane Boys' Band. I suggested recently that I would
announce the notices in Nowlan Park as Gaeilge as well as the
English version and was asked, "Would it be of any use?
Would they understand you?" Would children ever say Mama
or Dada if they never heard them? We are members of
Cumann Luthchleas Gael.
Was it Pádraig Pearse who said "Ní tír gan teanga" - without

a language there is no nation. I would say "Beidh tÌr le Cúpla
Focal" - a few words will make a nation. And don't tell me that
you and you and yes, you have not got a Cúpla Focal. If you
haven't - well, do you remember the cab driver in Washington?
Before I left his cab he could say Conas atá tú? As I left we
wished other "Slán".
So to you,"Slán" and by the way "Go raibh maith agat" for

reading this article!

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Celebrities, sporting heroes, legends and the like
do not generally surround us for too long. If we
know one, meet them from time to time or even

brush against them on occasion, our life is all the bet-
ter for that experience. A shrewd managing director
will move the best and most capable employees from
department to department in an effort to spread their
influence. A Bishop might keep a good Priest on the
move, give several Parishes the benefit of his works.
A team manager with one real good player has a
dilemma. He wants to play him in the backs but he
needs him in the forwards. He has to stand in goals
for the penalties and take all the frees. When the pres-
sure is on he moves him all over the place. He won-
ders how the team will survive if this player is injured
or retires. Then it happens, career over. Heʼs finished.
Can he be replaced, not this one!

Kieran Meally passed away earlier this year and since
his passing a “position vacant” notice will have been posted in
many, many places. The positions will never be filled. Kieran was
an exceptional person, very humble and very kind. He was great
crack and was sure to bring life to any function he attended.
Above all he was a great Christian. He didnʼt preach Christianity,
he lived it. He always wore a great big smile and of course a shirt
and tie, no matter what the weather. There was no better man
either, to let fly with a good lecture and a few home truths if the
occasion demanded.

To understand the man that Kieran was you probably
had to come from Castlecomer, Clogh or Moneenroe and you
had to have an interest in G.A.A. From that base you had a rea-
sonable chance of seeing first hand many of the good deeds that
Kieran performed. He knew thousands of people throughout
Ireland and afar and he probably did a “turn” for each and every
one of them.

If you knew Kieran, you were better for it. Everyone wanted
a piece of him and he spread himself around like the miracle of
the loaves and fishes. Everybodyʼs problem was Kieranʼs prob-
lem. He was always ready to lend a hand. Everything would be
dropped if there was a crisis, big or small. He always put himself
last, even his own family would be neglected if somebody else
was in trouble. Of course, neglected is absolutely the wrong
word to use but you get the picture. Kieranʼs family were never
neglected. They meant more to him than anything else in the
world and were always provided for to the very best of his abili-
ty. He loved each and every one of them dearly and equally. His
wife Joan, daughters Ann Marie, Kay and Siobhán and his son
Sean. They had however, to share him with the rest of us. Aman
like Kieran is only on loan to this world and everybody needs
him. The Lord told the Apostles to “leave everything and come

follow me” He must have told Kieran Meally something similar.
Kieran was taken away from us all too soon but he left a lega-

cy of goodness behind him that will be remembered for a long
time. He has gone to St. Peterʼs gates where he will be delight-
ed to team up with old friends and family. He will particularly like
to meet his old pal Tom Shalloe with whom he had so many great
times. Many people can see Kieran at the gates of heaven,
standing outside, trying to get others in. He has a ticket himself
but he will probably give it away to some stranger with no ticket
and hope that “Shalloe” will let him through a side gate.
This of course is a parallel to what has been part and parcel

of every hurling All-Ireland for probably the past forty years. It is
as good a place as any to start when attempting to paint a small
picture of Kieranʼs many involvements. Club and County rivalries
were forgotten each year as “The Bun” (as Kieran was lovingly
known) sorted out everybody. He held court outside the little
shop at the back of the Hogan Stand and from there tickets were
wheeled and dealed. The arrival of his friends from the North,
Pat Quinn & Co. with a “pocketful” regularly gave the Bun leg-
endary status. Of course, eaten pie is soon forgotten with Kieran
regularly being out of pocket for the tickets. He often joked “you
were a great lad on a Sunday and the same boys would meet
you on the street in ʻComer on Monday and look the other way”.
Kieran was born in 1938. He won three Minor Co. Football

medals with his beloved Railyard. That was followed by a mas-
sive 14 Senior Football medals. His brother Michael won 12 and
Martin won 15 so between them they could have opened a
sports shop. Kieran won a Junior Hurling Championship with
Erinʼs Own on the famous ʼ58 team. He played Junior Hurling
with Kilkenny in ʼ59 and twenty years later in 1979 as manager
of Erinʼs Own, his lifetime dream of bringing a Senior hurling title
to Castlecomer was shattered, as victory was snatched from his
team with the last puck of the ball. In 1982 Kieran was a selec-
tor on the Kilkenny Team that won the All-Ireland and League
double.

The passing of Kieran MeallyThe passing of Kieran Meally

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Following in the footsteps of his father, Kieran was Chairman
of the Kilkenny Football Board from 1989-ʼ94. He served as Vice
Chairman from 1981-ʼ85 and again in 1988. He was Chairman
of Railyard Football Club for many years and he was one of the
main driving forces behind the building of the splendid Club
house which serves the community so well. The official opening
of the building was one of his proudest days. While fully involved
in Railyard football club Kieran was equally involved in Erinʼs
Own hurling club. From 1978 on he was regularly at the helm of
the senior team and contested several county semi-finals during
that time. It is ironic that his last role in the club was as chairman
of the development committee and he was the instigator of the
current project – the building of a Club House at the Clubs new
grounds in Ballycomey. The club have since decided to name
the club house “Áras Ó Meallaigh” in honour of Kieran. It was
Kieranʼs wish that the ground itself be called “Canon Kearns
Park” in honour of his great friend “Canon John Kearns” another
great hurling & ʻComer man.
Outside of G.A.A. Kieran led a hectic life. Each involvement

carried itʼs own stories and adventures. It would be easy to fill
a book with all his exploits. During his early years he spent
many a summer in the F.C.A. and had great stories to recall.
He was an outstanding supporter of Rehab and went on six
fundraising walks for the organization. Among the places he
walked were Australia, Thailand, The Holy Land and the U.S.A.
All in all he probably personally raised in the region of £18,000
for Rehab and he is sorely missed by all his friends in there.
Kieran was a renowned singer. He was a member of the
Castlecomer Male Voice Choir and enjoyed their many outings
especially their trips to Wales. Himself and his great friend, the
late Joe Oʼ Neill often formed a two man choir at Sunday Mass
in Moneenroe and that choir did not lack for sound.
Kieran started work at the age of fourteen in Massford Co-

op stores close to his home. He later worked as a rates and
revenue collector with Kilkenny County Council. This work
brought him into close contact with many social problems and it
was often that Kieran put his own job on the line when fighting
the case of the under privileged during hard times. He was a
member of IMPACT Union for 28 years and held the position of
Chairman of the Kilkenny branch.
A great man to say a few words, sing a song, tell a joke, sort

out a situation or give a bit of advice Kieran was straight and
honest to the bone. He never shied away from the truth or what
was right and would always speak up if he saw an injustice. In
G.A.A. circles he often clashed with the powers that be for
speaking his mind (he was seldom wrong). He could not accept
it when people in authority were weak and often criticised them
for hiding behind rule books and being afraid to make decisions
that the knew were correct. Rules were only guidelines he
maintained, the committee were there to see that justice was
done. If a committee could not bend or over rule the rule then
that committee had no function, there was no need even for a
hearing –no point He was very concerned at the way the
G.A.A. and Croke Park in particular are getting further and fur-
ther away from the grass roots. “Decisions are being made by
people who have no idea about what is happening at the coal-
face while if a club wants to get a rule changed they would
need a least a “Barrister” on their committee if not a “Judge””
Kieran maintained.
It will soon be Kieranʼs first anniversary and the pain of his

departure has not eased for his family, the people of
Moneenroe, Clogh and Castlecomer. Maybe that is a good
thing as it means he is not forgotten. As they say in sport
“There is no gain without pain” In this case “there is still pain –
so there must have been great gain”.

"Leinster School of Hurling" 

On Saturday 11th August, a fine day of coaching
activity took place for 21 hurlers from every coun-
ty in Leinster took.

Comerford probably never saw
himself as a minimalist. Now he

hopes life is about to change.
One week he is an ordinary player on

the county team. Next he finds himself
the captain.
In the view of the believers,

Comerford has the touch, the makings of
a good leader, one who can draw noth-
ing but good, and who can inspire all
around him.
“I donʼt see it like that at all”, insists

the strong running, hard tackling
OʼLoughlin/Gaels midfielder when the
suggestion is put to him.
“It is a great honour. It carries its

responsibilities. I will give it my very best
shot.
“Being captain is hopefully going to be

about giving one speech in July, and
another, please God, in September. After
that it is a question of everyone, myself
included, getting the fitness and head
right so that we can perform to our maxi-
mum potential”.
He probably didnʼt mean it, nor could

he help it, but the July and September
speeches bit reflects the mood of the
county faithful.

Win everything
The optimists reckon their hurlers are

capable of winning everything all the
time. The realists know that isnʼt possi-
ble, yet, they are never without hope.
The pessimists, or pretenders, are a
harder breed to find. They mislead. Deep
down they have serious hopes too, but
they would have you believe otherwise.
Kilkenny! Hurling! Our game! Twenty-

six senior All-Ireland victories has given
us anything but a low opinion of our-
selves, and our place in the life of the
GAA.
We have been reared on a rich diet of

success, to believe that no matter how
our team shapes-up in the National
League or afterwards, it could still grow
into champions in the championship. The
legacy of 26 successes.
Andy Comerford, All-Star last season,

winner of All-Ireland medals at minor
(1990) and senior (2000) level, and a
senior ʻBʼ title at centre-back with
Herefordshire, knows the standard that
must be attained.
“I am looking forward to everything

that is in front of us, hard work and all”,
assures the self employed block-layer. “If
we look back on last year, and the years
I have been involved, I think we havenʼt
put enough on the mantelpiece that our
good hurling deserved. Definitely!
“The team we have now, and have

had for a few years hasnʼt cashed-in
enough. And now being realistic, for a
couple of players,
the coming season
could be the last
chance to win the
All-Ireland again.
“We have to go

hell for leather at it.
We have to make up
for the finals we
were beaten in. We
know what it is like,
and what it takes to
win. We have to get
back playing as we
were in 2000”.
Collapse
Losing two All-

Irelands, winning
one, then bowing out
in the All-Ireland
semi-final this sea-
son after a hollow
performance against
Galway wasnʼt jus-
tice in the eyes of
the players.
The August col-

lapse against the
Tribes men, after
sweeping with the
grace of a prancing
gazelle through
Leinster, was “an
awful blow”, accord-
ing to the skipper.
“I still donʼt know

what happened”, he freely admits.
He wonders aloud. Were the minds

right? Did the hype in the media, the
confidence of fans get to the players?
Did, did, did.....
“It is very difficult for GAA players to

get away for all the talk, all the hype”,
Andy explains as he tries to take us into
the exposed world of the present day
Gaelic stars. “We are working side-by-
side with people, meeting them in the
street, and they all want to talk about the
game, the game. They are well inten-
tioned.
“But we canʼt hide. We are amateurs.

