"Four in a row! Matching the feat by
Carrickshock in the 1940's this Ballyhale
Shamrocks team has written itself into the
annals of Kilkenny GAA history. Can we
compare the two achievements? Given
that the club organisation structure is so
radically different from those far off days,
it is difficult to make comparisons. But a
few pointers illustrate the extraordinary
achievement of the Shamrocks. First their
players come from a single, relatively
small parish. More significantly these four
titles have been achieved during the
greatest years of Kilkenny’s hurling glory,
when the clubs and county teams are pos-
itively bristling with outstanding hurling
talent.

Much has been written about the Sham-
rocks’ almost laconic style, the ease and
economy with which they move the ball,
the movement of their attackers, their sure
skills and teamwork. Much less has been
written about their ability to graft and
scrap for possession, to remain calm in the
eye of the storm until the openings and
opportunities appear to enable them to
forge on to victory. Thus was the county
senior final of 2009.

To the eventual victor it matters little that
the championship in general and the final
in particular were considered to be
mediocre affairs. One might ask why?
After all we should expect a series of
scintillating contests in the noughties,
since we have had such conspicuous suc-
cess with our county teams at all levels.
But our senior championship sometimes
fails to thrill. Perhaps we expect too much
in hoping for high adrenalin score fests in
all competitions. But inter county fare it-
self rarely provides these and competitive

sport in general does not work that way
either. The best of teams often play out

dour contests, dominated by
defensiveness that fail to thrill either the
partisan or neutral viewer.

To properly evaluate the senior champi-
onship campaign we should look at the
preparedness of the teams and their clubs,
their fitness, skill levels, planning and
above all, their commitment to the cause
of victory. It is generally accepted that this
year's senior championship amply
demonstrated that all those characteristics
are there in abundance and that we have
little to be concerned about in the near
future.

Take the county final. The half time score

of 0-7 to 0-4 with James Stephens failing
to score form play suggest poor fare. Yet
two very good teams gave it their all,
defences dominated utterly, forwards were
smothered by attention. We should accept
a game on its merits. If it is a defensive
contest then evaluate it as such. On that
basis the final passed most tests.

County finals down the years have often
been dominated by individuals. 2009 saw
the day when TJ Reid delighted with a
stunning display of aggression, power, skill
and accuracy. He dragged the shamrocks

battle.

It is a sign of a great team that they raise
their game as the winning post ap-
proaches. Thus did the Shamrocks. James
Stephens can take great heart form their
final performance. A bitter pill to lose
consecutive finals that might have been
won. But their persistence might yet bring
reward.

The semi-finals proved to be poor contests
in different ways. Ballyhale Shamrocks hit
O’Loughlins for three early goals that
meant the city side had an insuperable

task. O’'Loughlins did well to get close late
in the game but Shamrocks powered
ahead to win by 4-16 to 2-12. O’Loughlins
must surely be disappointed as they
seemed to have the physical and hurling
wherewithal to challenge the champions.
James Stephens and Erin’s Own played out
a truly dour and low scoring affair with
the Village well on top but unable to
convert a multitude of scoring
opportunities. In truth Erin’s Own did
very well to reach the latter stages, but
with several very good young players com-
ing through to senior ranks they should
improve and show that their minor
victory in 2008 will pay dividends in time
to come.

They disposed of Graig-Ballycallan in the
quarter final stage with the same kind of
efficiency we saw against O’Loughlins. For
Graig it has been a mixed year, poor in the
league and only scraping past Tullaroan in
the first round of the championship win-
ning by the narrowest of margins with a
last second goal.

O’Loughlins put paid to Dunnamaggin's
hopes in the quarter final with a narrow
victory 1-16 to 1-14 with the City side
doing well to scramble over the finish line
after a strong Dunna’ rally.

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St. Martins winning 3-18 to 1-17 in a fine
game. ‘Stephens played fluently and
showed their experience from the start. St.
Martins never threatened and were
disappointing. But they have some very
good young players and perhaps reaching
the county final two years ago was not the
best thing for their development as a
team.

Erin’s Own defeated a fancied Clara side
which had shown much promise early in
the year. Again there are many similarities
between themselves and their Muckalee
neighbours in terms of the development
of their teams. It will be interesting to see
which if either can find a winning formula
within the next three years.

Tullaroan had a miserable year, failing to
achieve anything of merit in the league
and losing, undeservedly so, to neighbours
Graig-Ballycallan in the first round. But
they showed real character in staving off
relegation. They should have learned a
serious lesson regarding preparation and
planning and they have the players to
keep them afloat in senior ranks.

Young Irelands have been fighting
relegation for three years and it was
inevitable that they would slip to
Intermediate ranks. However they fought
valiantly and would not have been in the
nether regions but for the curse of scoring
average and a hammering by an in-form
Shamrocks in the league. It is unfortunate
for them as they have unearthed some
very good young players.

As for the League and Shield finals, Sham-
rocks and O’Loughlins were respective
winners, though it is clear over the past
several years that the clubs are more
interested in avoiding the first round of
the championship than winning either
competition.

Kilkenny’s Championship Story 2009

How Kilkenny reached and won the
Dream Final.

three-in-a-row Kilkenny hurling Champions were back

in harness challenging for whatever gong was available.
As it was, the Walsh Cup was first up, and in true Codyism,
“if it's worth entering it's worth winning”, the champs
started with an opener against Antrim in Casement Park.
Richie Hogan bagged 1-10, Kilkenny registered 1-20, while
the Glensmen scored 2-12. In the semi-final Richie Hogan
(2), Michael Rice, Michael Grace, Aidan Fogarty and Paddy
Hogan enabled Kilkenny to decimate the Dublin challenge,
winning quite comfortably by 6-12 to 0-12.
The final, played in Freshford was a stirring encounter,
demanding extra time to decide a winner. Eventually
Kilkenny won by 2-17 to Galway’s 1-18, with Richie Power
scoring a whopping 1-11. This was an historical occasion as
it featured Galway playing a first Final in Leinster.

NATIONAL LEAGUE

Kilkenny 0-15, Limerick 0-14 Nowlan Park Feb 15th.

The bronzed Waikiki torsos had barely dulled before the

Kilkenny opened their National League campaign against
Limerick in Nowlan Park on a sunny Sunday, February 15th.
A good travelling support swelled the crowd to a tidy
number in expectation of a close encounter, seeing how their
team would address the challenge against the All Ireland
triple Champions, and of course watching as their new
Manager, Justin McCarthy, pulled the strings on the sideline.
Limerick were determined, and competitive. They could have
considered themselves rather unfortunate not to have at least
shared the spoils with Kilkenny. Wrong option-taking at a
seminal moment in the game could have been very costly. At
halt time they were behind by four points, having played
against the stiff breeze. A collision immediately after the re-
start saw Brian Hogan and David Breen being stretchered off.
It was not a pretty sight. Limerick still pushed on. Tom Ryan
slashed a powerful shot across PJ] Ryan’s goal midway
through the second half Justin McCarthy in the post-match
interview was delighted, but insisted that his side should
have been ahead at the finish by an unflattering four points.
Nobody better than Kilkenny to tough out a win in such
circumstances.

The League was away, and the Cats had stolen two points.

Their opponents in the opening round of
the championship, Tulloger-Rosbercon,
have hopes of making a serious impact.
Thomastown looked to have found more
confidence as they made a solid start to
the game. But Tullogher soon settled,
thanks mainly to some poor indiscipline
in the Thomastown defence which free-
taker Liam Barron duly punished, to level
matters at half-time (1-6 to 0-9). Though
Thomastown managed to maintain parity
into the final quarter, Tullogher got cru-
cial scores at important stages, namely
three goals from Eoin Mullaly and Ed-
mund Cullinane (2), to establish a strong
advantage.

But their free-spirit attitude meant Dicks-
boro were able to work many openings
and had built up a 1-16 to 1-10 lead by the
final quarter. Yet the Tullogher men
showed remarkable qualities with a unex-
pected comeback, with two quickfire goals
together with a run of five late points to
snatch an unlikely draw and leave the
‘Boro men stunned (2-15 to 1-18). One
felt, however, that the ‘Boro had more to
give and that Tullogher, game as they
were, seemed to be playing at full capac-
ity. And so it proved in the replay. Their
attack functioned far better as a unit, with
less dependency on Eddie O’'Donoghue for
scores, as Shane Maher, Paul O’Flynn and
Adrian Stapleton more to the fore. Tul-
logher were not as fortunate this time
round as the city men proved to be not as
generous and duly qualified for the semi-
finals, winning 2-17 to 2-9.

St. Lachtain’s were seemingly coming into
some excellent form as their champi-
onship campaign began with their quar-
ter-final match up with neighbours
Emeralds. The main difference between
the teams on this occasion, however, was
the performance of Freshford’s marksman,
Eoin Guinan, who was quite superb all
through, together with his main support
in attack, Bill Beckett. They accounted for
all bar two of their side’s points total,
Guinan scoring 12 while Beckett con-
tributed 4, as they carried the fight to
Emeralds. Together with the usual deter-
mined play of the Costelloe brothers, John
and Paul, in the Freshford defence, the
winners served notice that they would be
a force to be reckoned with as they secured
a place in the final four (0-17 to 0-13).

The Rower-Inistioge had served notice of
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their potential for glory in destroying
Danesfort in the league final. Now they
faced Conahy Shamrocks in the champi-
onship quarter-final with the tag of over-
whelming favourites. They started well
with an early goal from Padraig Tierney,
but Conahy put up a stubborn resistance
to leave just the goal between the sides at
the interval (1-8 to 0-8). But with the aid
of the breeze in the second half, the Rower
soon asserted their dominance and held
the Conahy men to just two points extra
in the half. They managed to tack on
seven of their own in a largely disap-
pointing game to win on a 1-15 to 0-10
score line.

The league runners-up, Danesfort, had to
prove straightaway that the league final re-
sult was only a temporary blip when they
took on Mooncoin in the final quarter-
final. Mooncoin, buoyed by victory over
Mullinavat, brought that good form once
again to this encounter. Danesfort, how-
ever, seemed subdued, with their main at-
tacking threat, Richie Hogan, clearly
hampered by the effects of an ankle injury.
Mooncoin produced a good all round
team performance, led well by the experi-
enced Diarmuid Mackey, Ray Wall and
Keith Kirwan. Danesfort did threaten to
upset their hard work midway through the
second half when Paul Murphy worked his
way up the field to finish a Richie Hogan
pass to the net, but Mooncoin responded
in great fashion to cancel out the goal and
rebuild their lead, which they deservedly
held until the final whistle (0-17 to 1-9).

With the final four now decided, St. Lach-
tain’s and Mooncoin were the first to fight
for a place in the final. The Freshford men
were the better side all through against a
labouring Mooncoin side. The credit for






their performance rested mainly with their
superb defence, who were well organised
all through, and led by the typically sound
Michael Kavanagh and equally deter-
mined John Costelloe. They did have a bit
of good fortune with their first goal when,
following a mix-up in the Mooncoin de-
fence, John Fitzpatrick finished a loose ball
to the net. A further goal from Bill Beckett
in the second half opened up a 2-10 to 0-
7 lead and although Mooncoin responded
with a consolation goal from Keith Kir-
wan, it was too little, and very much too
late. St. Lachtain’s were full value for their
victory, winning 2-11 to 1-7.

Who their final opponents would be was
certainly going to be interesting, with lit-
tle between Dicksboro and Rower-Inis-
tioge. As it turned out, the city men clearly
looked like the more assured and confi-
dent team while the southerners per-
formed in a slow and ponderous manner.
It was probably the Boro’s best perform-
ance to date, as the defence was well mar-
shalled by Kieran Cuddihy and the ageless
Dan O’Neill, while Eddie O’Donoghue
again proved to be their best forward, and
rarely missed the target from play or frees.
The Rower managed to secure a bit of luck
when they scored a soft goal to take the
gloss of the ‘Boro’s total dominance in the
opening half (0-11 to 1-4). The ‘Boro con-
tinued to nullify any threat that the Rower
seemed to provide during the second half,
despite the best efforts of Sean Cummins,
Kieran Joyce and Michael Grace. Though
they did manage to score another fortu-
nate goal late on as a 21 yard free was
scrambled into the net, Dicksboro had
more than enough scores in reserve to en-
sure their final place (0-20 to 2-11).

And so, the league shield finalists had pro-
gressed to take their place in the champi-
onship final. Simple logic suggested that
the victors on that occasion, St. Lachtain’s,
would be favourites to win out again, but
this would be ignoring the improved form
Dicksboro showed in the semi-final. As it
turned out, the performances of both
teams pretty much matched their league
form as Freshford’s key men, once again,
showed great leadership in rising to the
‘Boro challenge. Though he was well sup-
ported by his five fellow defenders, John
Costelloe truly gave one of his best per-
formances in his club career. His aerial
ability and sound positional sense meant
he dominated for the majority of the
game. In doing so, he completely snuffed
out the threat of Eddie O’'Donoghue, who
only a single point from a free during the
game. The other Dicksboro forwards, par-
ticularly Paul O’Flynn (though erratic on
occasion), Adrian Stapleton and Killian
Starr did compensate for this somewhat
and came close to turning things around.

Indeed the sides remained deadlocked at
the half time break (1-7 to 0-10), the only
goal of the half coming from Paul
O’Flynn, who worked hard to create the
opening for himself. The early stages of
the second half was when the game was
won and lost. Freshford zopened up a lead,
thanks mainly to Eoin Guinan, who was
positioned at centre-forward and put his
direct opponent Dan O’Neill under pres-
sure, and Bill Beckett and John Fitzpatrick,
who put in great work on the wings.