We have to go out and earn a living. A
professional sports person can go and
hide, lock himself away from outside

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influences. It is nearly impossible for us
to do that”.
Comerford is at pains to point out he

is not a cribber. He paints the picture of
life. The picture of you, me, our next
door neighbour, the man or women up or
down the road who wants to talk nothing
but shop in high season.
“You might think you have yourself

right, mentally and physically”, the 29-
year-old continues to enlighten. “At the
end of the day, there is always that thing
that is saying ʻmaybe, maybe people are
right and we are going to winʼ. That can
leave you vulnerable.
Pressure
“Then when the pressure comes on

during a match you canʼt react. A small
thing stands between having everything
exactly right, and being nearly right for
the championship. That small thing could
rob you of an All-Ireland”.
After chasing for six seasons,

Comerford finds himself with one senior
All-Ireland, and a somewhat comforting
four Leinster senior championships.
Throw-in an Oireachtas medal, and an
All-Star award, and the take is more than
respectable.
Not really! Not by his, or Kilkenny

standards. And not by the standards set
by a talented bunched who felt the bitter
pain of defeat at the last hurdle in 1998
and ʼ98.
In his time he has seen the demands

on players for training not only rise, but
jump. In the past, Tuesdays and
Thursdays were for training. Now there
could be five sessions a week.
All teams are at it. The attitude

appears to be that you can bury limita-
tions beneath a level of super fitness.
“Everyone has to be super fit”, the

Kilkenny skipper insists. “Now the out-
come in some game boils down to a mis-
take, a bit of luck or someone playing out
of their skins. No county is able to domi-
nate anymore”.
The trend doesnʼt exactly appeal to

him. He goes with the flow, because he
know you would drown otherwise. Yet he

feels that the heavy
emphasis on training
is cutting careers
short.
The physical nature

of Comerfordʼs work
has left him stronger
than most, and able
for the hard grind, in
training and matches.
The Kilkenny manage-
ment understand, and
shape his training
around the highs and
lows of his work.
Lead from front
This season Andy

Comerford knows he
must lead from the
front, and all the time.
The players are back
training, and they have
discussed in an open
forum the coming sea-
son.
“We know exactly

what we have to do if
we want to be suc-
cessful”, Andy
declares. “The man-
agement and players
have one aim, to win
the All-Ireland. It is
going to be very diffi-
cult.
“There will be times when the team will

look tired, but that will be because of the
heavy training. We have a great chance if
we get everything right, minds and all.
“From the moment the players came

back together, the mood was great. They
were delighted to be back together as a
group. I like that. No one was stale.
Everyone was keen. After four years per-
forming at the highest level, no one was
fed up”.
The coming together was like therapy

in a way. The collective view was that
Kilkenny under-performed against Galway
in the All-Ireland semi-final of 2001.

Apart, when back with their clubs, the
players could do nothing. Once together,
the mood to atone swamped the group.
“We know what we failed to do”, Andy

assures. When pushed, he refused to be
specific.
“We have to redeem ourselves”, he

answers instead. “That is the way we
are thinking. We have to make up for
the performance against Galway. We
have given so many great performances
over the last four years, that weak one
couldnʼt be the swan-song for this
bunch.
“We canʼt leave the big stage now.

We would have too many regrets”.
Spoken like a true leader!

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In 1954, perceiving a vacuum in the GAA in St. Johnʼs
parish, Tommy Long and Jimmy Morrissey formed the
Newpark Sarsfields club. Tommyʼs affinity for Patrick Sars-
field (he organised a junior football team called Patrick
Sarsfields in 1955) explains half of the name. The “New-
park” referred to was of course the townsland and housing
estate of the same name which at the time straddled both
St.Johnʼs and St. Caniceʼs parishes. The colours chosen
were yellow with green cuffs and collars. In 1963 the clubs
jerseys were changed to the green, white and gold of Offaly
but by 1971 when the county junior title was won the team
had reverted to the original saffron and green. While peo-
ple like Tommy Brennan, who acted as secretary of the
club for many years, and Joe Maher did a great deal of
work for the club the driving force throughout its existence
was Tommy Long. In the seventeen years of Newpark
Sarsfields span Tommy was ever present at training, meet-
ings, functions etc. Terry Walsh trained the clubs junior
side in the 1950ʼs and Paddy Johnstown was chief mentor
the year the county title was captured but Tommy Long was
ever present.

First Success
It took Newpark Sarsfields junior hurling team a number of
years to make its mark and it made first or second round
championship exits from 1954 to 1958.However the players
celebrated their first tournament win on August 19th 1957
when they won the Desart Cup at Desart defeating Graigue
Ballycallan in the final by 6-5 to 2-2. A very strong gale
played havoc with the game. On one occasion Eddie
Byrne, the Newpark goalie pucked out the ball, only to see
it travel less than 25 yards before the wind almost swept it
back over the bar. Rev. S. Collier, CC, St. Johnʼs pre-
sented the cup to Newpark Sarsfields captain Sean Con-
nick, after the game. The team in 1957 was E. Byrne, W.
Byrne, M. Bergin, S. Connick, D. Mulcahy, T. Parker, M.
Cantwell, B. Buckley, P. Walston, S. Maher, T. OʼConnell, E.
Nolan, T. Ward, P. Fitzpatrick, S. Fitzpatrick. Substitutes
were S. Gaffney, T. Reid, and S. Malone.
A St. Johnʼs team took part in the 1959-1960 Kilkenny sen-
ior championship and Newpark Sarsfields threw in their lot
with this effort to field a parish team. Indeed a feature of the
Newpark club during the 1950ʼs was its close involvement
with the training and organising of St. Johnʼs juvenile
teams. The St. Johnʼs parish team met with no success
and by 1963 the Newpark Sarsfields club had made a re-
turn. A good championship run, in which they defeated
Danesfort, James Stephens and Graigue brought Sars-
fields to the city area final against Young Irelands (Gowran)
on September 21st 1964. It proved an exciting game with
the lead changing hands on numerous occasions before
the Gowran side just edged out the city team, 4-8 to 3-8, on
the call of full time. Young Irelands continued on to win the
county final. The Newpark team was K. Foley, T. Delaney,
W. Nolan, M. Connors, M. Byrne, M. Hogan, G. Cantwell, T.
Hickey, E. Hehir, B.Buckley, A. Heffernan, T. Brennan, S.
Fitzpatrick, L. Hehir, and S. Tracey.

Northern Finalists
Newpark Sarsfields reached the north junior final in 1969.
They did so by defeating Eire Óg, Barrow Rangers
(Paulstown- Goresbridge) and Foulkstown by 5-11 to 3-2
on October 26th in the city group final. In the north final
Sarsfields faced a youthful Fenians (Johnstown) team,
which included Nicky Orr, Pat Henderson and Pat Delaney.
At half-time the city team led by a single point 2-5 to 2-4.
The early stages of the second half were very evenly con-
tested but a goal at the three-quarter stage saw Johnstown
lead by 3-6 to 2-6. With ten minutes remaining the referee,
the late Tom Ryall, sent off two players, one from each
team. He was surrounded by players and spectators. Un-
able to restart the game the referee had no option but to
abandon the final. It was a pity the final was not completed
for Newpark Sarsfields had played well throughout the fifty
minutes and were still pressing when play was halted. The
half-back line of Mick Byrne, Dick McGrath and Billy Nolan
was their most effective line on the field. Noel OʼSullivan
was doing well at midfield while Bosco Buckley, Tom
Hickey and Liam OʼBrien were always threatening in attack.
The replay proved a disappointment for the city side. The
Fenians dominated the first-half and led by 2-5 to 0-1 at the
interval. Newpark were reduced to fourteen men before
half-time. Despite the numerical disadvantage they con-
ceded only two further points after the break, but could only
manage a goal and a point themselves, thus losing by 2-7
to 1-2.. Sarsfields representatives in this final were J. Ker-
wick, B. Corcoran, M. OʼConnor, O. Nolan, M. Byrne, R.
McGrath, B. Nolan, B. Buckley, N. OʼSullivan, T. Brennan,
T.Hickey, L. OʼBrien, N. Nolan, J. Byrne and S. Fitzpatrick.

Senior hurling championship 1969
Despite losing the 1968 north junior final, to the Fenians,
Newpark Sarsfields still took part in the following yearʼs
senior hurling championship. Having made a case to the
County Board they were allowed to join the elite ranks of
Kilkenny hurling for the 1969 competition. It was not to be
a happy experience, as they were heavily defeated by St.
Senanʼs (Kilmacow) in a first round game. Ironically the
draw for the loserʼs group, which followed this defeat
brought Newpark Sarsfields and the Fenians into opposi-
tion once more. The north Kilkenny border side won by 5-
18 to 4-6 on October 25th. Thankfully the game had none
of the fireworks of the previous yearʼs clash. The first half
was entertaining and fairly even but Newparkʼs defence
collapsed early in the second half. Scorers for the city side
were L. OʼBrien 3-5 (3-2 frees), T. Brennan 0-1, and E.
Doyle 1-0. The team was - D. Dalton, B. Corcoran, M.
OʼConnor, A Bolger, M. Byrne, R. McGrath, J. Brophy, T.
Phelan, S. Lanigan, E. Doyle, B. Buckley, L.OʼBrien, T.
Brennan, S. Fitzpatrick and P. Buckley. Sub S. McGarry.
Junior and Under -21 teams were also entered in the 1969
championships but neither progressed through the first
round.

NEWPARK SARSFIELDS
A brief history of the St John’s parish club which won the County Junior title 30 years ago,

by Conor Denieffe, author of “The Continent Abú”
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County Junior Champions 1971
While two Newpark Sarsfields junior teams were entered in
the 1970 hurling championship, neither met with any suc-
cess. However, the following year, 1971 was to prove the
greatest in the Newpark Sarsfields clubʼs existence.The
first round saw a city and parish derby between Newpark
Sarsfields and OʼLoughlinʼs. The Newpark side won by 3-
11 to 5-3 thanks to a late Tom Brennan goal. The second
round game saw another all city clash against Dicksboro
end in a 1-7 a side draw. The game finished six minutes
from time in a brawl involving players and spectators. Hap-
pily the replay of this game on September 12th was an ex-
cellent encounter. At half-time Sarsfields seemed to have
the game in hand when they led by 1-6 to 0-3. Two Dicks-
boro goals, to level, set the game alight. Twice more the
Newpark side led and each time Dicksboro leveled, before
a late Rodney McCormack point proved the winner. The
north semi-final saw Newpark Sarsfields defeat St.
Patrickʼs (Ballyragget) by 2-12 to 4-3.
The northern final saw Newpark Sarsfields meet the team
they had defeated in the first round, OʼLoughlinʼs who had
come back into the championship through the losers group.
The result of the final was no different to their first meeting
with Sarsfields taking the north title at the third time of ask-
ing on a 5-7 to 3-9 scoreline. A good opening quarter set
them on their way to this victory when they led by 2-4 to 0-
3. OʼLoughlinʼs had reduced the lead to two points at the
interval (2-5 to 1-6) but two Noel OʼSullivan goals, both
from 21 yard frees, gave Newpark a cushion for the second
half. OʼLoughlinʼs fought back to come within one goal of
Newpark Sarsfields, but they could not come any closer
and Sarsfields held out for a deserved win.
To Travel or Not to Travel
Because of a motion passed at county convention the pre-
vious year, a final involving a city team was not to be
played in Nowlan Park as this was considered to be home
advantage for city based clubs! The 1971 county junior
final between Graiguenamanagh and Newpark Sarsfields
was fixed for Thomastown. A major question then arose as
to whether the city club might refuse to travel, as Graigue-

Ballycallan had done the previous year. However a big ma-
jority of Newparkʼs players were in favour of travelling to
Thomastown and their decision was vindicated when they
captured the county title by 1-11 to Graiguenamanaghʼs 2-
3There was a huge build up of enthusiasm prior to the
game, the first county junior final for both teams. The ʻgateʼ
of £550 was a record for a junior final at the time. Follow-
ing a low scoring first half, in which they played with the
breeze, Newpark Sarsfields led by 0-5 to 0-3 at the interval.
A Ned Nolan goal, early in the second half, set the city side
on its way and with Rodney McCormack and Paddy Buck-
ley dominating midfield they went on to record a convincing
five-point victory. Graiguenamanagh were left to rue their
many misses from frees and 70ʼs throughout the game.
Noel OʼSullivan of Newpark was the best forward on view,
scoring six points, five from frees. Other scorers were N.
Nolan 1-0, S. Fitzpatrick 0-2, T. Brennan and B. Buckley
and P. Buckley 0-1 each. The team which won the county
title was S. Kirwan, B. Corcoran, W. Nolan, R. Grace, M.
Byrne, M. Burke, M. Power, R. McCormack, P. Buckley, N.
OʼSullivan, B. Buckley, T. Brennan, E. Nolan, J. Byrne, S.
Fitzpatrick, Sub. D. McGrath.
Following on this success in 1971, Newpark Sarsfields
played in the senior championship in 1972 but lost to
Mooncoin in Thomastown in the first round. An amalgama-
tion with Foulkstown occurred around this time also. New-
park Sarsfields last campaign was in junior hurling in 1973,
when they lost to The Emeralds (Urlingford).
The junior campaign of 1973 marked the demise of the
Newpark Sarsfields club. Its achievement in winning the
junior title in 1971 should not be undervalued. There was
no intermediate championship at the time and the standard
of junior hurling was quite high. A big draw back for the
club was the absence of a permanent home. Among the
pitches used were the side pitch at Nowlan Park (where the
new stand is now), the Fair Green, the CBS primary school
field, St. Johnʼs Park and the Waterbarracks. One of the
clubs most notable hurlers was Liam OʼBrien who subse-
quently went on to win many honours with Kilkenny.