It was then that the city men put on
tremendous pressure, but ultimately
yielded little reward. Again, John Costel-

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AGAINST THE TIDE

All-Ireland Intermediate Championship 2009

Of the four All-Ireland titles that our county were fortunate
enough to capture in 2008, Kilkenny supporters were quick
to acknowledge that the intermediate crown would prove to
be the most difficult of all to retain. The fact that all of the
players who played a part in the winning run last year were
all declared ineligible for this season meant that team man-
ager Pat Hoban and his selectors had to spread their net far
and wide in order to build a new team to take up the chal-
lenge.

They were extremely fortunate that they put together both a
youthful and experienced team for the opening clash against
Dublin in the Leinster championship in Nowlan Park. It
would prove to be a ferociously tough game against a Dublin
team who Kilkenny only managed to defeat after extra-time
in last year’s Leinster final. That Kilkenny managed to secure
the win owed greatly to their performance in the last quarter
of the game, and a number of key switches which ultimately
paid great dividends. Substitute Cathal Dunne scored the cru-
cial goal with his first touch which separated the sides and
this was followed with five points in those final minutes to
ensure victory.

Up until that time, Dublin were proving, as expected, a par-
ticularly tough nut to crack. They lead 0-8 to 0-6 at half-time
and indeed stretched that lead to five points early in the sec-
ond half. But the aforementioned switches with which
Kilkenny turned the game around were made at this point.
The winning points came in the final two minutes when
John Joe Farrell pointed twice and Eddie Hickey with anoth-
er ensured a hard-earned passage to the Leinster final.

If Kilkenny thought that their Dublin experience was
intense, then they surely would have expected a similarly
tough encounter with Wexford in the Leinster final. And so
it proved as little separated the teams all through. Kilkenny
probably had the better of the exchanges in the opening half,
but could not turn their dominance into scores and held only
a minor lead all through. They were fortunate that their
defence were holding the Wexford attack reasonably well, led
superbly by Paul Murphy at full-back. The Wexford men did
look like mounting a push for victory when they managed to
draw level at 0-11 apiece with only a few minutes remaining.
Yet, luck was again on Kilkenny’s side as Eoin Guinan, who
was accurate all through from placed balls, scored a ‘65 to
give Kilkenny an extremely hard-earned victory (0-12 to O-
11). It may have been achieved with a degree of difficulty, but
Kilkenny were in another final, seemingly this time against
the odds.

These odds needed to be seriously in Kilkenny’s favour for
the All-Ireland final in Fraher Field, Dungarvan against Cork.
Their opponents had breezing through their Munster cam-
paign and their panel was filled with players who had good
experience at this level, indeed winning at the expense of
Kilkenny at one occasion before. So when Cork forward Luke
Farrell burst through the Kilkenny defence to finish to the
net after ten minutes, the mountain that Kilkenny had to
climb suddenly grew in height. Though Walter Burke came
on for Kilkenny to nullify the threat of the Cork dangerman,
Cork continued to add scores to their total. Kilkenny did
improve as time went on, and were only two points in arrears
by the time the half-time whistle sounded (1-8 to 0-9).







The second half saw Cork renew their
intensity and completely dominate the
game, particularly at midfield, where
Leigh Desmond was very much the
main figure. Kilkenny send Paul
Murphy to this sector to impose his
influence and he did so manfully
against a growing Cork tide. He was
greatly helped by Walter Burke and
Conor Fogarty in this regard, but when
Cork scored their second goal in the last
dying minutes of the game, it was the
final blow for Kilkenny from which
there was no recovery. In the end, even
the most ardent Kilkenny supporter
could have few qualms about the result,
as Cork were comprehensive winners
on a 2-23 to 0-16 score line. Yet the
mere fact that Kilkenny had progressed
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to this position, with essentially a
brand new panel and limited scope of
players, means that both the panel and
management deserve immense credit
for their performances throughout the
campaign. It will surely lead to great
optimism for 2010.

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“Taggy”. It's an unusual one, but then the history of Kilkenny
hurling has been littered with unlikely monikers. From
“Diamond” to “The Link”, from “Chunky” to “Titch”,
“Taggy” is merely following a time-honoured and noble tra-
dition. To hazard a guess at such an obscure name would be
ridiculous, so rather than embarrass oneself, it's probably best
to let the man himself explain its origins.

“It came from me brother. He was called Froggy. I was called
tadpole for obvious reasons, I was the younger brother.
Then tadpole became Taggy. Only my mother and =~
father and girlfriend call me Aidan. If someone else
called me Aidan now, I'd be looking twice.”

He started playing hurling at a young age with /

the Emeralds in Urlingford. With them he has /
won a county junior title in 2001 and a minor |
A championship in 2000, two achievements he |

ranks as highly as any others. His inter county |

career began at under 14 level, and he pro- “ r
gressed onto the fringes of the minor side in 99. |~
He was a starter on the team in 2000, the black ;
sheep of the county's underage conveyor belt,
being the first side in more than a decade not to
win the Leinster title.

Some hurlers seem destined for greatness. DJ.
Henry. Eddie Keher. Others like Martin Comerford,
Eddie Brennan and Derek Lyng need a little more time
and perhaps a particularly observant mentor to notice
their true gifts. For Taggy, the potential was always evident,
but for a while it remained untapped.

Sure, he hurled three seasons at under 21 level, winning an
All-Ireland in his final year in 2003. He was promoted to the
senior panel the same summer, and notched his first medal
as replacement. He made his debut against Wexford as a sub
the following year and then had his first championship start
in a qualifier against Dublin.

All of this hinted at progress. But after that came a relative
stagnation. He didn't start a championship game for the rest
of that season, and made no appearances the following year.
A change was needed. Coming into 2006, he made a person-

In
terms of his greatest games for the county,
i} that particular one will always be mentioned,
but his performance in the League final of this
year was surely just as good.

All of those scores came from his familiar station of left cor-
ner forward. In contrast with the rest of the Kilkenny forward
line, and despite playing right half forward for his club, it's



an anomaly that practically all of his county career has been
played in that position. Even he himself is a little perplexed
by it “Maybe it's because I can turn inside on my right side.
But I don't really know to be honest. As long as I'm playing I
don't mind”.

Up against the same opponent(Paddy Stapleton) who was so
stung in May, he possibly didn't have his best game in this
year's final. Still and all a fourth consecutive All-Ireland
medal, and fifth overall, is certainly not to be sniffed at. And
even though his personal display wasn't of as high as stan-
dard as that of 2006, he still ranks it on a par with that year's
success.

To have such a level of success as he has had would please
anybody. But his appetite is not sated. In particular, he high-
lighted the silverware cabinet of his club as a situation that
needs addressing: “One of my goals is definitely to win an
intermediate title with The Emeralds. If we put in a good
enough effort I think we're good enough to go up senior.
There's nothing more satisfying than winning with your own

people and where you grew up. There's a great bond between
your own people.”

One final topic that I, and possibly every back who has ever
marked him wanted to broach, relates to his own hurling
style. The Fogarty grip is a unique one, and defies almost all
conventional coaching technique. It is further complicated
by his ability to catch the ball with either hand. It's a situa-
tion that previous trainers have attempted to alter, and one
he is acutely aware of:

“It's kind of all over the shop now to be honest. I should put
my right hand on top but I put my left hand on top. That
would be OK if your good hand was your left hand but my
good hand is actually my right hand. It's a bit all over the
shop but I'm not going to change now.”

It's probably just as well. When you think of a career like his
thus far, you'd hardly want to change a thing either would
you?

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When it came to the All-Ireland minor hurling champi-
onship in 2008, Lady Luck was definitely wearing the black
and amber as Kilkenny secured a nineteenth title with a late
goal against a dumbfounded Galway side, who were without
question, the better side of the day. But the good Lady’s alle-
giances were definitely swayed towards the maroon of
Galway in 2009 as the Westerners continued their great suc-
cess at minor level by capturing their fourth title of the
decade and reserving the result of twelve months previously.

It was the least Galway deserved when one takes all their
2009 performances into consideration, in particular in the
final as they proved beyond doubt the top team in the coun-
try. That said, the heartening aspect of Kilkenny’s season was
that they showed greater consistency throughout and with a
good number of the panel available again for next year’s cam-
paign, they will be hopeful of learning from their experiences
of this year and using them to the fullest benefit. The fact
that they competed to such an extent with a talented team
like Galway speaks volumes for their preparation and work
ethic and the roles played by the management team of Richie
Mulrooney, Brendan O’Sullivan, Tom O’Hanlon and Brian
Ryan.

As with any minor team of any era, the speculation as to their
collective ability could not really begin until they played
their first competitive match. In the case of the particular
Kilkenny team, they faced a potentially tricky opening to
their Leinster championship campaign against Offaly in
Nowlan Park. It was fair to say that while it was a promising
start from Kilkenny, they were fortunate to be gifted with
three soft goals in the second half and thus killed off the
Offaly challenge. However, the most heartening aspect of the
performance was the home side’s determination in the open-
ing half, despite playing against a gale force breeze. Their
intelligent play and excellent shooting meant that they lead
by 0-11 to 0-7 at the break. But their advantage was nearly
taken from them when an early second half goal for Offaly
meant there was only a two point difference between the
teams.

But this really stung Kilkenny into life, and indeed proved to
be Offaly’s final score of the game. Ger Aylward pounced for
a goal after a defensive mistake while three goals were scored
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in quick succession in the final minutes by Cathal Kenny,
James Cassin and Walter Walsh to give Kilkenny a some what
flattering victory on a 4-18 to 1-8 score line.

A rare journey to Cusack Park, Mullingar to take on
Westmeath lay next on the horizon for Kilkenny following
the June exams. The previous time that both sides crossed
swords in the championship, ten years ago this year, saw the
underdogs from Westmeath almost produce a major surprise.
But on this occasion, it was very much plain sailing for
Kilkenny on a fine sunny evening. Westmeath did almost get
an ideal start, however, when Kilkenny goalkeeper John
Power was forced into a dramatic save after just 20 seconds.
Kilkenny did eventually manage to settle into the game and
were rewarded when Ger Aylward was again on hand to fin-
ish a loose ball to the net. They held that goal advantage
right up to the half time break to lead 1-5 to 0-5.

The second half saw Kilkenny really put Westmeath to the
sword as they scored 1-9 without reply by the 20th minute of
the half. The goal was again soft, as a Sean Kehoe delivery
deceived the Westmeath goalkeeper to end up in the net. In
the end, it proved a facile victory as Kilkenny cantered to vic-
tory (2-19 to 0-6).

A Leinster final pairing with Wexford, again a repeat of last
year, seemed to keen observers to have the potential of a
tricky obstacle for Kilkenny. The fact that Kilkenny enjoyed a
surprisingly easy win over their rivals twelve months meant
that Wexford had plenty of motivation for making amends
this time around. It looked like they had the ability to do just
that in an excellent opening half as they managed to com-
pete well with the reigning champions. But Kilkenny scored
the crucial first goal of the game through regular goal-getter
Ger Aylward to gain the early advantage. Sean Kehoe was also
proving a real handful for the Wexford defence, and was
extremely accurate from play as well as from placed balls.
These two main factors meant that Kilkenny held a five point
lead at the half time interval, 1-10 to 0-8.

As with the Westmeath game, Kilkenny produced their best
hurling in the second half, as the defence performed resolute-
ly to restrict Wexford to three points from frees throughout
the whole half. Meanwhile at the other end of the field, the






attack continued to add points to their
tally, led once again by Sean Kehoe, and
well supported by Walter Walsh, Canice
Maher and Ollie Walsh. Kehoe finished
the scoring with his eleventh point of
the game, six from frees, as Kilkenny
finished victorious on a 1-19 to 0-11
score line.

A further repeat of last year was next on
the agenda for Kilkenny, an All-Ireland
semi-final against Tipperary. It pro-
duced a game of great skill and speed,
and could be arguably considered one
of the games of the minor champi-
onship. For Kilkenny, it was a memo-
rable encounter, mainly due to the fan-
tastic start they enjoyed, at one stage
leading 0-10 to 0-2 during the first half,

and maintaining a lead of six points at
half-time (0-15 to 1-6). But it could eas-
ily have been also a game that would
have drifted away from Kilkenny, as
Tipperary fought their way back
superbly into the game, particularly in
the second half.

Such a turnabout surely tested even the
strongest of Kilkenny hearts, as the
Premier men managed to even level the
game halfway through the second half
(0-18 to 2-12). The key score for
Kilkenny came straightaway, however,
as Walter Walsh burst through the
Tipperary defence to finish emphatical-
ly to the net. It was a score that seemed
to reinvigorate Kilkenny, though
Tipperary still continued to threaten

but substitute Martin Gaffney, who
played an important role when intro-
duced in the second half, scored what
was the insurance score to push
Kilkenny towards another final, though
it was a little too close for comfort (1-21
to 2-15).

The Kilkenny panel and management
team knew coming into the final that
better consistency would be needed in
order to meet a determined Galway
challenge. Allied to that would be the
importance of a good start to the game.
Unfortunately for Kilkenny, the key
moments of the hour all went in favour
of their opponents. Galway had the
tonic of an early goal and although
Martin Gaffney replied later with a
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great goal following good work by his Dicksboro club mate
Cillian Buckley, Galway regained their advantage right on the
stroke of half-time with another goal to lead 2-9 to 1-5 at the
interval.