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Ironically for one of Kilkennyʼs great-
est hurlers ever, the Jim Langton
story began in Tipperary, a few miles
from Thurles. It began, as such
stories invariably do, with his mother.
In the early years of the 20th century

Mary Long regularly travelled by
pony and trap from the family homestead
in Dovea, near the Ragg, to visit
her brother Larry, who owned what is
now Lenehansʼ pub in Barrack Street. On
more than one of these visits she met
Jim Langton of Lavistown, a regular
customer in the pub. The couple subse-
quently married and were blessed with a
family of seven - a daughter, Madge, and
six sons, among them Jim.
As the family grew up in Lavistown

they spent the long summer evenings
playing backs and forwards in the field
beside the railway crossing. Madge
was the goalkeeper. Ned, Tommy and
Jack were the backs. Jimmy, Larry and
Mick were the forwards. Ned as full-back
was not in the habit of taking
prisoners, which prompted Jim to devel-
op his body swerve in avoiding his
siblingʼs tackles.
“It was probably the same all over the
country, but as a young lad I looked for-
ward every day to getting together for
the hurling inthe evening,” Jim recalled in
an Irish Independent interview in 1986.
“It was the day of the crossroads hurling
or if you were lucky a local pitch,
and it would be like that all summer long.
If you had any skill in you it
would be brought out on those occa-
sions. It did not matter if you were big
or small, young or old, everyone mixed
it. Those are cherished memories.”
Incidentally, Madge inherited the Longsʼ
family farm in Dovea and married
Bernard Costello. They had a family of
12, all of whom are living in
Tipperary. The Langtons used to spend
their summer holidays there and a
great bond developed with their
Tipperary cousins.
After primary school in Dunbell the

Langton boys attended Kilkenny CBS
secondary school. It was here that Jimʼs
hurling skills matured under the
tutelage of Brothers McNamara and
Kealy, and here that he came into con-
tact with Mick Loughman.
Loughman, an influential figure in the

history of Kilkenny hurling, was
the prime mover in the Éire Óg minor
hurling club. Formed in 1931 as Young
Irelands, they changed their name two
years later. Their colours were green
and white. Mick Loughman was, in mod-
ern parlance, a scout, always on the
look-out for young hurling talent, collect-
ing promising players for Éire Óg
and winning titles to boot. He ruled with
an iron fist, so much so that on
the Saturday night before a match it was
his habit to call to the playersʼ
houses in order to make sure his
charges were in bed by 9pm. If they

werenʼt, there was no place for the
offender on the team next day. Such
no-nonsense methods were strikingly
effective, at least if the success
enjoyed by his charges on the field of
play were anything to go by; Éire Óg
took the Kilkenny junior title in 1937, the
intermediate equivalent the
following year and went on to win five
county senior championship crowns,
with Jim Langton a constant in their suc-
cess.
But back for a moment to Kilkenny

CBS. Though the school didnʼt have a
winning tradition, that all changed in
Langtonʼs time there. Having claimed
a Leinster junior collegesʼ title in 1930,
the Jamesʼs Street establishment
repeated the feat in 1934 and ʻ35. Thus
the way was paved for the CBSʼs
provincial collegesʼ senior triumph of
1936 - their first, and a signal
achievement - and for Kilkennyʼs All
Ireland minor double of 1935-36, a feat
backboned by the presence of a CBS
contingent that included Jack Mulcahy,
Bobby Brannigan, Eamon Tallent and
Seanie OʼBrien as well as Langton. No
fewer than eight members of the same
generation helped Kilkenny to McCarthy
Cup glory in the Thunder and Lightning
final of 1939. Jim Langton, who had
made his senior debut for Kilkenny in
unusual circumstances the previous
year (having played in the Leinster junior
final in Croke Park earlier in
the afternoon, he was called into the
senior panel as an 11th hour
substitute and came on midway during
the second half of the provincial
decider as the Noresiders fell to Dublin,
the eventual All Ireland
champions), was 19 years old.
From then onwards he was to assume

the mantle of Lory Meagher. Langton
became the most talked-about Kilkenny
player of his generation and one of
the most famous hurlers in the land,
being described as “fleet of foot, neat
of movement, strong of wrist and sure of
eye”. At county training sessions
the late Paddy Johnston, the star of
Kilkennyʼs 1950 All Ireland minor
victory who died earlier this year, vied
with many other youngsters to puck
the ball back to the great man on the old
training pitch which is now the
site of the new stand in Nowlan Park.
A fine Gaelic footballer who won coun-

ty medals with St Johnʼs and
Sarsfields as well a competent basket-
ball player - during the Foot and Mouth
epidemic of 1941 he even tried his hand
at soccer in order to keep fit, as
he admitted a decade later in a Sunday
Press interview in which he called
for the dropping of the Ban - Langton
was immortalised on the hurling Team
of the Century in 1984. Ever modest, he
correctly attributed much of his
success to the hardworking presence
alongside him of Jack Mulcahy, his old

schoolmate in the CBS and colleague in
the moccasin boot factory in Wolfe
Tone Street, the big employer in the city
at the time. “Jack made it easy
for every forward with him,” Jim pointed
out. “He took all the knocks but
because of his splendid team spirit he
rarely tried to go it alone and was
always ready to sacrifice possession to
the player in the best position to
score.”
Jimʼs sudden death at Easter 1987

brought a fulsome tribute from the late
Peter Holohan, the former GAA corre-
spondent of the Kilkenny People. “There
is no doubt he was one of the great styl-
ists - if not the greatest,” Peter
declared. “Not only was his skill clinically
perfect, but he brought a new
dimension to the game - a body swerve
which was equally effective.
“He introduced many innovations. He

was the first I saw lifting the ball
by pressing it between his boot and the
hurley. He had an uncanny sense of
judgement and he was one of the most
accurate strikers of his day. Jim
Langton, more than any player of his
own or any generation, exemplified
hurling as it should be played. His inter-
pretation of the game may not
always have been the most popular. He
did not want to have part in the
physical-force aspect of the game. He
had the brains and the ability to
avoid the rough and tumble. His mind
concentrated all the time on the ball.
He rarely if ever injured an opponent. He
himself took his share of hard
knocks, some accidental, some not, but
sportsman that he was, he took them
all in his stride.
“Even though the focus of considerable

media attention in his day, he was
completely unaffected by it. He was
unassuming to the point of being demure
about his achievements.”
Jim Langton. An artist and a gentle-

man.

LANGTON WAS THE STYLIST SUPREME

Old comrades

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It was inevitable that, turning into a new century, people
would think back to the memorable events of their lifetime in
the old. 'Nostalgia' is defined in the dictionary as 'a longing
for what was but can never be again' and as such applies to
a wide spectrum of events in ones lifetime. In terms of sport,
and hurling in particular, people such as I who grew up in
the fifties and were in their prime in the sixties will remem-
ber that period as something of a golden age of hurling.
In the south east the emergence of Wexford and Waterford
as forces during the fifties brought the traditional rivalry with
Kilkenny to its peak at Leinster and All Ireland levels and
this followed through into the clubs of all three counties. It
was the era of the 'suitlengths' tournaments and the proximi-
ty of so many strong clubs in the area saw venues in South
Kilkenny, Waterford and Wexford hosting games that for
quality hurling and fanatical parochial fervour could be
described as the All Ireland Club championships of their
day.
In Kilkenny the great Bennetsbridge team of the fifties ruled
the roost with the Carrolls, Cleeres, Galweys, Johnny
McGovern and Mickey Kelly all household names.
Meanwhile, in Wexford, the Rathnure of the Rackards, the
Codds and Jim English vied with the St. Aidans of Nick O'
Donnell, Padge Kehoe, Tom Dixon and the Morrisseys, Ted
and Jim, for supremacy. In Waterford Mount Sion were the
kings with a star studded side that included Philly Grimes,
Seamus Power, Frankie Walsh, Larry Guinan, Martin Og
Morrissey and Mick Flanelly.
Whenever such teams met in tournaments crowds would
flock in their thousands and many a rural church or school
owed its roof to the drawing power of such teams.
It was not a time of county leagues, U-21 competitions or A,
B or C grades. There was minor , junior and senior champi-
onships in each county and the clubs themselves saw to it
that there was no shortage of games.

Against such a backdrop the Factory Leagues came into
being in the early fifties with competitions for the big
employers most notably the sugar factories, breweries and
meat factories. In Cork they had their own competitions with
a big city population and big companies such as Fords,
Dunlops and Gouldings.
The Waterford Factory League came into being around
1951/52 at official level after groups had begun playing chal-
lenge games against each other. The competition immedi-
ately took hold and the novelty of seeing players from the
same clubs in serious opposition to each other drew in the
crowds. It was serious stuff indeed, so much so that when
the league was at its most popular one prominent city club
attempted to ban its players from playing because of the
overzealous nature of the on field clashes involving club-
mates.
It was a competition that brought together deadly rivals at
club and county levels in a common cause. Nowhere was
that more evident than in the Clover Meats team, playing
out of Christendom in Ferrybank, that always included a
good mix of club and county hurlers from Kilkenny and
Waterford. Clover, in fact, became the most successful fac-
tory team of that era, winning a number of Waterford,
Munster, Leinster and All Ireland titles.
The Clover club was founded in 1952 and, in its first year,
reached the final of a very strong Waterford competition.
The final, against the Builders, drew a huge crowd to Walsh
Park, or The Sportsfield as it was then known, and a look at
the Clover lineout explains why they were such strong
favourites going into the game. Included in the side were
the Heffernan brothers, Jimmy of 1947 All Ireland fame and
Carrickshock, Paddy of Glenmore and Mickey, who at that
time was playing for Mount Sion and Waterford. Also in the
side were Josie Murphy (Erins Own}, Dixer Treacy
(Ferrybank}, Billy Cooley {De La Salle}, Mick Fitzgerald

HURLING IN CLOVER!
The story of the Clover Meats Hurling Team by Phil Fanning
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{Glenmore} and Sean Williams and Paddy ' Mackey ' Hoban
of Kilmacow.
On the day the Builders upset the odds to win a great game
thanks to the brilliant hurling of All Ireland medallist Eddie
Carew of Waterford {later to play with Clover}, Wexford mid-
fielder Seamus Hearne and a young fellow named Philly
Grimes.
The cup that eluded Clover that day was presented by the
Phelan family who for many years ran the well known
Norris' Corner on the Slievekeale/Barrack St. corner, then
the nearest pub to The Sportsfield. In the years that fol-
lowed that cup was to spend more time across the Suir in
Clover than anywhere else.
The following year Clover went on to contest the Munster
final in Thurles against a star studded Sugar Factory side
that included such stars of the day as Tipperarys' Tommy
Doyle , Mickey Byrne, Sean Kenny, Timmy Ryan and
Tommy Barrett.
The Clover club went from strength to strength and in 1955
they won the Waterford League defeating Public Authorities
in the final. Included in a very strong team were Kilkenny
midfielder John Sutton, Waterfords Martin Og Morrissey,
Tom Nolan of Mooncoin, Joe Galwey of Bennetsbridge and
Eddie O' Dwyer of Slieverue.