But huge credit must go once again to Kilkenny, who showed
tremendous determination to cut the deficit to a single point.
They scored 1-4 without reply, the goal coming from captain
Canice Maher, and the Kilkenny defence upped their per-
formance. But they could not manage to improve on this,
despite a number of opportunities to do so. Galway sensed
their chance to capitalise, and as Kilkenny visibly tired in the
energy sapping conditions, managed to work scoring chances
that they had little trouble in putting over the bar and secure
victory, making amends for last year (2-15 to 2-11). It can be
guaranteed that the Kilkenny minor panel for 2010 will be
aiming to do likewise and regain the Irish Press Cup from the
Westerners.

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Diarmuid O’Flynn (Cork Examiner) compares Kilkenny’s four-in-row with that of Cork’s in the 1940’s

One thing we're never short of in the GAA is debate, and a cou-
ple of questions exercising quite a few GAA-heads in recent
times are 1) does Henry Shefflin now rank with the greats, per-
haps rank even as THE great, and 2) is this current Kilkenny
team the finest hurling team of all time? There is no absolute
answer, of course, one person’s opinion as valid as another’s
(unless of course you're Enda McEvoy or Barry Henriquez, in
which case your opinion is more valid than most). On one sub-
ject, however, there can be no argument - the recent four-in-a-
row completed by Kilkenny is the greatest achievement, ever, by
any hurling county in the GAA.

Because it's such a rare
achievement in hurling, only
one team stands comparison,
and that’s the Cork four-in-a-
row team of the 1940’s. Five
titles in six years, as was
achieved by Tipperary in
1895, 96, 98, 99, 1900, four
titles in five years, as was
achieved by Cork in 1890,
92, 93, 94, by Kilkenny in
1909, 11, 12, 13, by Tipper-
ary in 1961, 62, 64, 635, are all
impressive in their own
right, most especially the
Tipp near-miss in the early
60’s, with all the others being
achieved at a time when the
GAA was still getting itself to-
gether, not nearly as organ-
ised nor as competitive as it
is today. But four-in-a-row
stands on its own. Let’s look,
then, at the respective
achievements of Cork in the
1940’s, Kilkenny in the
2000’s.

According to the Cork GAA
1886-1986 centenary book,
the Cork run began in 1941 with a comprehensive Munster
semi-final win over Mick Mackey-powered Limerick, the reign-
ing All-Ireland champions, 8-10 to 3-2. Tipperary weren't al-
lowed travel to compete in the Munster final, however, because
of a foot-and-mouth outbreak in the county, so Cork were nom-
inated to represent Munster in the All-Ireland championship.
Only one game in that series also, against Dublin, Kilkenny not
taking part in Leinster because of the same foot-and-mouth out-
break, and Cork won in a canter, 5-11 to 0-6. The delayed Mun-
ster final took place in October and Tipperary won, 5-4 to 2-5,
so, right from the start, the Cork four-in-a-row is flawed. Two
games to win the All-Ireland title? No Tipperary or Kilkenny?
Then beaten afterwards in the Munster final? Major question-
mark over the quality of that title.

In 1942 it was the same route through Munster for Cork, Lim-
erick first — a closer encounter this time, only two points in it at
the end - then Tipperary again. A trouncing too, for Tipp, 4-15
to 4-1, but does that mean Cork would have done the same
thing in 1941? No, it does not. Galway were next up, in the All-
Ireland semi-final, well beaten, before Dublin were dispensed
with in the final, 2-14 to 3-7. From those results, then, looked
like a powerful Cork team that year, but a vintage champi-
onship it was not.

1943, and another easy title for Cork, just three games; Kerry
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Henry - the greatest of them all?

first up in Munster, well beaten, tested by Waterford in the
Munster final but won by two points, straight into another All-
Ireland final where Antrim, having shocked Kilkenny in Corri-
gan Park in Belfast, were annihilated, 5-16 to 0-4.

1944, year four of the four-in-a-row, and the pressure is begin-
ning to tell. In Munster, Cork had a six-point win over Tipp in
the semi-final, but were taken to a replay by Limerick, won with
a late Christy Ring goal, courtesy of a little interference with
keeper Malone’s hurley by Cork’s Joe Kelly. In the All-Ireland
semi-final, played in Ennis, Cork scraped past Galway, 1-10 to
3-3 (my father, Donal ‘Dan’ O'Flynn,
played in that game, but with Gal-
way, and claimed all his life that he
hit a shot which was in the air when
the final whistle sounded, landed on
top of the Cork net — didn't have a lot
of good words to say about the ref-
eree in that one, a Munsterman ap-
parently, from Clare). On to Croke
Park then, and yet another meeting
with Dublin, their third in the four-
year run, and yet another easy win,
2-13 to 1-2.

Add it all up, and during their four-
in-a-row Cork played a total of 15
games, including the delayed Mun-
ster final of 41, won 13, lost one,
drew one. They played Limerick four
times, winning three and drawing
one; Tipperary thrice, winning two
and losing one; Dublin thrice, win-
ning all three; Galway twice, winning
both; Kerry, Waterford and Antrim
once each, winning all three.
Kilkenny? Never met. It’simportant
to note here, this was all during the
war years (or The Emergency as we so
quaintly dubbed it in neutral Ireland)
and there were bigger priorities than
All-Ireland titles, in every county.

Anyway, that’s the Cork run. Now, let’s go to the Kilkenny four-
in-a-row.

2006: Westmeath, Wexford (Leinster final), Galway,
Clare, then reigning All-Ireland champions Cork, going
for three-in-a-row, in the All-Ireland final.

2007: Offaly, Wexford (Leinster final), Galway, Wexford,
then Limerick in the All-Ireland final.

2008: Offaly, Wexford (Leinster final), Cork, then Wa-
terford in the All-Ireland final.

2009: Galway, Dublin (Leinster final), Waterford, and
in the All-Ireland final, Tipperary.

That's a total of 18 games played, 18 games won, the breakdown
as follows: Wexford, four meetings, two in Leinster, two in All-
Ireland series; Galway, three meetings, one in Leinster, two in
All-Ireland series; Offaly, two meetings in Leinster; Cork, two
meetings in All-Ireland series; Waterford, two meetings in All-
Ireland series; Dublin and Westmeath, one meeting each in Le-
inster; Clare, Limerick, Tipperary, one meeting each, in the
All-Ireland series.

Now, I ask you — compare and contrast. When Cork won their
four-in-a-row there was no backdoor yet they still managed to
lose one game; in Kilkenny’s four years, with the backdoor, they
were unbeaten. And that backdoor is a major factor. Most ob-
servers now agree, this system favours the stronger counties,
gives them a chance to iron out their weaknesses after a defeat
and regroup, brings them back into the reckoning. Yet still
Kilkenny never lost, and better again, never even looked like
they might. A few close-enough calls, but in every game, by the
final whistle there was never any doubt about the result, never
any last-minute angst for Kilkenny supporters. Cork came
closest, the All-Ireland final of 2006, but given how they were
being dominated it was a minor miracle, and testimony to their
spirit, that the Rebels managed to make it a one-score game.
They were given reasonable tests this year by Galway and Dublin
in Leinster, but in previous years they had smashed their way

through their home province; in the All-Ireland series then, they
had wins over Munster opposition on seven occasions, beating
all five of the strong Munster counties in the process, four in All-
Ireland finals.

By a long way, then, this four-in-a-row is the greatest single
achievement (if such it can be labelled) in inter-county hurling
history, out on its own. As for the other arguments, whether
Henry is now indeed the greatest, whether this team is the finest,
well, if seven All-Ireland titles already in this decade isn't
evidence enough, there’s still plenty of time for those particular
arguments to be decided. This team isn't done yet, you see, not
by a long chalk. And by the time they are, those two arguments
could well be decided. Unless, of course, a certain someone from
Tullaroan continues to rack up the honours...

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CALLAN MAN DAN WAS KILKENNYS YOUNGEST

Dan Stapleton who hailed from the townland
of Tullamaine near Callan is Kilkennys
youngest-ever All-Ireland Senior hurling win-
ning captain. Dan who was born on May 14th
1886 was just 21 years and 47 days old when he
captained Kilkenny to their second Senior hurling
All-Ireland victory in a replayed 1905 final that was
played in Dungarvan on June 30th 1907.

Cork actually won the first All-Ireland final of 1905, but Kilkenny ob-
jected on the grounds that the Cork goalkeeper Dan McCarthy was il-
legal because he was a reservist with the British Army. A Central
Council meeting was held to deal with the said objection, and Cork
counter objected claiming that Matt Gargan had played with Water-
ford in the Munster Championship. It seems that Matt admitted the
charge, and following a lengthy discussion a replay was ordered.
The first game had been played in Tipperary Town but the replay was
switched to Dan Fahers field in Dungarvan with a large crowd of
10,000 in attendence. This 1905 is also remembered as Kilkennys first
All-Ireland victory in the famed black and amber jerseys.
Dan Stapleton who was a member of the famous Erins Own Club in
Kilkenny City usually played on the half back line. He also figured on
the victorious All-Ireland winning teams of 1904 and 1907. He also
played with the Railway Shield team and refereed quite a number of
hurling games including the Kilkenny County Senior hurling final of
1907. A chemist by profession Dan practiced in High Street in
Kilkenny for a while before moving to Dublin shortly after the All-Ire-
land final of 1907. In Dublin, he worked as a forensic scientist for most
of his life, and became a very prominent member of the Kilkenny-
mens Association for many years.

Billy Fitzpatrick, Fenians 1975.

Billy Fitzpatrick of The Fenians Club in Johnstown has the honour of
being Kilkennys second youngest Senior All-Ireland winning captain.
Billy was born on April 6th 1954 and was 21 years and 154 days old
when he led Kilkenny to their wonderful All-Ireland victory over Gal-
way in 1976.

Few teams would have troubled Kilkenny on that first Sunday in Sep-
tember 1975 as they gave a magnificent performance. Even though
the Fenians Clubman did not figure among the scorers, he still con-
tributed handsomely to a wonderful attacking unit.

In 1975, it was reckoned among hurling followers in Kilkenny that
Billy Fitzpatrick was one of our youngest All-Ireland winning captains,

as he had produced a masterful display while help-

ing Kilkenny to a wonderful minor All-Ireland

win in 1972 just three years previously. He actu-
ally scored 3-4 on that particular day, in a dev-
astating victory over Cork which ensured the
elusive double.

Billy Fitzpatrick arrived a few years after the rise

has also won numerous Leinster Senior medals as well
as an All-Ireland under 21 medal won in 1974, and a Leinster Club
Championship medal.
I still remember the 1983 All Ireland final as “Fitzs final” when he
scored a massive 10 points.

Jimmy Walsh, Carrickshock. 1932.

Jimmy Walsh who was born just South of Ballyhale played most of his
hurling with the famous Carrickshock club. He has the

distinction of being Kilkennys third youngest All-Ire-
land winning captain.

Jimmy was born on February 4th 1911 and was 21
years and 222 days old when he captained Kilkenny

to a great victory over Clare in 1932. The final was
played on September 14th of that particular year.
Jimmy arrived on the hurling scene with the emer-
gence of the Carrickshock juniors when they won
the County Final in 1928. He won his first county
Senior hurling Championship medal with Carrick-
shock in 1931. The following year he captained
Kilkenny. He also played on three other All-Ireland win-

ning teams in 1933, 1935 and 1939 when he was again the captain.
Jimmy who usually played on the half back line or in the middle of
the field had a fine game in that “Thunder and Lightening” final of
1939.

The Carrickshock clubman also won County Senior Championship
medals with Carrickshock in 1931, and 1938 as well as the famous
four- in- a- row 1940 to 1943. Jimmy Walsh played his last hurling
game for his club when he came on as a substitute in the 1946 County
Senior final against Thomastown.

Jacquie Frisby was outstanding in defence, as
was captain Anne Dalton in the middle of the field, while forwards
Michelle Quilty and Aoife Neary were both responsible for the major-
ity of Kilkenny’s scores on the day with Neary returning nine points
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Kilkenny received 11 All Star nomi-
nations, which reflects the success of our senior players in 2009 and
is the largest number of nominations which the county has ever
received.

MINOR REPORT

The structure of the minor championship was changed in 2009 and
this meant that Kilkenny played only 2 matches to reach the All
Ireland Final. In their opening match, they defeated Dublin and in
the semi-final they defeated Tipperary and earned the right to play
Clare in the final.

The final was Kilkenny’s best performance of the season with the
bulk of the damage being done in the opening half and the half-time
scoreboard showing them ahead by 5-5 to 1-4. The Kilkenny goals
came from Denise Gaule (2), Claire Phelan (2) and Shelly Farrell.
The second half was a much tighter affair with Clare outscoring
Kilkenny but the damage had been done and Kilkenny just did
enough to keep the scoreboard ticking over.

This was Kilkenny’s fourth final appearance and their second meet-
ing with Clare in a final. Kilkenny have yet to taste defeat in this
competition and a five goal spree in the opening half provided the
platform for Kilkenny to retain their All Ireland crown and achieve
an incredible four-in-a-row All Ireland minor camogie titles when
they defeated Clare. The final score was Kilkenny 5-10 to Clare’s 3-8.

This squad of players went on to retain their Leinster title when they
defeated Dublin on a score-line of 4-11 to 3-7. Great credit must go
to the players and the team management of Brendan Williams and
Ted Browne who once again this year applied their expertise with a
strong group of players.