The Public Authorities fielded a very strong team drawn
from teachers , gardai, post office and local government
workers. Their big stars were Paddy Buggy, who was work-
ing in the Kilkenny Co. Council office in Newrath, and
Waterfords Seamus Power who was to score the equalising
goal against Kilkenny in the 1959 All Ireland final.

Throughout the fifties Clover dominated Factory League
hurling in Waterford and Munster before moving into the

Leinster championship. There the success story continued
as they went on to win the All Ireland Cup which was in fact
donated by the board of Clover Meats at a cost of what was
then a massive £49. Clover were the first holders of the tro-
phy and the same cup is still played for to this day.

The Clover team of that time was brimful of intercounty and
prominent club players from all over South Kilkenny and
Waterford during what was a great period for hurling in the
region. John Sutton and Slieverues Mickey Walsh played
against Clover colleagues Martin Og Morrissey and John
Barron in the All Ireland finals of '57 and '59. Kevin O'
Connor and Eddie Carew of Waterfords All Ireland winning
side of '48 were also involved.

Mickey 'Browley' Walsh went on to play with Mount Sion
and won six Waterford championship medals to add to the
Kilkenny medal won with Slieverue in 1954 as well as a
Munster championship medal with Waterford in '63 when he
came on as a sub against Kilkenny in the All Ireland Final.
Michael Murphy was another former Slieverue and Kilkenny
player who went on to play with Erins Own and Waterford.
Other intercounty players included Eddie O' Dwyer -
Slieverue and Kilkenny, Seamus Murphy - Erins Own and
Waterford, Tom Nolan - Mooncoin and Kilkenny, Paddy '
Mackey ' Hoban - Kilmacow and Kilkenny, who was one of
the longest serving players in a Clover jersey.
There were many club players from Waterford and Kilkenny
who played with Clover in those early days of the fifties and
who in less formidable times would have made county
teams. Many were household names in their own clubs and
parishes. Players such as Sean Williams, Sean Fleming,
Sean Costolloe and Paddy Sutton of Kilmacow, Billy Cooley
and Paddy Keane of De La Salle, Joe Galwey of

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Bennetsbridge, Sean Curran of Ballygunner, Mickey
Sheridan of Gael Og and Liam O' Connell of Erins Own
whose father was trainer to a number of Kilkenny All Ireland
winning teams.
There was a great atmosphere of comradeship and loyalty
in Clover Meats at that time and the hurling club was very
much the focal point of social activity. In 1957 Clover
became the first Factory team to fly to London for a hurling
game when they beat All Ireland Junior champions London
in New Eltham on august Bank Holiday Monday by 6 - 2 to
3 - 5.

The all male party of 69 travelled at a cost of £4 per person
subsidised by the Clover Board and the Social Club. John
Sutton and Mickey Walsh were unable to travel as they
were assisting Kilkenny in the Leinster final against Wexford
on that Sunday. The entire party listened to the broadcast of
the game in the Galtymore Pub in Kilburn where a house
radio was suspended from the ceiling to get the best possi-
ble reception.
It was a memorable trip in every sense and it is a fact that
on arriving back home early on Tuesday morning the work-
ers went directly to their jobs before going home such was
the spirit of loyalty in Clover in those days. The trip was
repeated with great success in 1959 with a full turnout
including inter county players.

In the sixties many players moved on but others came to
take their places and the Clover G. A. A. success story con-
tinued into the seventies. Notable players on successful
teams in that period included P. J. and Jimmy Ryan of
Carrick Davins and Tipperary, Percy Flynn - Erins Own and
Waterford, Ned Connolly - Mooncoin and Kilkenny and
Tommy Hearne - Ballygunner and Waterford and later to
play with Windgap.

In 1984, the centenary year of the G. A. A., Clover Meats
Personnel Manager Sean Williams of Kilmacow, who was a
founder member of the Clover club and was involved as a
player and official throughout the clubs life, decided to mark
the occasion with a special event. All employees of Clover

who won All Ireland senior medals down through the years
were invited to a special function in Clover to receive a spe-
cial presentation to mark their achievements. The then
President of the G. A. A. Paddy Buggy, whose father Bill
and brother Martin both worked in Clover, was guest of hon-
our.
The oldest player to attend was Martin White of Tullaroan
who won three All Irelands in the thirties with Kilkenny and
was then over ninety years of age. There was a delightful
reunion between Bobby Hincks of Slieverue and Paddy Mc
Mahon of Limerick who marked each other in the 1940 All
Ireland but had never met since that day. The full list of
players in attendance was as follows - Bobby Hincks -
Kilkenny 1939, Eddie Carew - Waterford 1948, Christy
Heffernan - Kilkenny 1982/83/92/93,John Sutton Kilkenny -
1957, Kevin O' Connor - Waterford 1948, Martin Og
Morrissey - Waterford 1959, John Barron - Waterford 1959,
Mickey Walsh - Kilkenny 1957, Ned Buggy - Wexford 1968,
Jimmy Heffernan - Kilkenny 1947, Paddy McMahon -
Limerick 1940, Mick Flanelly - Waterford 1959, Martin White
- Kilkenny 1932/35, Josie Murphy - Waterford 1948.

Clover Meats no longer exists. Like most of the great work-
places of the period referred to, it has passed on. The hurl-
ing tradition that Clover forged however lives on in the
hearts and minds of the men who made it. Men like Sean
Williams who supplied the information and the pictures that
made up this little journey down memory lane.
Clover was part of what was a great hurling era. Those
were the halcyon days of the fifties and sixties when,
between the great inter county championship games, rural
Ireland was alive with the throngs of hurling folk spending
bright, balmy summer evenings at the tournaments and
fetes in places such as Slieverue, Dunamaggin, Kilmacow,
Mullinavat, Mooncoin, Piltown and, probably the biggest of
them all, Dunhill. The same players who battled it out at
such venues were colleagues on factory and county teams
days later.

The Clover story is but one of that time. There are many
more out there just waiting to be told.

ʻTwas a dreary Winters night and the television programmes
were absolutely brutal. I betook myself to reading about the
great GAA games of bygone days. The books and newspaper
cuttings were as Maxwell Smart used say ʻvery interestingʼ
indeed. All the All Ireland successes of Kilkenny hurlers from th
inception of the Association right up to the present day made
for compulsory study of the ways in which they were won or
lost. The sterling battles between the clubs were there in naked
print with an odd ballad or poem thrown in.

Then suddenly came a brain wave. The games are chronicled
in minute detaill by many authors, but no one has thought of
putting the poems and ballads between covers. So now, I
asked myself ʻwill I do it?ʼ The big question was where to start.
I had a fair number of ballads myself and they were to form
the basis of the collection. Then a phone call to Pat Treacy on
Radio Kilkenny and an appeal was launched on the airwaves.
The response was to say the least fantastic, with ballads and
poems about county, club, camogie, handball and stars of the
past arriving almost on a daily basis. Some even came from
exiled friends in England who also saw the appeal in the
Kilkenny People. A series of visits to the County Library in
Johnʼs Quay was beneficial as the County Librarian Jim
Fogarty, a renowned Gael, and his staff were more than helpful
in the quest for material.

Now at last the book is almost ready and every All Ireland that
was won by the Black and Amber has a ballad or poem com-
memorating the historic occasion. Practically all the clubs of
County Kilkenny have a song or two about them and, as the
President of the GAA, Sean McCague says in his foreword, ʻa
void has been filled.ʼ

Our long lost music and songs of the Gael have been rescued
from the dim and distant past and put between covers for our
generation and the ones to come to read and enjoy. I am
delighted to be the one who has collected and compiled our
great ballad and poetry records on the GAA since1884.

It has been a labour of love and a feeling that at the end of the
day it was well worth the effort. That dream on a dirty Winterʼs
night has been well and truly fulfilled.

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Enthusiasm isnʼt his middle name, but it might as well be. Joseph
Patrick Hennessy has seen something on the RTE News earlier in the
evening about Dublin hurlingʼs blueprint for change and heʼs bubbling
with chat about what a great idea it is, how the sport needs Dublin to
be strong, how travelling up to Croke Park for the Leinster semi-finals
has been such a dead loss in recent seasons. Then thereʼs the hand-
ball. He loved the game when he was a young lad but gave it up when
he made the Kilkenny minor team. The last couple of years, though,
heʼs been seduced by its siren song once more and is “tipping away at
it”, playing a bit with someone called Duxie Walsh two nights a week
over in OʼLoughlins. Itʼs competitive (Duxie gives him a certain number
of aces up), it keeps him trim and once a fortnight the two of them
team up to travel to New Ross and play a local pair. While having fun
is the primary motivation, “taking a few bob off the Wexford lads” is
occasionally part of the package too, a part he doesnʼt particularly find
an encumbrance.

Hennessyʼs competitive instincts wouldnʼt allow him anything of the
sort. Forty-four years of age and still full of the joys of life. Still full of
bounce and cheer and optimism. Still a winner. Just as Joe Hennessy -
three times an All Ireland senior hurling medallist, five times an All Star
in three different positions and chosen at right-half back on Kilkennyʼs
Team of the Century - always was. One of the most popular and most
skilful Kilkenny hurlers of his generation or any other, he spanned two
eras. Eddie Keher and Pat Henderson were reaching the end of their
days as he was materialising. DJ Carey was coming in the front door
as he was departing. In between was medal after medal, memory upon
memory and hearteningly few regrets. Okay, there were one or two
regrets, but only one or two. One match that continues to scald him is
the 1977 Leinster club final. James Stephens were defending their
provincial and All Ireland club titles. Camross beat them by a point in
Carlow. Bah! Bah! again where the 1987 All Ireland final against
Galway is concerned. “My last opportunity to win an All Ireland medal,
as it turned out. We missed a few chances that day. It was one that got
away, and it could have been hauled in. But other days youʼre lucky,
you sneak victories that you shouldnʼt and you say nothing about it.
They usually balance out.”

In truth, the pain of losing to Camross was no more than a mild
ache after the pride and pleasure Hennessy and his team-mates had
experienced 11 months earlier in flooring Blackrock in the 1976 All
Ireland decider at Semple Stadium. On an afternoon of howling wind
and rain, James Stephensʼ status as underdogs was quickly franked as
Blackrock, already twice winners of the competition and numbering
such notables as Frank Cummins, Dermot McCurtain, John Horgan
and Ray Cummins in their ranks, hit a breeze-assisted 2-1 without
reply in the opening minutes.

Then, as Tom Ryall put it in Kilkenny: The GAA Story 1884-1984, a
tactical rearrangement stemmed the tide. “Sean ʻGeorgieʼ Leahy made
a vital switch at this stage. He brought Joe Hennessy from right-half
forward to right-half back. Hennessy proceeded to play the proverbial
blinder. The Village men had cut the gap to five points by the interval,
dominated the second half with the elements at their back, hit the front
with a goal from a Liam OʼBrien penalty (“anyone else would have
taken the safe option and done the obvious thing by putting the ball
over the bar, but that wasnʼt Chunky,” Hennessy declares) nine minutes
from time and had six points to spare at the final whistle, 2-10 to 2-4.
Hennessy, who remembers the scoreline like it were yesterday, finds it
difficult to recall a sweeter hour on a hurling field.