UNDER 16 REPORT

In the U16A All Ireland Championship Kilkenny narrowly lost out to
the eventual winners Galway and thus relinquished their All Ireland
crown. However, during the season Kilkenny had good away victo-
ries over Limerick and Derry and the players should not be down
hearted as they tried hard but came up short against a strong Galway
team.

The ul6 panel should not be disheartened because there are many
reasons for optimism. They retained their ul6A Leinster Title in
sunny Slieverue during August, following a hard fought victory over
Wexford. They were pushed all the way but the players responded
well and showed that they were not going to give up their Leinster
crown without a fight and they won out on a final score of Kilkenny
3-9 to Wexford 3-7.

UNDER 14 REPORT

Kilkenny’s Under 14 camogie team had a very successful year when
they retained their Leinster Under 14 title for the seventh consecu-
tive year with 3-14 to 3-0 win over their great rivals Dublin on July
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Catherine Doherty received a well deserved nomination as did Katie

5th. They also competed in various blitzes around the country. They
became the first Kilkenny Under 14 team to win the prestigious
James Hurley tournament in Mallow, when they overcame a strong
Tipperary in the final by the narrowest of margins (0-8 to 1-4) in a
thrilling final.

They also won the inaugural Waterford camogie inter-county tourna-
ment when they overcame a class Cork team by 4-3 to 2-4 in a crack-
ing final with both teams giving everything to secure a victory. They
also were runners up in the Orla McDonough Tournament in
Tipperary when, on they way to the final, they overcame strong
opposition in Limerick, Galway and Cork with good wins. Against
Tipperary they just ran out of steam in the second-half and Tipperary
ran out worthy winners in the final. The Kilkenny Under 14 panel
were well represented from clubs all over the county and no one
team dominated the panel with 19 clubs having players on the
panel.

Under the guidance of Paddy Kelly (Dicksboro), T.J Bryan

(Thomastown) and Niamh Kelly (Dicksboro), the Kilkenny Under 14
camogie team of 2009 were great ambassadors for Kilkenny camogie
and in every event they participated in they highlighted the skill and
teamwork which are the trademark of Kilkenny camogie at present.

ANOTHER SUCCESSFUL YEAR!

While 2009 has been a tremendous success
for Kilkenny GAA, the County’s Handballers
can also look back on a very satisfying year.
Along with success in the All Ireland cham-
pionships, Kilkenny players enjoyed
victories on the International front, winning
titles at the USHA Nationals in June and the
World Championships in October.

All Irelands

During 2009, local players were in con-
tention for honours in grades ranging from
Minor all the way up to the Diamond
Masters grade. In the Intermediate grade,
Kilkenny captured three of the All Ireland
crowns on offer in 2009. In the 40 x 20
Doubles competition, Timmy and Michael
Clifford (St.Canices) were in top form from
the start, culminating in a resounding 21-15,
21-5 win over Tyrone in the All Ireland final.
Kilkenny won the 60 x 30 Doubles title
when Nicholas Anthony and Joe Walsh
(Mullinavat) defeated all before them, easily
accounting for Mayo in the decider, 21-7,
21-7. The 60 x 30 Intermediate Singles crown
went to the Kells club when Brian Manogue
claimed victory in September when
defeating Galway’s Ollie Cassidy in the final.
Earlier in the year, Brian contested the
40 x 20 Singles final, losing to the impressive
Owen McKenna (Antrim) in two games.
Kilkenny had a number of multiple winners
in the overage grades, with Johnny Brennan
(Mothel), Michael Ducksie Walsh (Talbots
Inch) and Billy Bourke (O’Loughlins) each
picking up three titles during the year. In the

the year, with the Mothel man winning
three of the contests. Johnny won both the
40 x 20 and 60 x 30 Singles titles, each

At Masters A level, Ducksie Walsh retained
three of the four All Ireland titles on offer in
2009.

Billy had teamed up with his club mate, and
cousin, Billy Walsh in the 40 x 20
championship, but as in the Singles final,
Galway failed to fulfil the fixture. Kilkenny
completed the clean sweep in this grade
when Eugene Downey and Martin Lalor
accounted for Roscommon, again, in the
60 x 30 Doubles decider, also in two game
21-8, 21-8.

Kilkenny also produced the winners of the
40 x 20 Diamond Masters A Doubles
championship where Paddy Reilly and
Seamus Reade (Talbots Inch) defeated
Roscommon in the final, 21-9, 21-16.
Another winner form the Talbots Inch club
was Jimmy Neary, who picked up a winners
medal in the 40 x 20 Emerald Masters B
grade.

For the Clogh club, 2009 will prove a mem-
orable year, with players picking up All
Ireland victories in various grades.

US Nationals

The USA Nationals took place at Fountain Valley, California in June,
where a Kilkenny party of six travelled to compete in one of the
most prestigious events on the Handball calendar. The long journey
proved worthwhile as all five players, accompanied by County
Handball secretary Betty Funchion, were successful in winning
Nationals title, three in adult grades and two at juvenile level.

First time entrant, Peter Funchion (Kells) will look back on the week
with tremendous satisfaction as he won the Mens C crown and
contested the final of the Boys 17 and under grade. The young Kells
player was in top form in the early rounds of the Mens C competi-
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tion and was a comfortable winner of all his matches on his way to
the final. Here, his opponent was Californian, Marco Coromac, and
Peter came out on top in two close games, 21-18, 21-14.

In the Boys 17 and under grade, two Kilkenny players, Keith Burke
(O’Loughlins) and Peter Funchion (Kells) made it through face each
other in the decider. On his way to the final, Keith knocked out one
of the favourites, Brent Bidegain, in the semi finals, 21-1, 21-10 while
in his semi final match, Peter had a comfortable 21-2, 21-6 victory
over American ,Arturo Lopez. The decider was a ding dong affair,
with the players sharing the first two games, 21-15 each. In the
deciding set, Keith proved the stronger and took his first Nationals
crown when winning 11-7.

The Boys 15 and under competition had Dylan Walsh (Talbots Inch)
seeded number 1 and he justified that top billing by taking the title.
Dylan eased through the early rounds and was well prepared for the
final where he played Loren Collado from California. The first set
went to the bigger American, 21-17 with Dylan forcing a tie break sit-
uation when winning the second 21-19. There was no doubt who
was on top in the deciding set as the Talbots Inch player was a
convincing 11-0 winner.

At adult level, Ducksie Walsh (Talbots Inch) and Billy Burke

titles, when defeating Mike McDonald, again, 21-9, 21-13 and in the
Veteran Masters (45+), Billy had a hard fought 21-15, 21-17 win over
Texan, Todd Evans. Ducksie collected the sixth title for Kilkenny
when he teamed up with Egin Jensen (Dublin) to retain the Masters
Doubles championship when beating John Robles and Manny
Resendez, 21-7, 21-18.

Juveniles

At Juvenile level, Kilkenny players captured six National titles during
the year, two in 40 x 20, three in 60 x 30 and one team event. In the
Girls U1l6 grade, Mary Phelan (Clogh) was an All Ireland champion
in both the 40 x 20 and 60 x 30 championships. Partnered by Clare
Grace (Windgap) in the 40 x 20 final, they easily accounted for
Cavan and in the bigger 60 x 30 court, Mary teamed up with fellow
club mate, Cidra Mahon to take the honours. Clogh also featured in
the Boys U17 40 x 20 final where Pauric Maher and Graham Clifford
(St.Canices) defeated Mayo in two sets. All Ireland honours were also
claimed in Girls U15 Singles, Rachel Hogan (Kilfane) defeating
Armagh in the decider, and also in Girls U16 Singles where Maria
Walsh (Kells) claimed victory at the expense of Kerry.

Kilkenny also took All Ireland honours in the 60 x 30 Boys U12/13
when defeating Tipperary in the final.

What Became of the Likely Lads?

Do Good Minors make Good Seniors?

“You never know with minors do you?” It’s a cliché to say it, but
clichés only become so, because invariably they are laced with truth.
Some underage prodigies rise like a phoenix, more make a gradual
ascent. Others burn brightly before fading just as fast, only appearing
years later in “Where are they now?” columns.

You never know with minors, but in Kilkenny, you can usually assume
that the side the county will produce will be better than most. Over
the last two decades we have won 18 of the Leinster titles on offer,
and though our record of All Ireland success is second over that time
to Galway, we have more than compensated by our return at senior
level.

Given the county’s senior success then, it seems obvious that under-
age development would go hand in hand with it. But this is not
necessarily the case. Indeed, of the side that started this year’s senior
Final, only three Carrickshock men (Michael Rice, John Tennyson and
Richie Power) have the honour of an All-Ireland minor medal in their
cabinet. In contrast four prominent members of the current panel
(Martin Comerford, Eddie Brennan, Brian Hogan and Derek Lyng)
never hurled at under-18 level for Kilkenny. So, the question must be
asked, where do all the good minors go?

The Good

As regards great Kilkenny underage teams, the minor side of 1993 ap-
peared to have it all. With a strong squad and the managerial experi-
ence of Jim Neary and Fan Larkin, all indicators pointed towards a
successful campaign. They came through a challenging Leinster cham-
pionship, hammered Antrim in the semi-final before defeating a
fancied Galway side in a sparkling All-Ireland final.

The defence, anchored by Captain Shane Doyle and ably supported by
the likes of Tom Hickey and Vinny O’Brien was a solid,
uncompromising outfit. Up front, the strength, and undoubted skill,
of David Buggy was complemented with the natural scoring ability of
Damien Cleere and Ollie O’Connor, arguably the jewel in what was a
highly impressive crown.

As the respective All-Ireland winning minor and senior teams stood on
the precipice that evening, few would have envisaged the barren
future that awaited them. For the seniors, an arduous seven year
famine was in store. But for the minors, what lay ahead was perhaps
even more ominous. They were not to know it at the time, but for a
majority of the side, their career may already have peaked.

Whatever happened to the Kilkenny minor team of 1993, arguably
one of the finest this county ever produced? Sure, they had successful

club careers afterwards, with Vinny O’Brien winning an All Ireland
title with James Stephens. Damien Cleere and Tom Hickey also
enjoyed county championship success, and the latter had the honour
of captaining Kilkenny in the All-Ireland final of 1998.

David Buggy and Ollie O’Connor have remained stalwarts at club level
for years, and regularly featured on Kilkenny junior and intermediate
teams over the course of their careers. And yet for such a seemingly
talented crop, it seems amazing that not one player of that team has
since registered an All-Ireland senior medal for Kilkenny.

In trying to outline the reasons for this state of affairs, team selector
Jim Neary said that contrary to perception at the time, the side was
a “good team” rather than a collection of brilliantly individual
players. And for a player to succeed at senior inter county “they'd
nearly have to be an individual hurler”.

In pinpointing specific players from the side Jim noted that Damien
Cleere was, though a fine forward , “an outstanding back and if he'd
tried to make it as a back he would have made it to the top”. Others
like the captain Shane Doyle were “exemplary young fellows, but a
few of them went onto college and moved further afield and missed
out at vital times”.

He didn't feel their relative lack of success was due to a lack of hunger;
“The likes of David Buggy, he may not have shone for the county, but
he won the intermediate title single handed for 'Comer last year, so his
hunger didn't go ,he was just short that little extra step for the
county.”

Speaking in general terms about underage success, Jim makes the
point that often the weight of expectation can be too great for minor
stars who are thrown in at the deep end too soon and then discarded
when they are not instantly able to swim. “That's the great thing about
Brian Cody, if you shove them in it can destroy them. He gives young
lads a bit of hurling here and a bit there. That's right management,
bringing them on at the right time. No underage hurler will be
destroyed under him.”

The Bad

In 1995 a young, un-fancied side from the county made it to the All-
Ireland final where they faced a star studded Cork outfit, the names
of whom (Sean ()g ¢) hAilpin, Donal ()g Cusack, Joe Deane) we would
become well acquainted with over the years. The result was not pretty.
Over the course of an arduous hour, Kilkenny were embarrassed by a
physically stronger and more skilful Cork. At the final whistle the
princely sum of 1-2 had been registered, 1-1 of which was garnered in
the last five minutes. The future, in relative terms, looked bleak.

Given the scope of defeat, it would have been expected that most, if
not all of the side would disappear off the radar, never to be heard
from again. But through persistence and dogged determination this
proved not to be the case. Michael Kavanagh, a county minor that
year at only 16, always seemed a shoe-in for senior status. But others
were less obvious candidates.

Richie Mullally, a midfielder at minor, blossomed into a highly tal-
ented right half-back in 2002. A valuable panel member during his
senior tenure, he perhaps would have been even more prominent were
it not for an unfortunate ankle injury that stunted his development
in 2003. When this did occur, it was perhaps only fitting that his
teammate from 1995, Sean Dowling, would step into the breach and
replace him.

Perhaps the biggest surprise of all was P.J Ryan. Unappreciated outside
the county, and possibly even within it, until this year, he produced
an incredible performance in the All-Ireland final, more than com-
pensating for his initial, unhappy experience 14 years earlier. In total,
both on the field of play and as sub, the Kilkenny minor team so hu-
miliated in the All-Ireland final of 1995, have a grand total of 21 All
Ireland senior medals between them. What does that say, about good
minor teams making good seniors?

In discussing why that team produced so many All-Ireland winners
(5, including Michael Hoyne's medal as a sub in 2000), Michael
Kavanagh makes the point that the team weren't as bad as they
appeared on All-Ireland final day, but were made look so by an

exceptionally good Cork side. He also makes the salient point that
whatever one does at underage level is just a foundation for success,
and in no way a guarantee. “I think it's up to the individual
themselves how much more of it he wants and how bad he wants to
wear the Kilkenny jersey again in future. You give them the taste of it
at minor, and if he wants it bad enough, if he applies himself, then
bigger days are ahead.”