“A fantastic win against a great team. Much of it was down to
Georgie and the late Bill Cody, Brianʼs father, and the work theyʼd put
into hurling for years beforehand. If a young lad in the Village was able
to swing a hurl, they practically demanded that he go hurling. The pair
of them laid the foundations for us winning two All Ireland club titles.
We had a number of inter-county players on the team in 1976, but our
real strength was that we also had plenty of very good club players -
Niall Morrissey, Mick Taylor. Mick Leahy, who scored a goal in every
game leading up to the All Ireland final that year and in the final itself.
Paddy Neary, who hadnʼt played for Kilkenny yet. There was a tremen-
dous bond there. I remember that after the All Ireland, the entire panel

went out on consecutive Sundays ˆ first to Rathvilly in Carlow, then to
Knocktopher ˆ to knock ash trees for hurls to do us for the next couple
of years. It showed the loyalty everyone had to each other”

Joe Hennessy never needed anyone to demand that he go hurling.
His introduction to the sport came courtesy of his late father Paddy, a
hurling fanatic who used to run the seven-a-side games in the
Waterbarrack. “Sunday mornings. Large crowds. Good hurling, with the
odd oulʼ boxing match fired in. That was how it started for me.” The
Hennessys moved from Dean Street to William Street when Joe was
11, at which point the Fair Green became the centre of his world. He
captained Kilkenny CBS to county under-12 success in1968, lined out
under-14 and under-16 for St Maryʼs and won a Leinster junior col-
legesʼ title with the CBS, defeating St Peterʼs of Wexford in the final in
New Ross, before joining James Stephens at the age of 17. Roses all
the way from then on.

Looking back on it, he reckons he couldnʼt have done his hurling at
a more auspicious time, and not only because club and county were
both on a high. An inter-county playerʼs existence was far less intense
than it is today, he points out, the three league games before
Christmas helping to alleviate some of the burden. It might well have

been more enjoyable too, he muses, recalling the craic that was had
travelling to league matches with the late PJ OʼNeill at the wheel and
Fan Larkin, Mick Crotty and Paddy Neary as fellow passengers, or the
challenge posed by the atmosphere in Tulla, where Clare were impreg-
nable in the National League for donkeyʼs years (“we drew there one
year and it was as good as a win”). Also, at a time when the world was
a far bigger place and consumer spending was a phrase that had yet
to enter the Irish vernacular, the wide-eyed wonder of the All Star trips
canʼt be overlooked. Seeing New York, Chicago, San Francisco, LA.
Bonding with the footballers, men like Joe Cassells, Jack OʼShea and
Mikey Sheehy. Even the queasy episode of the Atlantic crossing on the
plane whose hydraulics packed in prior to landing in JFK - the pilot had
to circle forages burning off fuel before belly flopping on a runway omi-
nously lined with fire engines ˆ can be related with a grin now.

Toughest opponents? Many, primarily the late Pat Carroll of
Offaly. “From start to finish he was a bundle of energy. Great heart.
Never gave up, and he had the feet to carry him around. Youʼd have to
be concentrating for the whole match.” Martin Quigley of Wexford. John

the mould of Jamesie OʼConnor, and very unlucky not to win an All
Ireland medal”).

Biggest influences? His father Paddy. The aforementioned Messrs
Leahy and Cody. Tommy OʼBrien in the CBS primary school. More
obliquely, Paddy Moran of Bennettsbridge, whose hurling the young
Hennessy admired on the grounds that “he always seemed to be in the
right place at the right time”. Not forgetting Fr Tommy Maher, whose
path he too briefly crossed. “Occasionally Fr Maher would come and
join in in a line when we were hitting the ball on the ground during
training in Nowlan Park.

The Roinn A Championship welcomed
Tullogher-Rosbercon into its ranks, for
the first time in that club's History, and
they were joined from the South by
Mooncoin, who having vacated their
position on the Roinn A rostrum for a few
years, were back to make an enthralling
seven-team Championship, which pro-
duced excitement all the way to the final
game. The other teams involved were,

Graig-Ballycallan, James Stephens and
Dicksboro. Played on a League basis,
this division ran simultaneously with the
Féile na nGael tournament.

It
was sweet revenge for the Boro lads, as
they had been dumped out of the Féile
competition by the Village, and that
stung. The score in Larchfield was
Dicksboro 2-8 James Stephens 1-3.
Graig-Ballycallan travelled down to
Ballyhale, and returned home with an
emphatic win (5-3 to 0-5). O'Loughlins

made amends for their poor showing in
their opener against Mooncoin, when
they had a huge win (5-16 to 3-4) over
Tullogher-Rosbercon in St John's Park.

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hurlers of James Stephens and
Dicksboro were scheduled for
Nowlan Park at 7.0pm.

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Aphotograph of the Kilkenny All
Ireland winning side of 1935
shows Paddy Larkin leaning on

his hurley, cap tipped back, a look of
quiet determination etched on his fea-
tures. It was the third of his four All
Ireland successes. No match report of
the time fails to mention Paddy as hav-
ing had less than a major impact on pro-
ceedings. The same words were to
appear in subsequent reports over half a
century later in regard to both Fan and
Philly. In fact in none of the four photo-
graphs taken of Paddy during that glori-
ous era betray anything less than a grim
focus. Little did he know those victories
were only the beginning of what was to
become a unique hurling dynasty. His
son Fan would go on to emulate his
father, winning four titles himself during
another Kilkenny purple patch in the six-
ties and seventies. The year 2000 had a
natural symmetry and it was fitting that
the torch was passed to Philly,who in
playing on the victorious Kilkenny side of
that year, completed a sacred hurling
trinityand moved the family tradition into
the next century. It was a testament to
that most enigmatic of factors, tradition.
Never before achieved in hurling, the
Donellans of Dunmore in Galway, had
only just completed the football equiva-
lent in 1998.
The determination on Paddys face in

those brown and grainy pictures was a
quality he bestowed on his son and,
indeed, his grandson. Philly was only
two years old when his grandfather
passed on, but there was no shortage of
stories about the great man as his
exploits were well documented.
But there are no guarantees - talent

and hurling breeding alone will not suf-
fice. Application, desire, timing and luck
are required in no less quantity. It never
comes easy and, when Philly was part
of two loosing Kilkenny sides in the
finals of 98 and 99, he could have been
forgiven for doubting if it would ever
happen.
However, when Philly first pulled on

the Black and Amber as a thirteen year
old to take part in the Tony Forristel tour-
nament in Waterford, I doubt it caused
him to itch. The journey had begun.
Philly was born and brought up in the
heartland of James Stephens country, in
the shadows of the Village clubhouse.
Ball games and particularly hurling were
a way of life from early on. The skills
were honed unknowingly through long
hours of practice, with a multitude of
local kids playing and dreaming of future
stardom.

“We played ball all the time, a bit of
soccer in the afternoons and then hurl-
ing until dark and even after that. All the
brothers and every kid around played.”

Philly was lucky to be part of a club
with a strong underage scene. The vil-
lage were never far from finals and
Philly stood out from early on. Playing

on a U/12 St. Patricks De La Salle side
in 1985 that included Brian McEvoy, he
won his first county title, defeating a
Kilmanagh Primary school side that con-
tained such luminaries as Denis Byrne
and Damien Cleere. A man who would
become a life-long mentor was coach of
that team, one Brian Coady.

Philly stood out from early on. Not too
many senior hurlers had passed through
St. Patricks in recent years but Philly
was always a cut above.

The next real watershed was Phillyʼs
elevation to the County Minor panel in
1990. It was a year of concentrated suc-
cess as that other bastion of hurling of
which Philly was a part, St. Kierans,
completed a three in a row of All Ireland
College titles defeating St. Flannanʼs in

Mitchelstown in the decider. This was a
team of real stars.
Playing with Philly that day were PJ

Delaney, Canice Brennan and Andy
Comerford among others. Similar
esteemed company accompanied him
onto the county minor panel of the same
year. Following a draw in Croke Park,
Kilkenny went on to defeat Cork in the
replay in Thurles. So the first prestigious
county honour of Phillyʼs career had
been won, and the seemingly inevitable
journey towards emulating his father and
grandfather continued. But no rite of
passage comes about without some low
points on the way. The following year
Philly was again part of the minor scene
and was selected at right half back in a
semi-final that did not go to script.
Towards the end of the game, with
Kilkenny three points up, Philly found
himself entagled with no less a man
than Geoffrey McGonagle. Following the
ensuing trading of niceties Philly was
sent to the line and later reported for
striking with the hurley. This resulted in a
months suspension which saw him miss
the defeat of Tipperary in the final. That
hurts to this day.
“Whatever happened that day, I didnʼt

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strike him with the hurl. It was a terrible blow for a young fella.
I was fine on the train on the way up, but once the lads togged
out it really hit me. Even though I played throughout that year I
couldnt be credited with the All Ireland win.”

Howeve, follow-
ing that disappoint-
ment the move up
to the U/21 scene
came the following
year and the
beginning of a
three year stint on
that team began.
The 1993 team
reached the All
Ireland final, losing
to a strong Galway
side after a replay.
Revenge however
was to come the
following year.

“I actually
played the semi-
final in ʻ94 with a
cracked jaw. We
were pucking
around in training
and Sammy
Morrisey, my future
brother in law,
accidently stuck me in the face with the ball. It was sorted
before the final but there was a bit of a melee after the parade
in the final against Galway and I got a belt in the mouth. That
really riled me up, maybe too much, it took me a while to set-
tle.

When he did, he went on to play on of his best games for
the U/21s.

Following a sterling performance for the Village in a defeat
by Graigue/Ballycallan in the 1995 championship,came the
fateful call to the senior panel for the league of the same year.
On a dirty wet day in Nowlan Park, Philly lined out in the half
back line alongside fellow city men, Mark Dowling and Dan
OʼNeill. When asked about his transition to the senior ranks he
says,

“I found the change difficult at first. At underage or club
level the tendency is to sweep across the half back line, you
donʼt get away with that at senior level. Your marker will score
if given the space, that takes some getting used to.”

Ollie Walshʼs 92/93 winning team was on the wane and
Philly was joined on the panel by Andy Comerford and Peter
Barry around that time.and Brian Coady never had doubts
about Phillys senior credentials,

“He is an excellent hurler, very strong under the high ball, a
great striker of the ball and very much a team player, some-
times his man might get a score but very often he is attempt-
ing to cover across the line, sacrificing himself if you like.”

Philly is very philosophical about the expectations of being
a third generation All Ireland winner which were surfacing
around that time.

“When I was younger it wasnʼt a problem, you just played
away. Once I got onto the senior team I began to hear talk of
it. Not at home though. Dad has been a great influence on me
- he might give you a hard time about what your man scored
but he never put pressure on you. The third generation thing
wasnʼt something we dwelled on. I heard the talk, though.”

As stated already, success never comes easily, and the
intensity of training for the hurling championship had risen.
The bar having been raised by Clare in 1995. Philly and his
inter-county compatriots were to suffer consecutive disappoint-
ments in 1998 and 1999. In 1998, the first back door final saw

Kilkenny and a contro-
versy-ridden Offaly
side reach the final.
The events of that day
are well documented,
suffice to say a deter-
mined Kilkenny side
again reached the fol-
lowing yearʼs final,
anxious to right the
perceived the wrong
of the previous year. It
remains a mystery to
many Kilkenny men
as to what went wrong
in the last fifteen min-
utes of that day.

“That was a terrible
day. I never read the
papers or watch the
TV but there was
serious hype prior to
the game. The sup-
porters were compla-
cent but I can honest-
ly say the players

werenʼt. I remember my father saying that thereʼs no such
thing as a bad Cork hurler. That was in my head leaving for
Dublin that day. One thing though, if we had won that day, it
would have meant that my grandfather, my father and myself
would have won All Irelands in the corner back position.”

There was rarely as determined a team as the Kilkenny
side that embarked on the championship of 2000. It turned out
to be an interesting year for Philly, culminating in the Holy
Grail of the third generation All Ireland medal. There were a
few bumps on the way.