The Kilkenny team of 1995 may seem like an aberration but this is
not entirely the case. For further support of the argument that
average minor teams don’t necessarily make average seniors one only
has to look to the side of 2000. Beaten by Offaly in the Leinster semi-
final that year, it was the first time in a decade Kilkenny had suffered
defeat at that level in the province. Yet of that unheralded fifteen,
Tommy Walsh, J. ] Delaney, Aidan Fogarty and Jackie Tyrrell have all
progressed, and brilliantly so, to the senior ranks.

For those young men on this year’s Kilkenny minor team, they would
do well to acknowledge that the road to success is paved with stones
of failures. By their very nature, it is to be expected all would wish for
senior success. There are many of them who could succeed and, by
law of averages, two or three of them should do. But if anyone has
the temerity to guarantee to you that any single one of the team will
“make it”, you would be best advised to ignore them. Because if
history has thought us anything, it is that you never know with
minors, do you?

Supporting Loughlins & Kilkenny!
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We've come a long way. When hurling helmets were first in-
troduced to the public some forty years ago they were viewed
with skepticism, a fad that would never catch on like the plas-
tic hurl craze of the early 80’s. Not since the days of the peaked
hats of the early part of the century had anyone seen a hurler
with any sort of cranial protection on the field, and few be-
lieved it would change. Hurling helmets were viewed as a
cheap imitation of their American Football counterparts, both
un-macho and deeply un-stylish.

The battered Cooper helmets of Johnstown men Pat Delaney
and Pat Henderson were embryonic versions of what was to
come in the early 70’s, but throughout the 80’s and 90’s, it was
still more common to see players without facial protection
than with. Indeed at
the start of the 00’s,
Kilkenny won an
All-Ireland with
only six of their
team wearing hel-
mets, and not all of
those were complete
with faceguards.
However over the
course of the
decade, usage has
changed from being
a minority pursuit to
the accepted norm,
' to the point where
of the 36 partici-
pants in this year’s
All-Ireland final, 33
wore helmets. How
times have changed.

First player to wear a helmet in Croke Park
(1969 All Ireland SH Final)

The announcement by the GAA that from the start of next
yeat, all hurlers will have to wear helmets on the field of play,
has been met with much approval. But while it is uncommon
in Kilkenny, there is still a sizable amount of inter-county
hurlers who have never worn a helmet. Waterford's Ken Mc-
Grath and Dan Shanahan (who unsurprisingly, are both no-
ticeably lacking in teeth due to their stance)and Cork's Sean
Og O hAilpin, are some of the most recognizable players in
the game; partly due to their skills, but most significantly due
to their refusal to wear facial protection. How will they adjust
to the new ruling?

By the sounds of it, some of them won't. Cork's former full-
back Diarmuid O'Sullivan has already announced his inten-
tion to retire from all hurling activity from next year onwards
on the grounds that “At the age of thirty years of age a man
should be able to make up his own mind whether or not he
should have to wear a helmet”. It's a sentiment that has caused
anxiety around clubs all over the country.

As a county, Kilkenny has suffered as much as anyone from a
lack of helmet usage. Most famously a serious eye injury was
suffered by one of our players in the 1967 All-Ireland final (al-
though the option of a helmet wasn’t available to the player
at the time). There have been other incidents of players suf-
fering eye injuries in club games. Michael Kavanagh, the only
outfield player in this year’s All-Ireland final not to wear a hel-
met (helmet wearing is still a novelty among goalkeepers) has
been mildly annoyed by the new ruling. He points to a recent
Sunday Independent poll that shows there is still a majority of

hurlers opposed to the ruling, in particular in relation to goal-
keepers and also mentions a worry he has regarding senior
players.

“I think players should have been consulted more, for older
players it's going to be a big issue. For any player who hasn't
worn a helmet for so long and to then try and wear a helmet
it's going to be difficult. For a lot of club players as well it
might actually keep them away from the game”

In his first All-Ireland final in 1998 Michael actually wore a
helmet, but since then he has been most commonly seen with-
out it. Over the years he has been quite fortunate not to have
suffered any serious facial injuries and this has most probably
influenced his stance on the ruling. “After years of not wear-
ing it,  would prefer to play without it. I enjoy the freedom of
it not being on your head, especially in the summer in the
heat of battle, you have it in your mind that you feel better
without it”

Nevertheless, unlike O Sullivan he is willing to make the sac-
rifice necessary to continue playing the game “I suppose in
years to come we'll probably be glad of it. I dabbled with it
wearing it at club level here and there over the years so hope-
fully I can get back used to wearing it again. I'll be glad if I can
finish playing the game if I can keep injury free any keep any
facial injuries to a minimum”.

Dr Stephen Beatty is an eye surgeon in the Whitfield Clinic in
Waterford and one of the key men behind the implementa-
tion of the new rule. He was aware of the dangers of eye in-
juries in hurling and as a consequence, helped pen a report
on injuries suffered by hurlers during the 1994-2000 period.

Understandably he is delighted by the
implementation of compulsory helmets
and can only see the benefits of its in-
troduction; “When the rule was first
brought in at minor level there was two
main fears. One was that the ruling
would send out the message that hurl-
ing was a dangerous game. The second
was that the face-guard would hinder
player’s vision and reduce the quality of
their play. On both counts this has
proven to be false. Because of increased
helmet wearing, hurling has actually be-
come a much safer game, and parents

are more inclined to let their children
play it. As for deterioration in quality,
the vast majority of top players wear
faceguards nowadays, so how is that af-
fecting quality?”

He goes on to add that the number of
injuries suffered by players has decreased
dramatically since the introduction of
the compulsory helmet rule at underage
level. “Before the rule was brought in we
had seen 300 people come into our sur-
gery over six years with injuries because
of hurling, and six of those resulted in
the loss of sight in an eye. But since the
ruling has been brought in at minor and
under 21 the risk of injury has been re-
duced by ninety five per cent and the
risk of serious injury has been com-
pletely eliminated”.

And as for Diarmuid O Sullivan's asser-
tion that he was quitting the game be-
cause of the ruling, Dr Beatty all but
dismisses this as nonsense; “I doubt that
was the only reason that he decided to
retire. There would be a period of ad-
justment for older players alright, but it's
a test of commitment. If they really want
to play, they will”.

Despite the protestations of some, it
seems the introduction of compulsory
helmets will be a good thing. So many
hurlers over the years have suffered seri-

ous facial injuries that could easily been
prevented with better protection. Many,
such as Kilkenny’s Adrian Ronan and
Philly Larkin, have lost teeth in games,
and they were two of the luckier ones.
For those who've played without a hel-
met for years of course it will be an in-
convenience at first but their personal
safety is more important than their
pride. In time, they may indeed be
thankful of what the rule has done for

them.

For Junior hurling followers, the year ahead had a very open appear-
ance after Lisdowney and Bennettsbridge had made huge steps in
the North in the previous year and John Lockes now back from the
Intermediate Grade were adding their experience to the line up in
the South. In other quarters vastly experienced sides such as Gal-
moy, Piltown and Blacks and Whites were favoured if they could im-
prove their consistency, whilst St. Patrick’s, Windgap, Kilmacow, a
youthful Barrow Rangers and an O’Loughlins Junior side were all ca-
pable of taking out a more favoured side in the final stages. In the
Championship still run on a league basis at Divisional level their
was plenty of time to build a team through the various competitions
The main aim on the agenda was to be fit and ready for the crucial
run in from August to the county final in October.

It is often said that victories are often won before a ball is
thrown in. It can definitely be argued that in the case of
Conahy, that development off the field contributed
immensely to the commencement of achieving what at times
looked like the impossible dream. The autumn of 2006 saw
the beginning of the construction of a clubhouse in the GAA
grounds in Jenkmstown locally known as the Polo Grounds.
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It was a project that club officials saw a vital need to
undertake, as the lack of any social outlet for people in the
area was seen as having a real negative impact on life in the
community.

Local support for the project was both huge and instant, and
with the clubhouse’s opening at Christmas 2006, came a new
wave of optimism and hope for Conahy Shamrocks.

Following the long-awaited capturing of the junior county
title, the adventure of a lifetime, not just for the panel of
players, but for all the supporters who travelled in great
numbers, began in earnest. A trip to Arklow was the first step
into the unknown, to take on Arklow Rock Parnells in the
opening round of the Leinster club championship. Yes, there

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was a little apprehension about what lay ahead, but also an
unreal excitement among young and old who travelled to
County Wicklow on that November afternoon. The team,
along with the management team of Paul Byrne, Eamonn
Delaney, Diarmuid Healy and Martin Fitzpatrick, were keen
on continuing a successful run into the Leinster campaign.
With an easy victory over the Arklow men (4-24 to 0-8), came
the increased belief that anything was now possible. It was an
instinct that continued to increase in positivity with another
victory, this time against Dublin representatives Raheny in
the Leinster semi-final (1-10 to 0-4), played in extremely win-
tery conditions in St. Vincent’s GAA Club grounds in Marino.
What appeared to be the biggest challenge of all, however,
lay just around the corner.

As December approached, a Leinster final beckoned. The
opposition, Castlepollard from Westmeath, were county
senior champions in the recent past but due to disciplinary
reasons, found themselves campaigning at a lower level in
Westmeath. It was sure to be the ultimate test of Conahy’s
credentials in a game played in Clonkill GAA Grounds in
Westmeath. Heavy winds and driving rain greeted the teams
on arrival but Conahy made a dream start that could
scarcely have been believed. Three goals in the opening
quarter from Alan Healy, Declan Buggy and Kieran Mooney
stunned the large home attendance and thrilled the equally
large group of Conahy supporters. The Conahy defence was
performing equally well, led in no small way by Paul Buggy
at full-back and Denis Kelly at centre-back. Castlepollard
found it hard to force their way back into the game while
Conahy, clearly buoyed by their opening salvo, powered on
and were deserved winners by 3-10 to 1-4. Another leg of the
journey had been passed, and with flying colours. It was then
back to the new clubhouse to celebrate — and back to where
it all began.

The start of 2008 was like no other as preparations began for
an All-Ireland semi-final against Armoy from Antrim. The co-
operation with the Conahy players by clubs throughout the
county in providing their facilities was extremely heartening
and deeply appreciated, in particular St. Patrick’s
(Ballyragget), and Piltown, who did so on more than one
occasion.

A long trip followed to the fine playing facilities in Darver,
County Louth which played host to the All-Ireland semi-
final. A typically tough and uncompromising Antrim side
gave as good as they got, but Conahy slowly came to terms
with the ferocity of the challenge in front of them. Scores
soon followed, and with the defence showing strongly once
again, Conahy made the second half their own and won
through on a 4-15 to 1-10 score line. Croke Park beckoned on
Saturday, February 9th. Expectation was now exceeding
hope.

The final chapter of the script was about to written in a
glorious setting — the first ever All-Ireland hurling final to be
played under lights in Croke Park. Moyle Rovers, a proud and
experienced Tipperary team, were ready to upset the Conahy
dream. It looked like they had the potential to do just that
when Declan Browne, more famed for his football exploits
but a fine hurler also, blasted a penalty to the net. But
Conahy’s response showed the form of true champions, with
man of the match Padraic Nolan, along with his brother
Gavin, Alan Healy and Michéal Lawlor, all contributing fine
scores to keep them in the lead. Though Declan Browne led
a Moyle Rovers fight back in the second half, once again
Conahy were able to respond in truly heroic style. Victory
was sought, and it was achieved (0-19 to 1-9).

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The memories will last forever for all
Conahy men and women, both young
and old. It is a story that will never
grow old in its telling.

Kerry was a huge influence in ladies
football throughout the county particularly
in underage development. Kerry and Mikey
were given a fine send off by club colleagues
in Railyard and Glenmore and by Kerry’s
county team mates and friends.

Owen Kenny of Tullogher took the chairper-
son’s seat and on the field his charges were
crowned junior champions after just two
years in action. Railyard remain dominant
by keeping up the four in a row trend in
Kilkenny, claiming the senior title once
again.

The action got under way in February with
the county side playing their second year at
intermediate level. In February’s opening
round of the Bord Gais Energy National
League, the girls made light work of a long
trip to Derry.

Kilkenny’s quarter
final performance was well and truly ham-
pered by three bad injuries on the day and
the resulting loss of influential full back Sara
McCarthy had a major bearing on Kilkenny’s
season.

In the semi final of the TG4 Leinster cham-
pionship the Cats met neighbours Wexford.
On another day the Cats would have been
hot favourites to reach the provincial final
for the second year in a row, but with
McCarthy and inspirational captain
Catriona Corr sidelined for the year,
Wexford took full advantage in a 1-12 to 1-5
win at Taghmon.