“There is no doubt I was lucky to still be on the team for the
final. Against Offaly, Brendan Murphy got away from me a cou-
ple of times and scored. But I played much better in the sec-
ond half - not many noticed that though. Against Galway, Alan
Kerins got four points off me, again the second half went bet-
ter though. But I kept going, training hard, I knew I wasnʼt hurl-
ing anyway near my potential. By the time the final came, I
was looking forward to marking Brendan Murphy.”

About that year, Manager Brian Cody says the following,

“Philly had difficult periods during that year. His attitude
remained excellent in training, though, and he was realistic
about his own performances and didnʼt let it get to him. Myself
and the selectors had every faith in him. Philly is a man for the
big day, the hype doesnʼt get to him and he went on to have
his best ever game in the final.”

It was an extremely proud day for the Larkins - the torch
had well and truly passed. Paddy was sure to be smiling down
from the great Hurling pitch on high. Philly had reached hurling
Nirvana.

So what of the future? In these days of intense preparation
and time commitments it is difficult to see Philly going on to
win four All Ireland medals like his father and grandfather,
although the look in that photograph comes to mind, Paddy
Larkin – 1935, knowing that same determination has been
passed on, you know, it wouldnʼt surprise me if he did.

The sad passing of Jack Dunne severed
a link with the club stretching back to its
foundation in 1953. Popularly and affec-
tionately known as “Daddy Man”, or the
“Da Man”, he was always the first name
on every bodyʼs lips whenever hurling in
Graignamanagh was mentioned. When a
group of people decided to break away
from the Brandon Rovers and form a
new club in Graig, it was the “Da Man”
who cycled to Thomastown with a pock-
etful of signed transfer forms for Seamus
McKenna, the then Hon. Secretary of the
Southern Board, and so the St. Vincents
Club came into being.
Jack was one of the shining lights of the
new club and was a member of the victo-
rious Kilkenny Junior team which won All
Ireland honours in 1956. Although in the
Autumn of a distinguished career, he
was a member of the Graignamanagh
team which made the big breakthrough
in 1972, when the club formerly known
as St. Vincents won their only Junior
Hurling title
When his playing career was over, he
dedicated his time to training and coach-
ing and he coached the Graig
Intermediate team which won their sec-
ond Intermediate title in 1980, when they
overcame a Dick OʼHara and Paudie

Lannon led
Thomastown side in
an exciting final. He
also trained
Ballymurphy to a
couple of Carlow
final appearances
and Marshalstown in
Wexford.
He also served as a
selector with the
Kilkenny Under 21
side during his long
career. He will be
fondly remembered
for his easy going
manner, and strong-
ly held convictions
on how the game should be played and,
at times,he could be controverseal  One
of his greatest strengths was his ability
to argue  his corner, without descending
to the depths of insult or personal abuse.
Throughout the county everybody has
their own favourite story about the “Da
Man”, who was a larger than life charac-
ter, both on and off the field. Being an
above average forward in his prime, it
would come as no surprise that he chose
Christy Ring, Jimmy Langton, Tim Flood
and Eddie Keher as the greatest he ever
saw.
The passing of Gaels like Jack, leaves a

void in every club, but thanks to their
ability with a camán they leave behind a
rich legacy which brings its rewards
throughout every parish where hurling is
played

With Aidan Fogarty, what you see is what you get. A styl-
ish, clean cut, well organised, self-assured individual.
Those who remember him as a stylish wing back for

Offaly during the eighties will endorse the picture. The holder of
two All Ireland medals in 81 and 83, two All Star awards in ʻ82
and ʻ89, six Leinster medals, a Leinster U21 medal, two Offaly
U21 and four minor hurling championships, eight senior titles
and a club All Ireland final appearance with St. Rynaghs in 83
is slow to mention the honours he has gained but his story mir-
rors the success of Offaly during the eighties.
The Offaly years
The second of five boys has fond memories of his early

years. ʻBanagher is the home town. St Rynaghs the home club
from my early days to my last days it was St Rynaghs .We
were a hurling family and my father who hurled with Killeigh,
was always an influence as was Bro Denis in Presentation
College Birr.ʼ As with all players, the club was the focal point.
ʻOur club, St. Rynaghs, was only formed in 1959 and six years
later we were beaten in the 1964 final, won in 1965 and we
then won ten titles out of twelve appearances.ʼ
Offalyʼs first break through was achieved in 1978 when they

won the Leinster U21. ʻWe played Laois in the final, which was
unusual. Laois had beaten Kilkenny and Offaly had beaten
Wexford so it was a unique pairing. It was the first hint of
maybe Offaly starting to make a breakthrough.ʼ
His inter county career began in the League 76-77 and finished
in ʻ92 when he lined out at centre back for the injured Roy
Mannion. Dermot Healy came in ʻ79 and the Offaly break-
through came soon afterwards with the famous Leinster title
victory in 1980.
ʻI think there were less than ten thousand people in Croke Park
that day and most of them Iʼd say were Kilkenny people but if
you talk to Offaly people now everyone was there. 
An All Ireland appearance soon followed. ʻI suppose from our
point of view it was unbelievable because we had come along
quite quickly. 1980 was our first Leinster Final victory and then
just the following year to win the All Ireland. It all happened
very quickly.ʼ ʻGalway had won it the previous year and were
hot favorites and thought they couldnʼt be beaten which was
maybe their undoing. We had a bad first half that day and only
that Pat Carroll scored a goal it would have been a very one-
sided score line at half time. We just kept plugging away. That
was one thing Dermot Healy said, you just keep it going, keep
on hurling. and it happened that we just put a few scores
together and we got the Johnny Flaherty goal at the right time.ʼ
The hero that day was Pat Delaney, for whom he has the high-
est regard. ʻPaddy Delaney was a great long range free taker,
very accurate and in my time in hurling I have never seen any-
one to be as consistent.ʼ
Was it a goal?
1982 was a heartbreak year with the still controversial

Kilkenny goal a turning point. Ever the sportsman, he is very
fair in his summary. ʻI can remember the high ball coming down
from Dick OʼHara, and Damien Martin was shepherding the ball
out wide and I think Kieran Brennan and myself turned back
out the field and then I heard the roar behind me. Well my
reading of it is, if the flag goes up it counts whether its right or
wrong.ʼ
The Centenary All Ireland was another episode filled with

mixed emotions. ʻIt was a little bit unreal, I suppose, playing it
in Thurles. Croke Park to a Leinster team is a home venue, but

Thurles to us - itʼs a little bit alien, In hindsight we werenʼt as
well tuned in maybe. There was a lot of talk. The long delay
before the game for the oration and the fact that a lot of papers
had tipped us that year as well didnʼt help. On the day we had
a few chances early in the game and we didnʼt take them. Cork
were just the better team as things worked out. It was a very
disappointing day.ʼ Of his opponents of that era, Kieran
Brennan whom he first played against in colleges hurling, he
puts down as his most difficult opponent. 
OʼLoughlinʼs
In 1984 Aidan began work in Kilkenny and came to live here in
1988. Soon after his retirement, he became involved in
OʼLoughlinʼs. ʻI started with Brian Murphy and Johnny Sherid
an with the under 14s.ʼ He has fond memories of winning an
U14 hurling and football championship over Graigue
–Ballycallan.
He continued with the U14s until four years ago when Mick
Nolan asked him to come on board with the seniors. ʻI must
say this year I got immense satisfaction out of it being involved
with Mick Nolan and Seanie Tyrrell. We prefer to call ourselves
a management team. There was great camaraderie there. We
were ambitious and everyone shared that ambition, so it meant
that everyone worked well together. We were all the time
reaching a bit higher, and achieving the next goal beating
teams that always used to beat us.ʼ
The 2000 final slipped away when, during the second half,

they had several bad wides and Graigue tagged on the points
to win. This year the emergence of the likes of Brian Hogan
gave them an extra option at the back while the whole team
was a year older and more experienced. ʻThe goal this year
was to win a Kilkenny Championship and we have achieved
that. Next year we have to go back and try and equal that, but
once you satisfy one ambition you have to go on and look for
something else. Likewise with the Leinster Club Championship,
next year we want to go further.ʼ 
He has always admired the Kikenny Club scene.ʼWe used to

come down to the Kilkenny county Final because that was
where the best club hurling was to be seenʼ The change in for-
mat in Kilkenny this year he views as an improvement. ʻUp to
this year, everything hinged on the first round match - I always
thought that was a little bit unfair - whereas this year in the
League you had five chances to get it right. With the tiered sys-
tem, there was reward for doing well in the League. 
Naturally failing to Birr was a disappointment particularly giving
away what he considered two poor goal efforts and failing to
make their second half period of dominance pay on the score
board. 
Aidan Fogarty has been an integral part of the success of his
Club side St, Rynaghʼs and the rise of Offaly hurling in the 80s.
He now looks set to achieve a similar record as part of the
management team with OʼLoughlin Gaels.

Only five teams lined up for the
Duggan Steel Roinn A champi-
onship. James Stephens -

always installed near the favourites
mark for the championship every
year, pulled a real “corker” in
Ballyhale Shamrocks for their opening
game, while the reigning champions,
Carrickshock wondered could they
make Hugginstown history by winning
this championship for the second
time in succession. Before they could
allow themselves the luxury of think-
ing in those terms, they had the
“small” matter of the Dicksboro chal-
lenge to address in the first round.
The Boro were cock-a-hoop after their
younger lads had beaten James
Stephens in the Roinn A under-14
final. The quintet of competing teams
was completed by Mooncoin, who,
with not little ambitions of their own
were waiting in the wings.
The first draw from the hat pitched the
finalists of twelve months previously,
Carrickshock and Dicksboro into a “win-
ner take all” contest. In an exceptionally
good game, where the outcome was in
doubt to the final whistle, the defending
champions, Carrickshock won by three

points. Richie Power was a huge player
for the ʻShock, scoring 1-5 of his sideʼs
total. The Boro lads never gave up trying
all through.They opened their scoring
after eight minutes, with a spectacular
Derek Duggan goal. The sides were
level on four occasions, which was
indicative of the quality of game we had.
They were level at the half way stage,
but points from Power inside the last ten
minutes were instrumental in keeping the
champs in front by three points, a margin
that the Boro lads were not able to over-
come.
The final score read, Carrickshock 1-6
Dicksboro 1-3.
James Stephens opened their champi-
onship account with a very tidy, impres-
sive win over the great rivals from down
south, Ballyhale Shamrocks, in the other
first round game. The city side lead at
half time by 0-10 to 0-2, and were look-
ing all-over winners at that stage. But
they didnʼt bargain for the resilience of
the Shamrocks lads, who were inspired
by a Cha Fitzpatrick goal early in the
new half. Even though the Village won
by 1-15 to Shamrocksʼ 1-8, the score
was not a true reflection of the game.
James Stephens were grateful that
David McCormack was in excellent
shooting form, as he belted over nine
points- seven from frees. He was well

assisted by Jamie Quane who shot 1-2,
Adrian Harkin who scored 0-2, and
Matthew Ruth who recorded two more
points. As already stated, Cha
Fitzpatrick was the real star of the
Shamrocks outfit scoring 1-4. Their other
scorers were Donncha Fitzpatrick 0-2,
Michael Carroll and Mark Aylward who
scored a point apiece. TJ Reid in the
Shamrocks goal also contributed enor-
mously towards stemming the James
Stephens goal rush with some terrific
saves.
The way was now clear for the semi-final
stages of the competition. “Wils card”
Mooncoin came into the championship at
this stage. Surprisingly we had one all-
city semiʼ, where James Stephens faced
OʼLoughlins, and one all-rural semiʼ, with
Carrickshock and Mooncoin facing up to
each other.
The city derby was a real humdinger
from the start. Pride played a huge part
in this game. Neither side was disposed
towards any form of benevolence. Every
ball was contested as if life itself depend-
ed upon the outcome. Again for James
Stephens, David McCormack displayed
his talents to their fullest, and he needed
to, as OʼLoughlins had their shooting star
also in Maurice Nolan. McCormack regis-
tered 0-8 (0-5 frees) of his sides total,
while Nolan fired over five very valuable

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points for the green and whites. At half
time the sides were inseparable- 1-4 to
0-7.