With some new faces in the panel, Paul
Whelan, Richie Windle and Pat Murphy
were determined to get the best out of their
side in the TG4 All Ireland series and main-
tain Kilkenny’s intermediate status. The
opening game of the series was away to

Longford who had just claimed the Leinster
crown. Despite being well beaten in
Longford the new players to the panel were
settling well. In Round 2, the Cats welcomed
Roscommon to Larchfield with some trepi-
dation having suffered a heavy defeat at the
hands of the Rossies in the National League
quarter final. However it was a determined
side that took the field against the recently
crowned Division 3 champions and
Kilkenny’s best performance of the year saw
Marie Dargan and Jenny Reddy score 1-3 and
2-0 respectively. Despite colossal perform-
ances at the back by Angela Kenneally and
Niamh Whelan, Roscommon grabbed a 1-10
to 3-4 draw with the last kick of the game.
Former all Ireland senior champions
Waterford made the short journey to
Mullinavat in August and the Cats made
their trophy laden neighbours fight all the
way with just a point between the sides mid-
way through the second half. Kilkenny lost
their rhythm when an injury to Emma
Nolan saw the game held up for several min-
utes and Waterford gained the upper hand
scoring seven unanswered points in the final
quarter to win 0-17 to 1-7. Kilkenny settled
for retaining intermediate status for 2010
while Wexford who failed to earn a point in
the series were relegated to junior. Despite a
dip in league form, the Cats will take heart
from their championship performances
against Roscommon and Waterford and will
be back in action with plenty to build upon
in the 2010 National league starting in
February.

Over 800 ladies of varying ages
and ability have registered around the coun-
try and forty five clubs took part in the
Gaelic for Mothers blitz in Portmarnock in
October. When Kay Brennan in Castlecomer
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read about the programme she thought it
might be a bit of ‘fun’ in the ‘Comer area.
Little did she know that over 60 ladies would
register and Castlecomer would field four
teams at the Gaelic For Mothers blitz!
Kilkenny is just one of several counties who
have availed of the programme and while
Castlecomer are the only club up and run-
ning yet it is hoped that in 2010 several
more clubs will join in the fun.

Overall ladies football in Kilkenny con-
tinues to prosper but there is an abun-
dance of talent at underage level which is
being ignored. This is due mainly to the
lack of volunteers and mentors to help
young girls train and play. Parents and
adults should make every effort to lend a
hand at local level in whatever small way
possible. The young girls of Kilkenny have
shown an uncanny ability at ladies foot-
ball and clubs are encouraged to tap into
that source by bringing girls together at
local level so that our underage structure
can develop. Most importantly the girls
can get enjoyment from a sport at which
there is untold talent in our county.

Fiche Bhlian ag Fas!
This Year marks the twentieth publication of the Kilkenny GAA Yearbook by
the County Board.

Barrie Henriques recalls the early days of the venture and its progression
through the years.

When the Kilkenny County Board expressed a wish at a Board meeting in 1990 that it should
publish its own Yearbook, the Chairman of the day, Paddy Buggy, asked Nickey Brennan to
take on the task. He enrolled some lieutenants as Tom Ryall, John Knox N.T. Tommy Murphy
and others.
It was virgin territory for Brennan and the rest of our team. The Kilkenny People, or more pre-
cisely, Peter Houlihan originally, and John Knox subsequently, had published a GAA Yearbook
from 1972 to 1988. It was the discontinuation of this publication that prompted the County
Board to undertake its own publication.
Once committed, we found the exercise both daunting and intense. We became very familiar
with KP soldiers like Tom Beirne, Sean Kerwick, and Sean Dooley. We are talking here about
the pre-CD, Wi-fi, Digital, Twitter, Facebook era. We crucified the Beirne team with bits of
paper, longhand reports of events written by a host of different scribblers, which was a
nightmare for all concerned. We tormented the soul out of people like Breda Ryan, Martin
Brett and others in Purcellsinch, now alas closed.
We sold nearly 2000 books in the first year. At the time, it was agreed by the Board that
if necessary, the book would be subsidised. To date, this recourse has never proved necessary.
My remit, among other tasks ordained by Nickey, was to get as much advertising as possible,
to offset costs. The book cost £3 (Punts). The advertising realised something like £4000, and
with the sales, we realised a small profit. Excluding the cover, the 1990 book contained 132
pages. At the time, there was no colour content, except for the cover, and a small number of
colour inset pages which were processed in Dublin for the Kilkenny People.
We brought on iconic people like Gerry O’'Neill (1991), Brendan O’Sullivan (Chairman, 1993),
Pat Henderson (1998), who succeeded Brendan, and is still our Chairman, Tommy Lanigan,
Dermot Dunphy, Richie Stone, Jimmy Walsh, and Ned Buggy, and others who made
contributions. Young Conor Brennan, and Conor Dennieffe have joined the ranks too.
The technically-minded might be interested in how our involvement in the publication
evolved with the advances in home-computing. Initially our technical input was zero; only the
printers had the hardware/software to lay out the book. Black and white photographs were
processed in a dark room in Purcell’s Inch (by Pat Stapleton) and converted to bromides for
printing. Colour photos, as we saw, had to go to Dublin for separation. By degrees, however,
we acquired our own expertise. The advent of word-processors enabled us to set about elimi-
nating hand-written submissions and by 1994, we were submitting raw text to the printers on
disk. By 1997, we had acquired the skill to create our own finished layout, although, scanners
being in their infancy, we left prepared boxes in the layouts into which the “People” scanned
the pictures. This was a cumbersome process as it involved code-numbering each box to match
the appropriate photographs, and specifying whether they were to be coloured or black and
white, depending on where they fell in the book. In those days, the yearbook travelled to
Purcell’s Inch on up to twenty floppy disks.

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1999 saw us acquire our own scanner. This was the first year
that the entire book (apart from cover and poster) left Gerry
O’Neill’s house in its finished state. Colour processing costs
had meanwhile been dropping steadily and in 2003 we went
full-colour. This eliminated a lot of headaches, as prior to
that, articles (and even ads) had to be differently prepared
depending on their position in the book. By the 2000’s, we
were processing cover and poster ourselves and since 2005,
the yearbook leaves us in PDF form all on one disk.

Our biggest book was in 1994 when we printed 260 pages.
Generally we aim for a 208-page publication, and we have
tried to keep the costs down. We have featured players on
pull-out wall posters, which have been very well received.
Our first poster (DJ Carey) appeared in the 1996 issue.
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Our advertising supporters have remained staunchly loyal
from day one. It is doubtful if we could have reached the
excellence we have done without their help.

Over the years, sales of our Yearbook, which is distributed
World wide to places as far away as Korea, Philippines,
Australia, Argentina, USA, and of course UK, have remained
steadfastly solid. The first one was a steal at £3. This one is no
less a steal at €12.50. It is the envy of most Counties having
won McNamee Awards twice.

As Editor I am immensely proud of what has been achieved
by so many. The flame of courage ignited by the early
volunteers has only been gilded by those that followed.

From little acorns, great oaks grow.

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THAT WAS THE DECADE THAT WAS

domiciled in Kilkenny city but originally from the south of

the county, not far from the Tipperary border. We’ll call him
Dan, largely because that’s his name. Dan is a regular in the New
Stand in Nowlan Park. He’s also a regular at Kilkenny games and
over the course of the past two decades has been good enough to
chauffeur me to many a championship fixture. He was present at
Croke Park on 6 September last to witness the culmination of the
most glorious decade in the county’s history. Naturally he was pres-
ent there too on the day it might be said that the decade began, on
12 September 1999. Brian Cody’s first All Ireland final as manager.
Cork 0-13 Kilkenny 0-12.

I Ie’s a gentleman of uncertain age (fresh-looking, mind), long

Remember the heartbreak? Remember the horror? Remember the
rain? I'll tell you what I remember: Dan’s words when I got back to
the car afterwards near Fairview. “What a friggin’ disaster, Enda.”
Quite. (For me more than most Kilkenny folk, as it happened. That
April, having seen how smoothly Kilkenny were moving and what a
stylistic turnaround Cody had effected within six months of taking
over, I'd stuck £200 - 200 punts, for younger readers — on them to
win the All Ireland at odds of 6/1. It’s one of many reflections on
the Cody regnum that the concept of Kilkenny entering the cham-
pionship at 6/1 these days is as remote as a Martian invasion. No,
sorry. Far more remote.)

What follows isn’t a review of the decade. It couldn’t be. There’s
way too much ground to cover, far too many threads to unwind.
But a couple of points ought to be made.

First off, the manager’s flexibility. It's not a word usually associ-
ated with Brian Cody, yet it’s immensely relevant nonetheless. Look:
if Cody were the stern, unbending patriarch of caricature he
couldn’t possibly have learned and changed as he went along. He
wouldn’t have been able to, he wouldn’t have wanted to and
Kilkenny would still be stuck in their Route One rut of 2003-04, the
defenders lamping the sliotar a mile up into their air and leaving
the forwards to take it from there. They’d be the Rolling Stones of
the GAA world, growing old inelegantly, cranking out the same
hackneyed chords. Start me up? Turn them off.

But Cody isn’t that kind of man. Well, he may have been at one
stage, but he evolved. He evolved and he brought his team — teams,
rather — with him. Among his greatest strengths in his 11 years in
the job have been his powers of analysis and his willingness to
throw the pieces up in the air in order to create new shapes. No de-
feat was ever dismissed as “one of those things”. Every setback had a
root cause which was subsequently isolated, identified and extir-
pated. Losing to Galway in the 2001 All Ireland semi-final showed
him that hunger and high standards can never be taken for granted,

that eternal vigilance had to become the price of success and that
every game was a war which had to be entered on a war footing.
Losing to Galway in the 2005 All Ireland semi-final demonstrated to
him the importance of making space his friend, although one sus-
pects that Martin Fogarty and Mick Dempsey weren'’t slow to rein-
force the message; Kilkenny were beaten that day not because they
failed to score enough but because they leaked - from midfield back-
wards - like a particularly leaky sieve, with Galway creating overlaps
and carving them open almost at will as the game went on. The los-
ers were punished not for playing badly but for being unable to pro-
tect their space. Making Tommy Walsh a pillar of the defence the
following spring was the first critical decision that would lead to the
four-in-a-row, recasting Cha Fitzpatrick as a defensive midfielder (a
seventh defender, to all intents and purposes) the second. As re-
ferred to in his autobiography, Cody wasn’t happy with something
yours truly wrote on these pages at the end of 2005, yet elsewhere
he concedes that Kilkenny were “on their knees” at that precise mo-
ment in time. His willingness to embrace change was the eureka
moment that raised them from that low and heralded the onset of
all manner of new wonders.

Another of his strengths is the awareness — nay, the insistence -
that time is fleeting. If Cody is ever looking for future employment
he might consider moonlighting as a restaurant critic. No sooner is
one match/dinner finished than it’s history. Over and done with.
Tomorrow’s fish-and-chip wrapping. Not to be dwelled on. Next
game, next challenge, next restaurant, next review, next trophy.

An item that cannot pass unsaid concerns Kilkenny’s unsung he-
roes. From a cast of thousands I'll give you three. James McGarry,
Derek Lyng, Noel Richardson. McGarry conceded three goals in six
All Treland finals; yes, he had a good defence in front of him, but
one of the reasons the defence in front of him was good was that
McGarry organised it so efficiently. Lyng, who was playing junior
with his club when originally called up to the county panel, was the
25/1 outsider that Cody stuck a fiver on each way and saw romp in.
Lyng was smart, ambitious, happy to do the heavy lifting in mid-
field and blessed with the engine and the accuracy to land a stagger-
ing 0-34 from play in his 35 championship outings. Finally,
Richardson. Kilkenny have contested 18 championship fixtures on
his watch as trainer and won them all. Time and again the former
international athlete has had them primed and ready to hurl for
their lives. On the days when it was clear they wouldn’t have to
hurl for their lives - this year’s Leinster final with Dublin, for in-
stance — the petrol was rationed with sufficient care and accuracy to
get them through. And in the one game of the 18 where they came
up against a team that were no less fit and hungry, the 2009 All Ire-
land final, there was still enough in the tank to enable them to win
going away.

James McGarry
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So the 2000s went on and most years Dan made the journey
to Croke Park in September and most years came home
happy. Not as happy as he might have been, however. This,
you'll recall, was a man who grew up near the border with
Tipperary. He was too young in 1937 but he remembered
1945 and he was there in 1950 and there again in 1964 and
’71 and ’91. Nice as it was to win All Irelands against Cork
and Limerick and Waterford, here was a man who wasn’t
quite sated. “If I live to see us beat Tipp in a final,” he was
heard to declare more than once, “I'll die happy.”

6 September 2009. Of all the All Irelands won by Kilkenny in mod-
ern times, this was the most important. Not necessarily the sweetest
— 2006 versus Cork probably takes the palm in that regard — and not
necessarily the one that marked a decisive turn in the road, a la
2000, or a signpost to a land of milk and honey (2006 again). But
2009 was a crucial victory simply because the consequences of fail-
ure were so enormous. Losing to Tipperary wouldn’t have consti-
tuted merely a defeat, it would have constituted Armageddon. The
three-in-a-row would have been rendered an irrelevance; the near-
perfect performance against Waterford 12 months earlier would
have been dismissed as a walk in the park against opponents who’d
failed to turn up;

Kilkenny’s most successful ever team would have been beaten by
younger Tipperary opponents, in a rerun of Killarney in 1937; the
county’s inauspicious All Ireland record versus the Blue and Gold
would have continued; and for the next 50 years, at the very least,
residents of the western fringes of Kilkenny (and not only from the
western fringes either) would have been getting it in the neck from
their neighbours across the border. “The sight of the jersey!” “Tipp
for the men!” Etc etc.

A fate worse than a fate worse than death was thus avoided, but
only barely. Tipp were magnificent on the day and would have
made splendid winners. As it was they were glorious, and deeply un-
lucky, losers. The penalty. The free against Padraic Maher just before
half-time and the non-free against Jackie Tyrrell early on. The push
on Paul Curran. Eoin Kelly slipping in the act of pulling the trigger
when facing PJ Ryan. Conor O’Mahony slipping in the run-up to
the penalty. All the might-have-beens.