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Major Development
Over the last couple of years the com-
mittee and officers of the club have
embarked on a refurbishment program
aimed at upgrading the dressing room
facilities at the club grounds. The com-
mittee has recognized for a long time
that the playing space within the club
grounds has been inadequate to service
the needs of both adult and juvenile
members. With this in mind club officials
investigated the possibility of acquiring
additional grounds but the parishes close
proximity to Waterford and the demand
for development land has pushed land
prices in the area way beyond the
means of the club. With this in mind the
committee decided to try and maximize
the use of existing club prop-
erty. It was decided to relo-
cate the existing adult pitch
and lay a new juvenile pitch.
The new juvenile pitch
dimensions will be approxi-
mately 100 meters by 80
meters. This will relieve the
pressure on the adult pitch
and will help to make it avail-
able more often to adult and
older youth members. The
re-organization of the club
grounds will mean that up to
three nets will have to be
installed within the grounds
at a substantial cost to the
club. With the completion of
the club grounds redevelop-
ment it is hoped that the
infrastructure will meet the
needs of the next generation
of club players.

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Tommy OʼNeill, the man we all remember at
hurling and football games all over the
county, with his trusty camera capturing
players, teams, supporters and all things
GAA, games has gone to his eternal
reward. The news took some time to come
to terms with. Could it be true that the man
who just a couple of short hours earlier had
been as busy as usual at the Kilkenny ver-
sus Dublin Leinster minor hurling champi-
onship game in Carlow was no longer with
us? When it eventually sank in my thoughts
went back to the many times we had sol-
diered at various venues to bring back news
in words and pictures of games of varying
importance. To Tommy every gamewas
importatnt, be it the most humble tourna-
ment match at his beloved Prince Grounds
(Castlecomer) to the All Ireland Final in
Croke Park. Who will ever forget his brilliant
snapshot of the lid of the Bob O Keeffe cup
almost hitting the President Mary McAleese
as Denis Byrne hoisted it proudly aloft.
Tommy was the only photographer in Croke
Park to capture that moment but he got just
as much satisfaction from pictures of school
teams, or indeed photos of his own grand-
children, as from anything taken at Croke
Park, Nowlan Park, Semple Stadium,
Ballyragget or Ballyhale.
Tommy was also a most helpful individual.
This publication will be ever indebted to him
for the many photos he supplied to us down
through the years. Nothing was too much
trouble for him. When asked for a picture of a
certain event, he invariably came up with it.
In his early years, Tommy played hurling
with his native Erinʼs Own. He won a junior
championship medal with them in 1958
before emigrating to America. He was
known as the ʻrubber manʼ such was his
ability to shake off hard knocks and bounce
back.
He returned from exile some years ago and
turned a lifetimes interest in photography
into gainful employment.
The loss of his wife, Pat, a couple of years
ago was a major shock that affected him
deeply. His first duty early every morning
after that devastating blow was to pray at
her graveside.
Tommy was well known as a photographer.
Not so well known was his work for charity
and good causes particularly the Home
Care team for whom he worked tirelessly. In
recent years, he raised thousands of

pounds for that particular organisation with
an Annual draw which he ran almost single
handedly.
Tommy OʼNeill was a man of many parts.
He was a top class photographer, a great
charity worker, a lover of all things Gaelic,
but, most of all, a devoted family man. The
crowds at the removal of his remains were
testimony to his popularity. He will long be
remembered in his native parish of
Castlecomer, a town of which he was rightly
proud. This publication will also feel his loss
deeply. To his family we send our deepest
sympathy.

On Sunday 21 October as James Stephens
were preparing to defend their county U-21
title, word came through that the Club
President and former chairman of 16 years
had passed away.
Bill was born in Baunskeha, Thomastown a
place he held dear to his heart. He married
Annie Hoyne of Ballinamona in 1949 and
set up house in Sheestown in the early
1950s.
In the early sixties Bill became involved in
James Stephens GAA club. Together with
Sean ʻGeorgieʼ Leahy they formed a youth
section within the club. It brought spectacu-
lar success, contesting six county minor
finals between 1965 and 1971, winning four
of them. In the same years the club contest-
ed six U-21 finals and won numerous U-16
titles in both football and hurling.
Bill was elected vice-chairman in 1967 and
chairman in 1969. He served an unbroken
sixteen years in office until he retired in
1985. Under Billʼs leadership the club grew
in strength and contested eight county sen-
ior finals, winning four in 1969, ʻ76, ʻ77 and
ʻ81. Two All Ireland Club titles were captured
in 1976 against Blackrock and 1982 over
Mount Sion.
Through the clubs golden era, Bill took great
pride in seeing many James Stephens play-
ers wear the Black and Amber with distinc-
tion, none more so than when he saw his
son, Brian, become the first city and club-
man to captain a senior All Ireland winning
side and subsequently manage the team of
2000.
Under Billʼs chairmanship the club pur-
chased its main club grounds at Larchfield
and developed its present impressive club
facilities.
Bill served as a county minor selector in
1966-ʼ68 and 1971 and as a senior selector
in 1971. He was a club delegate to the
Northern Board, the U-16 Board and County
Board at various times. Bill served Royal
Liver Assurance loyally from 1946 to his
retirement. He was known and respected as
a gentleman throughout counties Kilkenny
and Carlow and by everyone who knew him
in business and sport.
Billʼs parting is a great loss to James
Stephens club, the parish and his many
friends in the Sheestown area. His loss will
of course be felt greatest by his wife Annie,

When news broke on Monday morning 19th
February 2001 that one of Mullinavat's most
talented young sportsmen had been tragi-
cally killed in a road accident, the entire
community, and indeed the whole county
was in a state of shock. For his loving fami-
ly, his friends in Mullinavat and beyond this
news was just too cruel to bear. Keith had
played a starring role for Kilkenny under-21
footballers on the Saturday,  and turned out
with his club the following morning in their
opening senior football match of the season.
A few short weeks previously, Keith had
been hugely inspirational in helping his club
win their first ever Roinn A under-21 football
title. Keith had been eagerly awaiting the
2001-playing season and was determined to
play his part in the club's hurling and foot-
ball campaigns.  Little did we in the club
think on that Sunday morning as he joked
and chatted with his team mates that it
would be the last match he would play for
us.  Keith was an outstanding hurler and
footballer and had played with distinction on
many under age county teams in hurling
and football. He was an ever-present mem-
ber of all Mullinavat's hurling and football
victories during the past few years.  
He made his first appearance for his club in
the 1993 primary schools final and even at
that early age he showed that he had that
vital ingredient in a player. He had a pres-
ence on the field that was to become obvi-
ous to all who subsequently came in contact
with him in his short but glittering playing
career. His talent really blossomed when he
went to Good Counsel Secondary School in
New Ross and he became one of a select
few Kilkenny men to win an all-Ireland
Football medal when he lined out at centre
back in the 1999 All Ireland Colleges Senior
Football Final. 
Keith was a quiet lad off the field but a
fierce competitor on it and the respect he
gained from his team mates and opponents
alike was obvious from the huge turnout at
his funeral . We will never forget the sheer
numbness and sadness in Mullinavat as his
coffin was flanked by guards of honour from
his teammates in Mullinavat, Good Counsel
and Kilkenny jerseys. The Mullinavat players
decided that they would remember Keith in
their own way by not wearing the number 11
jersey for the remainder of the year. How fit-
ting it was then that in his acceptance
speech following Mullinavat's victory in the
Intermediate Hurling final in Nowlan Park ,
team captain Mossy Murphy  should dedi-
cate the win to Keith.

Dinny Keane went to his eternal reward on

Monday July 30th in the company of his
closest family, in the Avondale Nursing
Home, at the ripe old age of 90 years.
Dinny, or as he was endearingly referred to,
“Timber” was a charismatic character, a
bachelor all his life, who enjoyed the care-
free life to its ultimate. From farming stock,
Dinny was a hugely popular man, with one
and sundry. He had a mischevous sense of
humour, and a penchant for delivering it at
the opportune moment. He had a great
interest in greyhound racing,and coursing.
But his greatest sporting interest centred
around hurling. He was a member fo the
Kilkenny team that won the Leinster and All-
Ireland finals of 1939 - the thunder and light-
ning All-Ireland. From that time he estab-
lished a close relationship with the great
Jimmy Phelan, who played left corner for-
ward on that team. Jimmy was in atten-
dance at Dinnyʼs funeral when he was laid
to rest in Danesfort Cemetry. His Requiem
wa concelebrated by Msgr Martin Campion,
and Dinnyʼs great friend, Fr John OʼBrien in
Kells Church. Fr. Reynolds was also in
attendance. In his youth, Dinny was a
superb handballer, a good cricketer, and a
very keen fisherman. He followed the for-
tunes of all Kilkenny teams over the years,
and he was particularly interested in the
prowess of his close relative, John Power.
It was only a few years ago that he
played golf in Callan, against the Emerald
Golf Society from New York, in the company
of some of the greatest names that ever
wielded a hurley. He loved being in the com-
pany of hurling men, and he would ask
nothing finer than to be spinning the yarns
with Tipp lads in particular. Up to a short
time before his death, he was a regular card
player at many of the hostelries in Callan,
Windgap, Kells and Dunnamaggin. He is
survived by his sisters, Nell and Sheila, his
niece and nephew

Jimmy was a boyhood hero of mine, having

got to know him in the mid 40s.He was a
giant of a man in the Piltown Club as a
hurler,trainer and selector.I renewed my
friendship with Jimmy and his lovely
wife,Nancy, in '58 and he was a loyal,dedi-
cated,caring husband and father.The
Malone family were loyal supporters of the
Piltown G.A.A. Club especially his
brother,Jeff,a tireless worker in preparing
pitches for matches.He also trained the
Piltown camogie team as his son,Jim, and
daughter-in-law continue this work at pres-
ent.
A great love of Jimmy's was saving the

hay.At that time of year he had few equals
with a pitchfork.He enjoyed 43 years of hard
work in the forestry.Liked his bottle of
Guinness,flutter on the horses,packet of
fags and the game of cards.
When I returned to Piltown in 1999 after a

33 year absence I found him to be the same
unpretentious man I had last met in 1966
and I was very humbled by the generosity of
Jimmy and Nancy during my stay.
I felt privileged to have Jimmy as a friend

as people like him all too seldom cross our
paths.So with sincere condolences to Nancy
and the Malone family let us not mourn
Jimmy's death but celebrate the wonderful
life of a true gentleman.May he rest in
peace.

Paddy Johnston can certainly be numbered

among the greats of Kilkenny hurling. From
his early years in his Hebron Road home,
just a stoneʼs throw from Nowlan Park, he
developed a passion for hurling. As a
teenager, it was his pride and joy to carry
the great Jim Langtonʼs hurley to games
and later he was to grace Croke Park with a
performancewhich his idol would have
admired.Paddy  was to develop into one of
the finest hurlers the county has everpro-
duced.
Probably his greatest hour was in the minor
All-Ireland final of 1950 whenhe was a star
in the Kilkenny team that beat Tipperary.His
performance in the following yearʼs Leinster
final was arguably as good, if not better.