Great champions deserve great opponents, as Ali had with Frazier

and Arkle had with Mill House. After two seasons of smiting sundry
opponents with great righteousness and furious vengeance,
Kilkenny were finally faced by a team as determined as they were
and scarcely less talented. The upshot was the best All Ireland final
of modern times — and by extension the best All Ireland final ever.
Fabulous as the hallowed showdown of 1947 may have been, it
couldn’t have come within an ass’s roar of this one for pace, inten-
sity, grinding physicality and the precision deployment of the skills
under the fiercest of pressure. Tipp hurled above themselves;
Kilkenny hurled slightly below themselves — or, more to the point,
weren't allowed hurl above themselves. Mark the losers out of 10
and there was only one who merited less than a seven. Mark the
winners out 10 and if there were only two who merited more than
an eight there was only one who merited less than a seven. This was
a race run on its merits from pillar to post in record time.

“If you'd said to me beforehand that we’d have that many lads
playing well and we still wouldn’t win, I’d have been surprised,”
Eamon O’Shea, the Tipperary coach, remarked later. Indeed; imag-
ine hitting 23 scores in an All Ireland final and losing. Clare and
Wexford managed 14 apiece when triumphant in 1995 and '96 re-
spectively; Kilkenny hit 15 when winning in 2003. Six years later
they performed indifferently on the big day, they were hurled up a
stick for 25 minutes of the second half, yet they scored 2-22 (in tune
with their average output) and they had 11 different scorers, all of
them from play, a record for an All Ireland final. You can say that
Tipp didn’t deserve to lose and you’d be dead right. But you can’t
say that Kilkenny didn’t deserve to win.

By the by, there’s one facet of Kilkenny’s game in recent times that
has passed largely unremarked: their accuracy under pressure. Star-
ing down the barrel of a gun against Galway in Tullamore in the Le-
inster semi-final they reeled off 10 points in succession, interspersed
with barely a wide. Staring down the barrel of a gun in the closing
quarter against Tipperary, with a wide by the champions constitut-
ing the equivalent of a point for the challengers, Henry Shefflin and
TJ Reid and Michael Fennelly all landed must-score efforts from out
the field. In the closing 62 minutes of the game, in fact, the winners
hit only three wides, two of them from Foin Larkin at a time when
the match was won. That'’s a total of seven wides in the last two All
Ireland finals. Accurate when they could afford to be wasteful and
accurate when they couldn’t.

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Victory, like expensive make-up, has a neat habit of obscuring
small blemishes. It may sound carping to say that the Kilkenny
management, for the first time in ages, didn’t totally cover them-
selves in glory on 6 September, but bear with us. (C'mon, you don't
want this article to be a paean from start to finish, do you?) The de-
cision to start Shefflin on the edge of the square was dubious, given
that he was never going to wreak the same kind of havoc against
Padraic Maher that he’d incinerated the smaller and lighter Aidan
Kearney with in the semi-final, and was compounded by its in-
evitable corollary: by playing straight-lines hurling the holders
spurned variety in attack and left their corner-forwards underem-
ployed. It’s inarguable that Martin Comerford, who set up a goal
and two points as well as scoring the winning goal, should have
been introduced six or seven minutes beforehand; in the same way
an old horseracing maxim advises that the jockey on a good horse
should maximise his mount’s superior pace by asserting it from the
start, a team with greater strength in depth - as everyone acknowl-
edged beforehand about the defending champions vis a vis Tipp,
and as the subs would prove by scoring 1-2 between them - should
make use of it by getting their subs on smartly. Might Kilkenny have
won by seven or eight points, regardless of how blatantly unreflec-
tive of the pattern of the game such an outcome would have been,
had they been more proactive earlier? That’s idle speculation now.
All’s well that ends well. The bottom line is the only line.

Back in the early part of the decade, internet chatrooms were
clogged with contributors from Munster counties asserting that
Kilkenny had an unfair advantage in terms of winning All Irelands
because they “had it easy” in Leinster. Said contributors have been
required to find new hobbyhorses in the interim, for not only have
Kilkenny beaten all five Munster counties in All Ireland finals dur-
ing the noughties, their average winning margin against the seven
outfits they met from the province along the road to four in a row
amounted to 8.57 points. (Strip the 2008 All Ireland final out of it
and the figure is 6.16 points.) On Cody’s watch, moreover, the Black
and Amber’s championship record against Tipp has been, if not
quite transformed, then at any rate heavily revised. Three meetings,
three victories, the third of them the sweetest of all. Or as Dan said
to me when we met up afterwards that evening: “The four-in-a-row
meant nothing to me. Beating Tipp was what it was about.”

Which brings us back to where we started. It lashed rain on 12
September 1999. It hasn’t rained much since, has it?

PS Sometime in mid-October I rang Dan’s house, looking for one
of his offspring. The man himself answered the phone and, un-
prompted, announced that he’d been feeling ten years younger
since the All Ireland final. Odd; I reckoned he might have said 20.

| He's the fans’ favourite. He's the players’
/ favourite. Now, after a year in which for so
' long quite the contrary appeared the case,
| it seems he's the media's favourite too. A
. roll call of his honours over the course of
the season would leave anyone gasping for
air. Try to recite it without pausing for breath.

There was always something about Tommy. Born a
; grandson of Paddy Grace, the godfather of Kilkenny
=¥ hurling, it was inevitable he would become a hurler. His
father was a doughty full back on the last Tullaroan team
? to win a county championship in 1994. A victory that
ey ended a 36 year wait for the club, it is still the one
medal that is noticeably missing from his collection. In
the winning team photo, there is the unmistakeable pres-
ence of an 11 year old blond haired chap kneeling in front. Hurl at the
ready, waiting for his chance. Primed. Tommy. Michael played the
game. His son helped convert it into an art form.

From his first days hurling it was obvious this was a boy of unique
ability. Even though he was part of a magnificent group of hurlers in
Tullaroan, one that had the distinction of winning three consecutive
schools titles (Roinn C, Roinn B and Roinn A) in the early nineties, his
talent still stood out as something special. Left side, right side, hooking,
blocking, he had all the skills. But it wasn't just that.

One of the things that struck Ned Kennedy most, a teacher in the
national school of Tullaroan in his formative years, was his competitive
nature. In 1994 the side was set to go through the whole year unbeaten
in all competitions when Ned, conscious of the fact that “it wouldn't do
our boys any harm to experience a defeat”, decided to blow for “an
imaginary foul” in one of their final challenge matches against Tullogher.
That one point turnover resulted in the loss of the cherished unbeaten
record, a result which still niggles Tommy to this day. As Ned said in
conversation “He's mentioned it to me the last few times I've seen him. |
don't think he's forgiven me for it yet”

Another thing that Ned marvelled at was the way the then right corner
back always listened to his advice “ | remember showing a video of a
Kilkenny championship match to the boys as a coaching aid once. One
of the clips was a magnificent long range handpass by DJ Carey into
the Kilkenny full forward line that resulted in a goal. The following week
we were playing St John's school and we were winning well. The ball
was in our defence and | remember thinking 'where's the little scamp?',
he wasn't to be seen. It was cleared out to midfield then and there he
was. He got the ball, went on a bit of a solo run and gave an exact copy
of the handpass into Shane Hennessy who scored a goal.”

Mention of Shane Hennessy inevitably brings one onto the subject of
the Feile. When Tullaroan won the All-Ireland A title in 1997 they had
two outstanding leaders on the pitch. One was Hennessy; a giant of a
youth who even at the age of fourteen was scoring points from 90 yards
in the final against Sarsfields of Cork. The other, of course, was Tommy.

In terms of size he was perhaps the polar opposite of Hennessy. In
terms of skill though, he was his, and everyone else's, superior. The
late, great Ned Power of Waterford made reference to it in his column in
the Dungarvan leader later that week saying “we'll be paying good
money to see him play one day”. Lining up at full back beside the
customary big, awkward full-forward, Power remembered feeling awfully
sorry “for the Tullaroan number three”. It did not take him long to realise
however, that his pity was misplaced.

The big man/little man scenario was one that was repeated year on
year. Even in 2000 when playing in an All-Ireland colleges final for St
Kierans, Adrian Finan remembers unsuspecting St Flannans mentors
throwing every one of their full forward line onto the young left corner
back in an attempt to detect a weakness. Unsurprisingly, they never did.
In the end their manager conceded defeat in the Kieran’s dressing room
later, adding ruefully“When the young lad playing left corner back grows
up he'll be a great hurler”.

The lack of height always seemed to be an issue, and yet he never let it
be. Instead he developed a few “tricks of the trade”, and a way of timing
his jumps when catching the ball that would put most six footers to
shame. Adrian Finan recalls countless big lads going in on top of
Tommy over the years and “they'd end up pulling on him because they
realised they were getting nowhere”. Years later the scenario hasn't
changed.

When he left St Kierans after a fine Leaving cert which included an A1
in honours Maths, his next port of call was UCC. There, his displays in
the Fitzgbbon Cup are still spoken about to this day. Very few Kilkenny
players are called up to the senior panel in their first year out of minor.
But in 2002, his outstanding club performances insisted he be brought
into the squad for the latter stages of the championship. He started to
make his first appearances the following spring in the National League.
When playing, it seemed the hurling public in Nowlan Park, who are
always encouraging of young hurlers, seemed to be egging him on even
that little bit more than his colleagues. It was obvious in their eyes he
was the chosen one. And he didn't disappoint.

That first year was a whirlwind of excitement. A first league medal
recorded in a spring, a debut Leinster in the summer. The goal in the
semi-final against Tipperary and his euphoric celebration afterwards.
Three points in the All-Ireland final and another goal that might have
been. By the end of the year an All-Ireland medal was pocketed as well
as an All-Star at midfield. So far, so easy. It never is, of course. But he
made it look so.

By his fourth year, four All-Star awards had been received in, what must
be some kind of record, four different lines of the field. It had never
occurred to his previous mentors that he could be used as a forward,
although some have sagely remarked since “with that level of skill he
could play anywhere”. Since then a relative stability has been reached,
each one over the past three seasons has been recorded at right half
back. Seven years on the Kilkenny team, he has won an All-Star in each
season. He is now level with Mikey Sheehy and Noel Skehan with only
Pat Spillane, DJ and Henry still to surpass.

With all the roses and petals that have been laid at his feet in his time
playing, it was predictable one day there would be a backlash of sorts.
Initially it was that, despite all his fine hurling, he was too “loose” a
player to make it as a back. In a hark back to his early days at Kieran's
it was felt his desire to hurl had hindered his ability to defend. Fingers
were pointed at his performances in the 2004 season, particularly in the
All-Ireland semi-final against Waterford when Paul Flynn managed to
siphon four points from play against him. It was a minor flaw in his
game, but one he worked at to be rendered almost unnoticeable.
Nobody got more than a point from play against him in this year's
championship. In the final, he so negated his immediate opponent John
O'Brien that he was substituted after 50 minutes.

In recent times, more scurrilous and lurid allegations have been made
against him. Attention was drawn to a hurl thrown in the league final
against Tipperary, and two offences in the first round match against
Galway this year that could have resulted in a sending off. By now,

some of the more diplomatic commentators were referring to his play as
“on the edge”. Other commentators or “supporters”, were more bluntly
labelling him as dirty.

It seemed a pretty spurious remark, that this slightly built 5'9 half-back
was a supposed hard man of the game. Sure he played hard, he had to,
hurling is a hard physical game. But a couple of indiscretions do not a
dirty player make. It wasn't Tommy who instigated the row with Seamus
Prendergast at the start of last year's All Ireland final. When Benny
Dunne lashed out at him with the hurl in the All-Ireland final he didn't lie
on the floor, seeking to get the player off. On the contrary, he was up on
his feet within moments to resume the game.

That's why his most recent accolades have seemed a vindication of sorts.
As if members of the GAA and the media realised the criticism of him had
reached a disproportionate level and that it was time his superb hurling,
not his supposed rough play, was acknowledged. When he won the Voda-
fone hurler of the year award he was only in the Citywest a few hours be-
fore returning home to play in the relegation final against Young Irelands
the next day. And of course, he won and played well that day too.

In the aftermath of this year's All-Ireland victory his manager, basking in
the success of four in a row, and comfortable in speaking his mind to
the media, felt the need to defend his star player from the unwarranted
criticism he had been subjected to over the past year.

“Here is a guy who has been vilified all year. This has really annoyed
me and brings no credit to those who are trying to depict Tommy as
something he's not. There's nothing wrong with hurling as played by
Tommy Walsh. In fact, he epitomises the very best of what it's about.
So, instead of experimenting with new rules which detract from the
game, we should be holding the likes of Tommy up as a role model on
how to play the game.”

Those were the words of Brian Cody . The man himself Tommy labelled
“The greatest”. But in order to become this, Cody needed great players
on the pitch to mirror his dedication off it. Players like Henry Shefflin,
Eddie Brennan, Noel Hickey and Michael Kavanagh since 2000. Play-
ers like J.J Delaney, Derek Lyng and Martin Comerford since 2002, who
have shown a resilience and a hunger to win year after year.

The men who have won all those All-Irelands. The men who have risen
above the criticism to assert themselves as the greatest hurling team of
all time. The men who helped create “a spirit that can never be broken”.
A spirit epitomised, perhaps most of all, by Tommy Walsh.