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scored 3-5  while giving a hurling exhibition
which is still spoken about today.
In 1951 he had the unique distinction of
playing minor, junior and seniorhurling for
Kilkenny in the same year.
The following tribute came from G.A.A.
columnist, Moondharrig: “Eighteenyears old
Paddy Johnston is a hurler in a thousand
who has the accuracy andguile of Langton,
the style and lengthy stroke of Lowry
Meagher. If theKilkenny mentors handle him
right  he could be their match-winner for
adozen years”.
Paddy was a Clerical Officer with Kilkenny
Co. Council. He joined theCouncil staff at
the age of 18 and retired three years ago at
the age of 65.
It was during his school years at Kilkenny
C.B.S. that his love of hurlingwas nurtured.
He wore the maroon and yellow of the
C.B.S. with pride andalso starred in the
colours of his home parish of St. Johnʼs. He
was to join the famous city club, Eire Óg
and among his team mates were Kilkenny
hurling heroes like Jim Langton, Liam Reidy,
Jack Mulcahy, SeanieOʼBrien, the ʻDiamondʼ
Hayden and the Gargan brothers. When his
playing days were over he gave great assis-
tance to several hurlingclubs, such as
Muckalee, Clara and Gowran and they ben-
efited greatly from
his fund of knowledge. He led Clara to sen-
ior county final honours in 1986.
He took up refereeing and here too his stan-
dards were high and his serviceswere
sought at all levels of the game.He refereed
the 1976 senior hurling final in which Cork
beat Wexford andthen toured America with
the All-Stars to officiate at matches in the
U.S.
He refereed up to 10 Kilkenny county senior
finals.
Much of Paddyʼs life was given in the serv-
ice of others. He devoted manyhours to
team games and to promoting sport but he
never forgot his firstlove, his beloved wife
and family.He made many friends during a
glorious career and huge numbers turned
up topay their respects at his funeral.

It was a great shock to many when it was
announced that Bill Cahill had passed away
in the Waterford Regional Hospital on
Saturday 26th August,on the eve of the All-
Ireland semi-final against Galway,  in the
company of his devoted family. Bill lived for
a long period of his life around the south
Kilkenny area, having devoted his working
life to the Co-Operative movement, which

was a concept very much in itʼs infancy after
Bill gained a Dairy Science Degree at UCC,
and the Albert College in Glasnevin. He
worked in Co-Ops in Piltown, Ballinurra,
Lough Cullen, Slieverue, and eventually and
finally in Glenmore. He devoted his life and
his business acumen  to fostering, and
developing the Co-Operative movement,
and it was people like Bill Cahill whose con-
tribution was such a valuable progression to
the modern day  phenomenon like Glanbia,
Kerry, and Midland.
Bill was a simple country  lad, who first saw
the light of day in Kilbrahan, just inside the
parish boundary of Ballycallan, a couple of
miles outside Callan. He gleaned a very
honourable Secondary education at Callan
CBS before seeking a third level education
in UCC. From rural stock, it was inevitable
that Bill would bend his preferences towards
agriculture, and the agrarian sciences.
Billʼs sporting interests didnʼt extend beyond
playing hurling. I remember talking to him
about his interests around Callan and
Graigue during his youth, and he couldnʼt
remember having any  interest other than
hurling. He hurled in Callan CBS, winning a
Leinster Colleges medal in 1941, before
going on to UCC.
Bill Cahill won practically every honour that
the ancient game offered. He played and
helped to train his native place, Graigue -
the fore runner of Graig Ballycallan - to win
their only Senior Kilkenny title in 1949. He
had helped Graigue to win their first County
Junior crown in 1946, just three years after
the formation of the club. With him on the
team were his cousin, Paddy,  and Nicky
Purcell, who became a life-long, and valued
friend, and who later won Fitzgibbon medals
with him in UCC.The same year saw him
win his first All-Ireland medal with the
Kilkenny junior team, who beat London in
the final by 5-4 to 2-2.
What a momentous year 1947 turned out to
be in success starved Kilkenny. The
Noresiders had not taken the Liam
McCarthy back since 1939, - an unprece-
dented seven years. In his book Kilkenny
:The GAA Story 1884-1984  , the late Tom
Ryall said of that trio, “” Shem Downey,
Liam Reidy and Bill Cahill all contributed
their parts in an historic win”.  Bill Cahill won
Fitzgibbon and Oireachtas medals in that
year also.
Bill trained and played with  Slieverue to win
their only Kilkenny Senior Championship in
1954. Paddy Buggy later to rise to the high-
est office in the Association,was on that
Slieverue team.  He  was to deliver a
poignant oration at his friendʼs funeral on
the day he was buried in Ferrybank Parish
graveyard. Billʼs friends from near and far
attended his funeral. His Graigue col-
leagues, Kilkenny colleagues, and Gaels
from all over the country, who knew, and
had befriended the quiet Graigue man
turned up in big numbers to pay their last
respects.
This delightful Graigue man will be missed
by his many close friends, but particularly by
his devoted wife, May, his son, Edward, and
his daughters, Joan, Mary, Bernadette, and
Ann. We tender our sincerest sympathies to
all family members, relatives and friends of
such a marvellous Christian Kilkenny hurler.

Yet another great icon of the social scene in
Kilkenny, Tommy Murphy, passed away at
the beginning of November. A publican by
trade and nature, his pub occupied the spot
where the Emerald Garden is now situated.
His premises was “home” to a huge clien-
tele from every walk of life. He was many
thing to a large “folowing”, and many was
the great night of craic, intelligent conversa-
tion and debate that was central to his place
on the High Street, into the small hours.He
was a very talented man, but probably his
greatest talent was in dealing with the vast
cross section of society and customers that
frequented his pub. The fun, friendship, and
camaraderie he personally embellished his
premises with by his presence alone, left all
with a plethora of treasured stories and
anecdotes.  In a battle of words he was the
equal if not the master of many who dared
take him on. He had a wonderful singing
tenor voice, and he performed in many of
the St Maryʼs Choral Society musicals over
a long number of years. His Prince Carl in
the Student Prince created a lasting memo-
ry for those blessed to have heard him sing.
He was an all-round sportsman. He was an
adept soccer player. He played rugby, and
he even dabbled in boxing for a while. But it
was in hurling that Tommy created the
greatest impression. Seanie OʼBrien will tell
you that he was the unluckiest player
around at the time.”When he played with us
(Eire Óg), as an outstanding centre back in
1950, the Boro beat us after a replay, and
when we won in  ʻ47, “Spud” was with the
Boro”.
Tommyʼs hurling career was nurtured in St
Kierans College, where he shared the hurl-
ing stage with people like Msgr Tommy
Maher, and the legendary Nickey Rackard.
They won successive Leinster Colleges
Championships in 1943 and 1944. He lined
out for Kilkenny in 1948 against Laois in the
Leinster championship. At centre back, he
was flanked on the day by Seanie OʼBrien
and Jack Mulcahy. His opponent on the day
was the former Dublin star, Harry
Grey. History will say that the greatest shock
in the history of the game happened in
Portlaoise on that day, when Laois won.
They won again the next year. 
Tommy was a member of the Kilkenny panel
for a number of years into the fifties, but
whilst he was a well respected, talented
hurler, the “big day” pressures affected him
in a major way. He was a valued player with
Éire Óg and Dicksboro, and he could add
valued famous “scalps” to his CV, notably
that of Christy Ring, whom he held score-
less in a tournament final in Walsh Park in

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1951, while playing with Dicksboro.
Tommyʼs passing will have caused much
anguish for all the friends he knew. They will
miss the kindly, sharp publican for a number
of reasons, all of which are complimentary
to the man and his business. The sympathy
of all great Gaels is extended to his wife,
Nancy, his daughter Claire, and his sister,
Frances.

Just a few minutes before his 90th birthday
Nicholas J. Harrison, popularly known as
“Joker” died at St. Lukeʼs hospital, Kilkenny.
He had spent the previous three and a half
years in the loving care of the Sisters of
Prague House, Freshford. He spent his life
up to then at Crohill, Freshford where he
farmed extensively with his brother Paul and
late sisters, Hennie and Nunnie. 
The Harrisons were great patrons of sport
and the fine expanse of grassland on the
Clinstown Road was used for many different
sports. It was freely given for pony racing,
athletics, coursing and even for hot rod rac-
ing but it was for hurling that this famous
venue will be best remembered. 
It was never called the hurling or G.A.A.
pitch. It was simply called “Harrisonʼs”. It
came into use in the late Twenties. By the
end of the Thirties “Harrisonʼs” had become
firmly established as the regular G.A.A.
ground. It was regarded as one of one the
driest surfaces in the county, due mainly to
its fine sandy soil. It became the central
venue for all clubs in the North and Sunday
after Sunday it staged great contests. The
hurlers of North Kilkenny and the city teams
would do battle, witnessed by huge crowds,
standing three deep outside its timber rail-
ing, which was erected in the mid-Forties.
Some teams had a preference for playing in
Harrisonʼs and one such team was Galmoy
who really felt at home there. Apart from
being a central venue for adult hurling it was
also a nursery for schools and juvenile hurl-
ing. 
In 1984 suitable land adjacent to the school
and village became available and was pur-
chased and developed into the fine facilities
that St. Lachtainʼs G.A.A. Club now owns. 
In 1990 the curtain finally came down on
“Harrisonʼs. The local G.A.A. and previous
clubs together with the various G.A.A.
Boards will always be in debt to the
Harrison family for their great generosity
over the years. In 1992 the Harrison family
was elected to St. Lachtainʼs G.A.A. Clubʼs
Hall of Fame and received the Cumann
Lachtaín trophy. 
To Nicholas Harrisonʼs brother Paul and his
relatives and friends we extend our deepest
sympathy. May the sod of St. Lachtainʼs
cemetery lie lightly on his breast.

As a young man, Joe Gargan became a
household name in G.A.A. circles in
Kilkenny for his uncanny skill with the slio-
thar. He won several senior hurling champi-
onships with Eire Óg in the company of for-
mer greats such as Jim Langton, Jack
Mulcahy and Paddy OʼBrien.
When his hurling days were over, Joe con-
tinued to follow the games, seldom missing
an important match whether in Croke Park,
Pairc Uí Chaoimh or our own Nowlan Park.
I always felt privileged to travel to these
games in the company of Joe and my father
and I will miss him greatly now that he has
gone to God. Joe loved to drink a pint with
his peers while discussing hurling in gener-
al, and he knew his favourite game inside
out. He could recall games, score for score,
which were played decades ago and his
opinion was always appreciated.
Joe loved his family and his family loved
him in return. His friends, like myself, will
also miss him greatly and every time I hear
the clash of the ash or see the black and
amber colours flying Iʼll think of this great
man with deep affection.
Apart from hurling, Joe was a gifted stone-
mason. One of the old-time tradesmen who
would not settle for anything less than per-
fection. Some of his work may be seen
today and will remain for centuries to come
for posterity to appreciate.

The sudden and untimely death of James
Power on Christmas Eve. brought immense
shock and sadness all around the Southeast
of the country. Aged sixty, James was born
and reared in the Knockroeʼ just a stoneʼs
throw from his new home in the
Slatequarries. James was synominous with
all sporting activities His first love was hurl-
ing and the hurling club. Over the years he
had watched the young club and helped it
grow as a player, official, parent and spon-
sor. A big man with a big heart, Jim lined out
at full forward, winning a county hurling jun-
ior championship in 1970 and graced the
senior ranks when the club challenged for
senior honours.  On the football fields, he
played in three senior finals at corner for-
ward with St. Nicholas and Lamogue in the
sixties. As an official, James served as
Chairman for three spells in the late sixties
and early seventies when the new pitch was
being bought and developed and again in
the eighties. As a businessman, he provided
scarce employment in the area and was the
clubs ongoing sponsor whose jerseys were
worn in this yearʼs County Junior final.
Having inherited a keen interest in the
games from his footballing uncle and
Camogie playing mother, Lena, he passed
the love of the games on to his ten children
and grandchildren. A community supporter
all his life, his machinery, employees and
expertise were available for the provision of
sporting and recreational facilities. In recent
times, James had expanded his plant hire
business and specialised in building and
developing playing pitches and golf courses. 
A lover of nature, James appreciated and
promoted the use the natural amenities of
water, rocks, wildlife and plants in his lifeʼs
work. James also had a great interest in his-
tory and local archaeology and was a
founder of the highly successful annual
Slatequarries Arts and Culture festival that
attracted many people to the area.