The year 2009 witnessed one of the best ever Under 16 competitions
in Kilkenny at Roinn A. Thomastown, Kilmacow, Dicksboro and
Emeralds had victories over Clara, St Patricks, James Stephens and
O’Loughlin Gaels respectively in the quarter finals of the competi-
tion. Thomastown met Emeralds in the first semi-final while Dicks-
boro played Kilmacow in the opposite half of the draw.

Among his cohorts on
those Fenians teams were P.J.Ryan, father of
the man-of-match in this years All-Ireland final, Shem
Delaney, father of current star J.J., Nickey Orr, Pat Henderson,
Pat Delaney and Johnny Moriarty from Gortnahoe.
How did Tommy, who was born in London, develop his in-
terest in and love for Gaelic Games? When his family moved
to Crosspatrick, Tommy recalls being brought on his father’s
bicycle to matches in Thurles. His earliest hurling memories
are of watching in awestruck wonder the skills of the “Rubber
Man” Tommy Doyle. He is a great admirer of Jim Langton of
Kilkenny, whom he first saw in action against Laois in Port-
laoise in 1948, a championship game, which Kilkenny lost.
Tommy first participated in hurling during tea-breaks when
working on the bog. Boys of all ages from 6 to 60 pucked the
sliotar through foots of turf and over bogholes.
On commencing in Johnstown Tech, Tommy hurled with the
school in the St. Kieran’s League. They had many great battles
with Freshford, who included among their ranks, Pa Dillon
and Sean Buckley, and also with neighbouring Laois teams.
On moving to Kilkenny City Tech., Tommy played u-16 and
minor hurling with Kilkenny. In the 1957 All-Ireland minor
hurling championship, Tommy scored 3-3 in one game, but
was not selected for the first fifteen in the All-Ireland final.
The minor final of that year was against Tipp, and Tommy

recalls that all the chat in the build-up was about Jimmy
Doyle’s quest for his 3rd All-Ireland minor medal. Tipp won by
4-7 to 3-7 and indeed the two Doyle brothers, Jimmy and
Paddy starred. Tommy came on as a sub for Andy Comerford,
the uncle of Andy of the current era, the All-Ireland senior
winning captain of 2002. When Tommy was introduced as a
sub, he marked Michael Murphy, later the captain of the Tipp
senior All-Ireland champions in 1964.

Tommy hurled senior with the Eire Og club in Kilkenny city
from 1958 to 1968, but without success. He made his senior
inter-county debut with Kilkenny in 1958 in a league match
against Dublin in O’Toole Park in 1958. In 1959, Tommy really
made his mark at inter-county level in both league and cham-
pionship. In that year’s championship he scored 3-3 against
Laois, 1-2 against Dublin in the Leinster Final, and then top-
scored with 3-0 against Waterford, in the drawn All-Ireland
final which ended Waterford 1-17 Kilkenny 5-5. His marker in
the draw and replay was Joe Harney.

The Kilkenny People preview of the drawn game stated that
“Tommy O’Connell’s task against Joe Harney, who
distinguished himself against Cork , is not easy and that the
Eire Og man will earn his scores”. Mick Dunne in his Irish
Press match report on the day after the drawn final referred to
Kilkenny’s great rally with valuable points and amazing goals
and wrote “those goals came from the youngest player afield
-19 year old Tommy O’Connell - who managed 3 goals
against Joe Harney, a back who hadn’t been beaten for a goal
by the great Christy Ring himself in the Munster final”.
Waterford won the replay by 3-12 to 1-10. The Waterford
backs had learnt well from the drawn game and Tommy and
the other Kilkenny forwards were crowded out. Lets not forget
that Tommy at 19 weighed only 9-7. I have heard Kilkenny
supporters say that Tommy was “ roughed out of it”. The man
himself will not accept that and describes the Waterford team
as “hard but fair”. In fact he has great admiration for that

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Waterford team incorporating such brilliant hurlers as Seamus
Power, Philly Grimes, Frankie Walsh, Tom Cheasty, Larry
Guinan, etc. He believes that the Waterford team of that era
deserved to win more All-Irelands.

In or about that time Tommy recalls travelling to a League
Game in Loughiel, Co. Antrim by train. On their return jour-
ney as they approached the Border from the Northern side,
the train was stopped and boarded by “B Specials” who pro-
ceeded to search and interrogate the Kilkenny team. A
member of said team, Jim Hennessy of Tullaroan, was taken off
the train and detained. This led to the intervention of the Min-
ister for External Affairs on the following day. He procured
Jim’s release. Hennessy made light of his experience and later
told his colleagues that he had been treated royally (no pun in-
tended). Seemingly he was mistaken for a man with the same
surname, who was active in the I.R.A. Tommy always roomed
with Ollie Walsh. One can only guess at the pranks they
participated in.

Tommy played on the Kilkenny team in 1960, but they were
beaten in the Leinster final by the Wexford team who went
on to win the All-Ireland. He wasn’t picked for Kilkenny in
1961 or 1962, perhaps due to Eire Ogs poor form, although he

was a sub on the winning NHL side of 1961-62, as indeed he
was in 1965-66. He played on Jim English of Wexford in the
Leinster championship of 1963 but shortly afterwards he was
struck down with appendicitis. He did receive a Leinster medal
that year. He also won a Leinster championship medal in
1966, having replaced Tom Walsh in the semi-final against
Offaly and scoring a goal.

Tommy’s favourite Kilkenny players include Jim Langton and
of the current era J.J. Delaney. Outside of Kilkenny, players he
admires include Tommy and Jimmy Doyle. TC as he is
affectionately known has made friends throughout the whole
of the island and is extremely popular. One is always assured
of a good humoured reception when you meet Tommy with
the twinkling eyes and hearty laugh.. His power of recall is
amazing and he is extremely generous with people who come
to chat with him. His thoughtfulness and respect for others is
obvious. Hurling in Tommy'’s era was a cause for friendship.
Nowadays he is known to play a good game of golf and he
particularly enjoys meeting former and current hurling
acquaintances. Tommy, may you continue for many more
years to “drive it straight down the middle”.

There was deep regret in GAA circles in
Kilkenny and in particular in O'Loughlin
Gaels and Graigue Ballycallan when the
news of the death of Joe Cleere became
known on the 3rd of October last.

For the last 24yrs of his life Joe had been
dogged by ill health but his one saving
grace, through all his tough times, was that
he was cared for in his own home, out-
standingly, by his loving wife, Eileen.

Joe won a minor title with his beloved
Graigue in 1949, the same year that
Graigue won the senior title and to this day
they are the only club to win the minor
and senior in the one year. In the mid
fifties Joe lined out for Kilkenny in a Walsh
Cup game against Dublin in Nowlan Park.
Starting at corner back he marked no less a
man than the great Kevin Heffernan and
held him scoreless for the hour.

Joe was a psychiatric nurse by profession
but in his spare time he held the position
of groundsman in Nowlan Park along with
his late friend Jimmy Bergin and under the
watchful eye of his great friend Paddy
Grace.

Joe was an O'Loughlin Gaels stalwart from
the time of the club’s foundation in the late
60's and took great pride in following his
sons through all grades over a thirty year
period. One of his proudest moments came
in 2001 when O'Loughlins won their first
senior title with two of his sons on the
panel. I am sure also that Joe would not be
happy without mentioning his only
daughter, Helen, whom he doted on
throughout his life.

MJ Ryan (1961-2009)

On Sunday February 15th 2009, hurling
Gaels everywhere were saddened to learn of
the death of one Michael John Ryan.
Affectionately known as M J, he left a
major imprint wherever he travelled and
his passing has left us all with a huge void.
Gone is the smiling joker who wanted
nothing more than to enjoy life, have the
banter and talk hurling. You see, he was a
real life rogue with a glint in his eye but
one who will always be characterised by his
on-field sheer determination and skill.

Born in December 1961, into a family of
eleven children, M ] first learned the craft
of hurling in Galmoy N.S. Co Kilkenny.As a
nine year old he won his first medal with
the Galmoy U-12 team. His greatest
moment with his own club came in 1982
when he literally powered Galmoy to their
only Kilkenny U-21 B Title. He lined out for
the Kilkenny U-21 team for three seasons in
succession and played in the U-21 All-
Ireland final of 1981. All the while, M ]

was cutting his teeth in the coaching game,
when along with current Kilkenny U-21
selector Pat McCormack and Peter
Maguire,they coached Galmoy U-16 and
minor sides to six Kilkenny county titles in
two years, in a golden era for the club.

As a result of his blossoming career, Pat
Henderson promoted M ] to the Kilkenny
senior panel where he made many
appearances in the number eleven shirt. In
1985, M ], who had been training as an
electrician, moved to Dublin in search of
employment. He first played with the St
Oliver Plunketts Club before a chance
meeting with former Limerick star, Eamonn
Rea, resulted in M J signing up for Faughs.
It was a meeting which benefitted Faughs
handsomely, when after a 13 year drought
they won two Dublin senior titles in
succession. Along with fellow Kilkenny
men Jim Lyng and Richie Reid, M J’s
contribution to these successes saw him
immediately summoned to wear the sky
blue of Dublin and ironically, his
championship baptism was against
Kilkenny. He was a first choice with such
Dublin greats as Lar Foley and Jimmy
Boggan. He became a diligent and
distinguished centre half forward.

In 1990 he played on a Dublin team which

reached the Leinster final for the first time
in many years, only to lose out to Offaly.
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The following year it was M ], who scored
the insurance point in Dublin’s 0-17 to 1-11
semi final victory over Offaly to again reach
the final, this time against his native
Kilkenny. With the final balanced on a
knife edge, M J'S bullet-like shot thundered
back off the upright and Kilkenny escaped
to victory. Unfortunately, a knee injury in
1992 brought down the curtain on a mem-
orable inter county career but M ] went on
to line out for Faughs for many years right
up to playing in goal for Faughs Juniors, at
the age of 46, last December 2008, a couple
of months before his untimely death.

M J’s contribution to hurling in the capital
city has equalled that of his playing career,
as he coached many Dublin club sides, such
as Lucan Sarsfields,Thomas Davis, Faughs,
and the Dublin SouthWest Regional side.

To this writer, M J was a hero in true G.A.A.
style. His smile was infectious. His genuine-
ness commendable. He always spoke with
passion and pride about whatever side he
was involved with. Most of all, he never
forgot his native Galmoy and would
instinctively make contact after a game to
see how the boys were doing. M ] was a
friend to all who knew him.

Mick Brophy

Mick Brophy

A 1957 Kilkenny hurling hero, Michael
(Mick) Brophy of Danesfort, will be best
remembered as one of the great Kilkenny
hurling warriors of his time, that won
Kilkenny’s 14th All Ireland title, defeating
Waterford in a thrilling Final in Croke Park.
Since 1904, when Kilkenny won their first
All Ireland title, they had never gone more
than a decade without an All Ireland victo-
ry, and as their previous win was in the
thriller against Cork in 1947, 1957 was the
last year of the subsequent ten where
Kilkenny had to win if tradition was to be
maintained. Winning in 1957 insured that
the team would be feted, honoured and
especially respected by one and all. He won
a County minor Championship with
Eoghan Ruadh of Callan in 1950.

Kilkenny won their fourth All Ireland hurl-
ing final in a row in 1950, beating Dublin
in the first round of the Leinster
Championship. They struggled however to
overcome Offaly in the Leinster Final, while
they beat Antrim in the All Ireland semi-
final. They went in as rank outsiders against
Tipperary. However they were excellently
prepared by the Kilmanagh schoolteacher,
Davy Maher, and they went on to record a
magnificent victory against Kilkenny’s
greatest rivals, winning by a goal. Central to
that outstanding victory was the perform-
ance of Mick Brophy, who hurling up a
storm as a half forward, managed to get
himself, thankfully, on the scoreboard in a
hard-fought battle. In addition to Mick,
three other members of the team, John
Mabher, Jim (Link) Walsh, and Johnny
McGovern were to play prominent parts in
Kilkenny senior teams, and in particular in
the winning of the '57 Final later. In 1956,
Mick Brophy established a permanent place
for himself on the Kilkenny senior team
when giving a majestic performance against
Leinster Champions, Wexford, in the
Leinster Final. A record crowd of over
52,000 was in attendance on the day. With
John Sutton, Mick Brophy fashioned a com-
plete differently styled centrefield partner-
ship over the ensuing four-year period.
They were hugely important in that area,
when Kilkenny beat the Decies in the '57
Final. In addition to winning his All Ireland
medal, Mick also won two Oireachtas
medals, three Leinster senior championship
medals, and he also played in the Railway
Cup for his Province.

For his club, Danesfort, Mick Brophy played
many great games, and he was unfortunate
not to have won a county Junior
Championship, as they were defeated in the
Northern Finals of ‘60, ‘61, and '63 by
Lisdowney, Coon, and Galmoy respectively.
The last named winning after a torrid
replay.

Mick had a huge interest in hurling, an
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interest that stood the test of time. One o
his great pleasures was in watching the
affairs of his beloved ‘Fort in recent years,
as they won the County Junior title, and
added a Leinster and All Ireland titles to the
haul.

A devoted family man, his great hobby out-
side of hurling was in gardening.

He will be sadly missed by a wide range of
people, but particularly by his wife,
Kathleen, his son Niall, his daughters,
Aileen, Siobhan, Angela, and Michelle, his
sisters, Maisie (Condon), Alice (Lally Leahy),
and Leisha (Tobin), and his only brother
still living, Tom. A wide range of friends,
neighbours, and colleagues will miss the
quiet man who wore the number 8 with
great distinction, bringing tremendous
honour and glory to his own place.
